FORGERY, SAYS MR. DEPONAL
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NEW THEORY IN

MURDER MYSTERY |

BELIEVE MAN WAS KILLED,
THEN BOUND TO TRACKS.

PECULIAR WOUND ON HEAD

Which Leads Authorities to Believe+

That Stranger Who Was Found
Tied to Rails Near Odenton Was
First Knocked Out and Then
Taken to the Tracks—Crew of
Train on Which Two Men Were
Seen to Be Examined.

The authorities of the Fourth district
of Anne Arundel county, the section
around Odenton and Patuxent, where the
body of an unidentified white man was

found early Thursday morning, bound fto
the rails on the main line of the Pennsyl-
vania Railrcad, within 300 yards of the
Patuxent station, are now working on a
new theory. It is the bellef now that the
man was murdered before being placed on
the railroad tracks in the path of one of
the fastest express trains on the road.
What causes this new version of the
mystery which has the authorities bafiled
entirely is a peculiar wound in the back
of the man’s head. When the head was
found in a gully, nearly 25 feet deep and
about 100 yards from where the body was
bound to the rails, the face was perfect,
there not being a scratch or a blemish
of any kind. 'The wound in the back of
the head was one that had evidently
been made with some blunt instrument,
presumably a club or a pair of brass
knuckles. A blow with either or those
weapons would have crushed the skull
in a similar manner. Had the driving

wheel of the locomotive struck the skull.

it would have crushed it entirely and the

speed of the big engine would have hurled

it a great distance along the earth. This

i | Would have practically made the features

unrecognizable. As it was, however, there
was not a scratceh or a bruise on the face.

There .is another version of the crime.
The authorities also believe that after
the man had been murdered some distance
away from where the mangled body was
found, he was carried or taken in a rig
to the Little Patuxent River bridge and
bound to the rails. They think that the
man wasg beheaded before being brought
to the railroad, and that the head was
thrown into the gully in the hope that it
would never be discovered,

Stocks of both the American Bonding

vanced two points, and the stock of the
latter company jumped 17% points. Dur-
ing the morning session American Bond-
ing stock sold at 91, and Fidelity and
Deposit stock changed hands at 175. The
closing quotations were: American Bond-
ing, 91, and Fidelity and Deposit, 172.

The disparity in the advance of the
two stocks gave some support to a ru-
mor that some of the stockholders of
the bonding company were opposed to
the deal.

CHASE CASE AT TOWSON.

CLEARS UP DOUBTFUL POINT

Asked to Explain Why, if Commis-
sioners Did Not Finally Agree to
Purchase Plant Before Se'ptember
28, Suburban Plant Had Already
Prepared Lithographed Notes for

Deal—Majority Had Agreed, He_

Replies.

The examination of Dr. Charles I.. Matt-
feldt, president of the Board of Baltimore
County Commissioners, was concluded yes-
terday in the Circuit Court at Towson in

the suit filed by Major John'l. Yellott

and others to have the sale of the dis-

posal plant of the Baltimore Suburban.

Sewerage Company at Mount Washington

Dr. Mattfeldt was closely examined by
Col. D. G. McIntosh. He was asked 1o
explain why, if the County Commissioners
did not finally agree to purchase the
plant before September 23, the Suburban
Company had already prepared the litho-
eraphed notes which were given in pay-
ment for the plant. Judge Duncan also
asked to be enlightened on this point. In
reply Dr. Mattfeldt said: -

saying that a majority of the commis-
sioners had agreed between themselves

they would aCC%gt the company’s
offer if the report of W. W. Crogby, the
consulting engineer, was favorable,’ and
that a statement to this effect had been
publisheG in the public press.

(‘olonel McIntosh also inquired why it
was that James J. Lindsay, one of the
counsel to the county, was not consulted
in regard to the purchase. Dr. Mattfeldt
gsaid that while the matter of arranging
the details of the sale was left to former
State Senator Johm 8. Biddison, he did
not know that Mr. Lindsay did not have
knowledge of what was going on, The
witnesgs denled that Mr. Lindsay had ever
been asked to retire from the room while
the sewerage plant purchase was being

considered.

Mr. Lindsay's ire was aroused and he
sald: “I want to tell the court and the
counsel on the other side that I have
never been asked to leave the. board's
room, and if I was I would resign my
position at once. I am willing to go on
the stand and to testify as to what I
know of the matter.”

Dr. Mattfeldt said in arriving at his

decision to vote for the sewerage plant

purchase he felt that the preservation of
human life could not be computed in dol-
lars and cents.

Dr. Mattfeldt acknowledged that the
disposal plant could not be utilized by per-
sons residing on the low land near it.

The next witness called was Frederick
W. Caspari, assistant sanitary engineer of
the State Board of Health. He identified
a map of the sewerage system and pro-
ceeded to point out what he considered
to be defects in its construction. He said
that the manholes he inspected were too
small for the purpose and he went into
one of them and had to be pulled out.

At one of the manholes the witness said
that he found such an odor of gas that hea
was afraid to inspect it. The sewer pipes,
he said, could not be ingpected by the use
of lamps, as they could not be seen on
account of the deflection in the grade of
the mains. _

The modern way of building sewer
mains, Mr. Caspari stated, was to lay them
in straight lines, so as to admit of thor-
ough inspection.

The examination of the witness will be
resumed this morning and Judge Duncan
expressed the hope that the case would be
concluded in a week, but this is thought
to be improbable.

Phillip Gibson, Colored, Is Hanged
at City Jail.
Phillip Gibson, colored, convicted of the

murder of John Johnson, also colored, on

August 26 last, paid for his crime yester-
day morning with his life. = He wag
hanged in the old bakeshop of the City
Jail.
by Sheriff Theodore P. Weis, and at 10:00

he was pronounced dead by Dr. Georgep

T. Wilkins, the Jail physician. Death
was dtie fo strangulation, and not te a
broken neck. When the lever was pulled
by Sheriff Weis the negro shot through
the trap which had been cut in the floor
for a distance of six feet. . At 10:15
o’clock the body was lowered and turned
over to a negro undertaker for burial.
More than 100 persons - witnessed the
execution.

When Gibson arose early yesterday
morning he breakfasfed on beefsteak and
onions, after which he smoked a cigar
with apparently much relish. He was
then taken to the office of Warden Ber-
nard J. Lee, where he declared he was
ready to die. The gown and hood were
adjusted there, and, accompanied by Rev®
W. W. (Costin, he led the march to the
scaffold. There he declared he had noth-
ing to say. After prayer the noose was
adjusted by Joseph Heine and the signal
was gliven to Sheriff Weis to spring the
trap. On the gown of the negro was
pinned a farewell message written by
him before leaving his cell. A number of
physicians, including Dr. Wilkins, Dr.
Morrissey, Coroner Chambers, of the Cen-
tral' district; Dr. George C. Thiema and
Dr. John D. Blake were present.
