Activity in seasonable merchandise is
fully up to the standard and the first
week of the new year finds the business
prospect favorable in nearly all lines of
industry.

The demand for men’'s ready-made
clothing for spring has been very good
and local manufacturers are crowded with
orders, this condition having been
tensified to some extent by labor troubles
elsewhere, which have had the effect of
diverting some business to this ecity. :

While collections for fall delivery have
not been altogether satisfactory, particu-
larly in,certain sections of the South,
they have been about equal to those for
the same period of last year, and values
are very strong.

The market in dry goods and notions
is seasonably quiet, the jobbers being
principally engaged in stock taking, al-
though fillimg in orders for the Season
compare favorably with last year’s and
collections also show some improvement.

Wholesale dealers in hardware and
paints feel very much encouraged, busi-
