OPIUM SUPPRESSION

Encouraging Reports Are Received

From Missionaries in China.

according to the Central China Post, that

laws. |

- Szechuan, Honan, Anhwei and Cheliiang
are using troops freely to prevent poppy
cultivation. KXKweichow province, which
has been unsettled since the revolution,
is given up to opium growing more large-
ly than ever, but the remainder of the
reports are generally favorable, all agree-

' ing that the present officials desire the

suppression of opium growing.

Some poppy sown this winter will be
found in the hill country and border-
lands where rule ig lax, but it is doubt-
ful that the crop will be allowed to come
to harvest. Anyway it will be infinitesi-
mal compared with the years before the
suppression began.

All the reports agree that Hunan
province, which was recently cited as an
instance of relapse, is virtually clear

Absolute prohibition
is enforced in many parts, and it is
noticeable that Ichang, which formerly

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OLDEST CANVAS PAINTING

American Coliectors Afte:?" a Re-

markable Relic.

London, January 4.—The United States
will probably possess the oldest painting
on canvas in the world in a short time.

A MAGNIFICENT GIFT

Indian Princes Planned to Give
England Several Battleships.

London, January 4.—The report that
a number of Indian princes had in con-

templation a magnificent gift of several

battleships and armored cruisers to the
British Navy, a plan declared in. com-
petent quarters to be impracticable, has
drawn attention to what India already
subscribes to naval and military admin-
istration. The Indian naval coutribution
amounts to only 8$500,000, which is less

than the cost of the Kast Indian squad-

ron, a small but important fragment of
the British Navy. |

For the Indian Army, however, India
supplies the total cost, a matter of some
$100,000,000. The regular forces in India
now number 235,000 men, of whom 75,400
are white troops, 2,400 British officers
and noncommissioned officers with the

native army, and 159,400 are natives ofy

India. Besideés these there are 35,500 vol-
unteers, mostly British; 25,5600 Indian
Army  reserves, and 20,700 Imperial ser-
vice troops, making a grand  total of
319,000. The Imperial service troops are
maintained entirely by the Indian ruliug
chiefs. To all these must be added the
surviving forces of the native states,
which, although greatly reduced, still

higher than formerly in all parts of® number 95,000.
