Hendrick’s city bhouse, 1T West Biddle
street. -

Although he knew that he was. in-
jured when thrown to the pavement Fri-

{ day morning, Mr. Hendrick continued on

his way to his offices in The American
Building. Several men who happened
along when the Sewerage KEngineer was

{ hurt, lifted him to  his feet and asked

whether they could be of any assistance
to him.

“T went to my offices and forget all
about the affair,” sald Mr. Hendrick last
night. ‘I then made g city-wide tour of
all the sewerage improvement work, going
as far as Back River to inspect the dis-
posal plant. I returned home late in the
evening and, although my right side
ached terribly, I went to bed, thinking I
would sleep the pains over. This morn-
ing I realized that I had sustained a
fracture of one or more ribs. I called
Dr. Friedenwald, who verified my sus-
picion.”

MANHOLES ARE

MUCH DISCUSSED

F. W. CASPARI GOES FURTHER
INTO SEWER :DEAL.

LIVELY TILT IN COURTHOUSE

Assistant Sanitary Engineer Says
He Examined 27 Manholes of the
Baltimore and Suburban Sewer-
age Company’s System and That
All Were Found Defective—Noah

- Offutt and Dr. Mattfeldt
Heated Colloquy.

The examination of Frederick W. Cas-
pari, the assistant sanitary  engineer of
the State Board of Health, was resumed
_ in the Circuit
Court..at. Towson, of the suit. filed by
Major John 1. Yellott and others to have
set aside the sale of the disposal plant
0f the Baltimore Suburban Sewerg‘ge
Company to the Baltimore County Coln-
missioners. Mr. Caspari said bhe bhad ex-
amined 27 manholes of the sewerage sys
tem, and in his opinion they were de-
fective in construction and unfit for the
purpose of locating any obstruction which
may prevail in the main. -

He said that cement protruded at the
joints in the main, which might impede
portions- of sewage, He stated that he

1 could not see from a manhole to another:

manhole except in one instance.

Mr. Caspari testified that the line of
the sewer mains could be traced from
the surface of the ground and that they
twist and bend so as to get around the
trunks of trees. He gave i1n detail what
he considered serious defects in the con-
struction of the sewer mains,.
ness said that J. Robert Read, the en-
gineer who had charge of the laying of
the mains, accompanied him when he
made the inspection,

Mr. Caspari was cross-examined by
Francis King Carey, senior counse] for
the Suburban Company.

Mr. Read had last week testified in the
case, and “referring to him as a dis-
charged employe of the company Mr.
Carey asked Mr. Caspari;

“Will you tell the court just when Mr.
Read made this investigation with you?
When Mr. Read was testifying we as-
sumed, and, of course, the court assumed,
that he was an unpaid and impartial wit-
ness. Now we find- out that even since

‘he testified here he has accompanied you

on a hostile tour of inspection of the
sewer system.’’ L

Attorney 'T. Scott Offutt, one of the
counsel for the plaintiff, objected to the
question and said that Mr. Carey should
ask Mr. Read in regard to the matter.

After some argument among counsel it
was brought out that Mr. Read accom-
panied Mr. Casparl before the former had
testified in the case, and Mg. Caspari
said that he was informed that Mr. Read
had testified without ever having received
compensation.

Mr. Carey further interrogated the wit-
ness, but. he adhered to his -criticisms
of the construction of the sewer system.

After the court adjourned there was a
heated discussion in the corridor of the
courthouse between Noah H. Offutt, one
of the plaintiffs in the dase, and ' Dr.
Charles 1., Mattfeldt, the president of
the Board of County Commissioners, in
regard to a statement Dr., Mattfeldt had
made in his testimony to the effect that

‘Mr. - Offutt had been present at the Ho-

tel Caswell and dined with Dr. Mattfeldt
and others a short time previous to the
purchase of the sewer plant. Mr. Offutt
denied that he was present at the hotel
at the time referred to, and used sgome
vigorous language to Dr. Mattfeldt.
In a statement made last night Dr.
Mattfeldt sald that Mr. Offutt had as-
sumed a threatening attitude toward him.
Continuing, Dr. Mattfeldt said:
“I'was surprised at the attitude of Mr.
Offutt,”as he belongs to one of the most
respected families of the county, the

At a meeting of the board of directors
ﬂf‘ the Skin and Cancer Hospital of Bal-
timore, held last night, severa] important
questions were taken up. It was an execu-
tive session and was not open to the
public. The first matter considered by the

board was the resignation of the presi-
dent, John M. Deponai, which was ac-

i cepted with regret. Harry H. Mahool. . a

new member of the board of directors, a
broker of this city and brother of rthe
former mayor, was elected president of
the board. The directors then framed ihe
following resolutions for publication:

The boand of directors of the Skin and
Cancer Hospital of Baltimore, desire to
make the following statement in the mat-
ter  of certain misleading statements
which have been' given publicity. John
M. Deponai has resigned as president of

the board of diregtors, which resignation

‘was accepted with the regret of the board
and. its appreciation-'of his great services
thereto. Harry H. Mahool was unanimous-
ly elected as president. In the matter of
the finances of the board, the books are
fully up to date. All monies that have

reached the hospital and their disposition

are fully accounted for. Whether there
have been any other sums of money,
either by cash or by check, started on
tl_lmr way as contributions to the hos-
pital, but which never reached the hos-
pital or its officers, the board is unable
to say at the present time, but will keep
the public fully informed as io any de-
velopments along that line. The 'board
has decided that it wonld be better :o
suspend R. H. Fleming’'s functions as a
representative of the board, pending this
Investigation.
