STARVED TO DEATH

ENGLISHMAN AND HIS SECOND |

WIFE ACCUSED.

GIRL’S PATHETIC TESTIMONY

John George Crozier and His Wife

Are Held on an Amazing Charge
of Deliberately Starving to Death
One Child of a Former Marriage
of Mr. Crozier and Trying to
Starve the Others—Little
Life of Di*udgery.

Special Cablegram to The American,
Newtonsbutler, January 4.—After as-
tonishing evidence had been given, John
George Crozier, J. P., ex-high sheriff of
County Fermanagh, and his second wife,
Jessie Florence Crozier, were committed
for trial this evening on the charge of

the manslaughter of John Spencer Noel

Crozier, Mr. Crozier’s 17-year-old son by
hig first wife, who died from starvation.

As soon as the prisoners appeared
on the street this morning on their
way to the courthouse they were
hooted vigorously, and but for the pres-
ence of a large number of police it is
certain that the crowd’s hostility would
have taken 4 more active form.

One or two men who stooped for stones
were severely handled by the police.

Mr. Crozier seemed to feel his position
keenly. He is a man of slender build,
about six feet in height, with a fair
moustache and hair turning gray. His
naturally sallow complexion looked al-
most livid in the cold morning light. He
is about 55 years of age,

. Mrs. Crozier faced the crowd with
some show of indifference. §She is a
stout, florid-featured woman and had
been Mr. Crozier's housekeeper before he
married her. There are three children

by the second marriage, all well-cared
for and happy looking.

Holds High Position.

The high position which Mr. Crozier
occupies among the county families gave
widespread interest to the case. He is a
wealthy landowner, a member of the
Landlqrds’ Association and a near rela-
tive of Dr, Crozier, the Church of Ireland
primate.

As he and his wife disappeared within
the courthouse the execrations of the mob
outside gave place to murmurs of pity.
A new group was seen approaching from
the railway station—a pretty, intelligent-
looking girl of 14 and a boy sOmewhat
vounger. They were accompanied by two
hospital nurses, who had Dbrought them
from the county infirmary at Ennis-
killen.

A month ago these children, Mr. Cro-
zier’s surviving children by his first mar-
riage, were taken from their parents’
custody by the police and placed in the
infirmary, where they have greatly im-
proved in health. Nevertheless, they both
looked as if they had just recovered from
a long illness. |

Might Have Saved His Life.

Mr. Riordan in opening the case said
the main charge was that Mr. and Mrs.
Crozier caused the death of the elder boy
by culpable neglect of the duty they
owed to him to supply him with suitable
food to sustain life.

“T'he boy returned home from school
at Haster in apparently good yhealth,”
continued Mr. Riordan. “He T;s found
dead on Wednesday, October 2, and a
postmortem examination disclosed the
fact that he died from starvation,. and
that if he had recéived medical aid his
life might have been saved, or at least
prolonged.

“Since Easter, so far as the police can
discover, he was never seen outside the
house.”

Dr. Francis Creighton T'itzgerald stated
that the body of the boy was dreadfully
emaciated, the bones almost cutting the
skin. There were abrasions on the
knuckles and neck and ulcers on the legs.

“] attribute death to want of nutritious
food—both as to quality and quantity,
particularly quality,” he declared. *‘The

boy must have been wasting away, and

required medicinal aid three months be-
fore his death.”

Dr. Henry corroborated this evidence.
He gaid that in August last he attended
one of the present Mrs. Crozier’s children,
but was not told that the boy was ill.

Professor McWeeney ,a famous Dublin
pathologist, described the result of an
examination of the internal organs. He
agreed with the previous medical wit-
nesses regarding the cause of death.

Little Girl a Witness.

“If the boy had received proper medl-
cal care his life would have been pro-

longed,” he stated. ‘“The emaciation prob-

ably lasted three months, and would be
obvious to any intelligent person.”

My,
Crozier was then a medical student.

“Until my sister’s death,” continued
Howard, *‘I was on friendly and 1n-
timate terms with Mr. Crozier.

“"Affer my mother’s death, in 1903, my
sister came in for about £1,400, which
was invested in securities. I do not know
who got the money after my sister’s
death, in 1906.

"“The room in Gortra House, which was
used by the boy as a bedroom was used
in my sister’s time as a mangle room. It
is a small, square room, with a low ceil-
ing,

“It 13 quite untrue to say that I hate
my brother-in-law,”” she replied to Mu.
Clarke. “I have not liked him lately.
Differences arose in 1906 and since.”

“I suppose you like him still less since
October last?'’ said Mr. Clarke.

“Am I obliged to answer that ques-
tion?’ inquired Mrs, Howard.

Mr. Clarke pressed the point, and Mr.
Riordan sald: ‘I will go this far—any
woman, any gister of a dead woman, who
thought that the dead woman's children
were not being fairly treated would not
like the father of the children.”

Record of Performances

| Zeppelin Alrships.
Special Cablegram to The American.

Hamburg, January 4.—Striking proof
of the value of dirigibles 1sg found in the

detailed account just published of the
performances of the different types of Ger-
man Zeppelin airships during the present
year.

The Zeppelin fleet of dirigibles traveled
on 308 days, with a time duration of
1,167 hours, covering a total distance of
44,156 miles.

.. Ten thousand three
were more  or less actively employed in
connection with their flights,

The airship Victorla Louise holds the
record so far. She traveled on 131 days,
her total number of hours in the air
amounting to 497. She covered 18,700
miles, employing, all told, 2,409 persons,
and carrying 1,927 passengers,

The Schwaben flew on+142 days, total-
ing 476 hours, and covering 9,100 miles.
Her crew numbered 2,414 men, and her
passengers 1,930.

The Hansa made trips on 35 days. She
did exceptionally well during that time.
Her 65 flights were accomplished in 194
hours. She employed 786 men, and car.
ried 825 passengers.

The highest speed attained by the air-

ships, independent of wind currents, was

60 miles. With favorable winds, however,
the Zeppelins reached a speced of 80 miles.

The dirigibles, besides, distinguished
themselves in a signal manner on their
great sea trips, proving thelr capacity as
marine airships.

On March 4 the Victoria Loulse made a
trip from Friedrichshaven to Frankfurt-

on-Main,

On June 18, in the teeth of a strong
gale, she went from Dusseldorf, over Hol-
land, to Hamburg. -

From Hamburg she made several trips
to Kiel and Lubeck, as well as great
trips across the North Sea to Westerland
and Heligoland, and a trip to Hanover.

The Drilliant results achieved by the
German airships have .led the German
naval and military authorities to take
over a number of them and place them at
the service of the army and navy.

New airships now being built will have
great carrying capacity. Besides the crew
of. 15 which each of them can accommo-
date, they can take aboard several thou-
sand tons of explosives. They are being
equipped with a number of machine guns,
Two will be placed on the de(:k of the air-
ship, to be ﬂred at the enemy’s aeroplanes

or airships on their attempting to overﬂy
her,

" The new vessels will-be able top remain
in the air for at least 60 hours without
landing,

THE LIBELING OF A KING

| Held to Make Mylius Desirable to
. 7/ a Republic. |

Washington, January 4.—Is libeling a
king a ecrime involving moral turpitude?
}‘“411{,11 ig the question absorbing the atten-'
} tion of Sceretary Nagel, nho today re-
t ceived the appeal -for, admission to the
United States of Edward F. Mylius, the
English journalist, threatened with de-
portation from New York bécause he was
convicted in Dnﬂ'lald of cr1m1nﬂl libel
t of King George.

Counsel for Myliusg, in one of the long-
est Dbriefs ever submitted to the Depart-
ment of ‘Commerce and Labor in an im-
migratiomr case, maintain that his offense
was political, and in no sense criminal.
Mylius served a year in prison for writ-
ing a story that the King of England
had contracted a mmﬂmmtm marriage.

The . American immigration law is in-
exorable in its prohibition against the
entry into the United States of anyone
convicted of or admitting a crime involy-
ing moral turpitude. The immigration
special board of inquiry at Ellis Island
Leld that Mylius had been convicted of
such a crime and ordered his deportation,
Opinion is divided in the Department of

offense falls within the category of
nioral turpitude. |
