Strenuous Test for Cars |

E. R. Meyers, of the Motor Car (l'a::;m-I
pany, local Overland agents, ' thinks that
one of the features of the Willys-Over-
land Company, makers of the Overland
cars, is strenuous testing of cars before
they are shipped. With the necessity for
rapidity of operations which an annual
output of 40,000 cars entails, the treat-
ment of its motor by the Toledo concern
I8 an eye-opener to the uninitiated.
When, after days of various operations
of machining on parts and their assem-
bly the Owverland motor stands, seem-
ingly, complete, the painstaking policy of
the organization decrees that it is only
just beginning its life. There is still to
come the testing, which in this plant re-
quires almost as much time as the build-
ing. .

In the motor-testing department the en-
gine is transferred from the truck on
which it was delivered from the assem-
bling-room to a stout steel and wood
‘““horse’’ or frame, by means of a power-
ful traveling crane. A belt is run from
a countershaft near the floor to the fly-
wheel, the crank case and oil base are
filled with lubricating oil and the first
stage of the trial begins. For 48 hours
the motor is run by the belt, for the pur-
pose of wearing down the bearings, find-

deficiency caused by poor material or
workmanship that. may exist. Expert
testers, with ears attuned immediately
to discern the slightest noise that be-
tokens a flaw and to locate the trouble,
watch over the spinning motors much as
does a mother over a sleeping child,

York, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island,
Utah, Vermont, West Virginia, Wiscon-
sin and Wyoming.

Owner Tells How
It Feels to Skid

Every man with an . automobile should
adopt -as his first rule of conduct the
moral precept, “Don’t skid,” said the
citizen with the startled look. Recently
I started down town with my wife in a
car that was not rough shod. <I have
never used chains, for until then I had
never skode, skad or skidden, whichever
word is right. Therefore, I had never
felt the need of chains, and we seldom
use anything until after we have needed
it badly.

My wife had told me tha)t she was
afrald to go in the car with the asphalted

‘boulevard so slippery.

We started, but when we reached a
place where a curve was just ahead, and
were ‘going about 20 miles an hour, along
came two huge battleships headed in the
opposite direction, They were making
the usual speed on a 10-mile-an-hour
legal limit—thirty-three miles.

I started to slow up. 1 applied the
foot brake, and the car proceeded at a
greatly accelerated speed. When 1
twisted the steering wheel the whole
mechanism laughed at me. I don’t know
where we were going, but we were on our
way. The .car was now going sidewise,
daring any other car to try to use the
road.

We were headed toward a steep bank
that rose above the roadway. - The hind
end of the car kept even with the front
end till the latter hit the bank. And
then the hind end swung around in ex-
actly the opposite direction from the
one'in which we wanted to go.

My wife started to walk home. She
felt the need of exercise. I went to
the telephone and called a garage man to
come and get that machine.

760 MEN TO
WORK ON NEW
YORK GARDEN

Tomorrow Large Squad Will
Start on National
Auto Show.

|

ﬁpeeial Dispatech to The American,
New York, January 4.—Tomorrow will

see 760 men undertake the work. of re-
building the interior of Madison Square

Garden to accommodate the thirteenth
national ' automobile show, which will
open in that building and the Grand Cen-

fral Paluce next Saturday night. These]

760 workmen will include steel construc-
tion workers, decorators, carpenters, elec-
tricians, sheet-metal men, carpet layers,
sign painters, elevator builders, sculptors,
telephone linemen, painters and men of
numerous other trades. In all, there will
be 1,200 people employed by the show
management in the Garden during the
automobile show period, in preparation
and during the show. This may Sseem
unbelievable to the average show visitor
who naturally would wonder what =8O
many men could do.

A  little farther up the line, a few
hundred men are busy getting the Grand
Central Palace into shape for its half of
the national show, but inasmuch as this
building will not have to have its inter-
ior entirely rebuilt, such a large army ot
workmen is not necessary. In the Gar-
den the heaviest feature of the work of
rebuilding is the -erection of the steel
pillars - and - suspending ' the steel girders
which support the elevated platform and
extra wide balconies. Four gangs of men,
250 in each gang, will have their work
cut out for them. Two steam hoisting

engines and two electric hoisting engines

are required for their operations.

The most remarkable thing about their
work is that within three days they erect
a larger skeleton of steel which supports
greater weight than the steel frames of
the average office building.
stops tog consider this huge network oi
steel measures more than one-sixth of a
mile around and that more than 200 tons
of metal and more than a million feet of
lumber enter into its makeup, and furth-
ermore, that this great inner ribbing of
the Garden can be dismantled again with-
a few days after the show is over
without injuring the building itseif-——one
can regard .the work as a truly remark-
able piece of constructive engineering.

This has been the transformation pro-
cess at each of the last two automobile
shows in the Garden. It is done in order
to increase the floor space in the build-
ing, and the galleries extend out into
the amphitheater toward its center any-
where from 20 to 50 feet. Five thousand
square feet of mirrors in the wall panel-
ing will convert the building into a ver-
itable crystal palace, these mirrors pro-
ducing an optical illusion which will make
the Garden appear much larger than it
really is., White and gold are to be the
dominant Cglﬂl'ﬂ. although green and crim-
son will be strongly in evidence. The
cirders of the bhigz dome will be screened
by a canopy of 5.400 yards of fire-proofed
cloth of fluffy azure Dblue, amid which
7.700 tungston incandescent lamps will
twinkle. Twenty hnge . are lamps with
crystal ‘“skirts” or shades will be pend-
ant from the roof. INifty thousand feet
of wire will be necessary to wire the
building. Workmen will be required fto
work night and day to complete the
Not only 1is
rough construetion, bhut several tons ot
fireproofed lattice work to cover all this
will be required.. There will be an abund-
ance of foliage strung; more than 12,000
vards of carpeting will be wused in the
Garden,

All told, there will be 702 exhibitors
in the two buildings for the two weeks.
Part 1., during which pleasure cars, ac-
cessories and motorcyeles are to be
shown, will show 467 exhibits. Part II.,
is to house commercial vehicles

there much !
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,and accessories, will have over 250 ex-!

hibitors. In the Garden 42 makers will
display pleasure vehicles the first week,
while the Palace has a greater number—
46, all told.

New J érsey Starts
Convict Roads Work

The beginning .of a very interesting
experiment was made recently in New
Jersey when 16 convicts from the state
prison were . put to work repairing the
White Horse road,: which runs from
Trenton to Allentown. The men were in
charge of three deputies and worked un-
der the direction of a foreman from the
State Road Department. They were se-
lected from among the 1,2000 convicts
a8 being physically and by disposition of
the sort to be let out of doors. Mainly
they were long termers who are nearly
through with prison service.

The men shivered at first, but pres-
ently they began to get warmed up and
stripped down to their blouses. Road
Commissioner Stevens -made arrange-
ments for warm and nourishing food for
the road workers. They quit work at 4
o'clock,

Upon the result of the experiment De-
gun will depend largely ‘what action the
next New Jersey legislature will take in
extending the field of conviet labor on

Convict road work is no novelty in the
South or in the Northwest, but here-
about it is new. It has been urged for
this state that it would be a good thing,
helping to increase the total of miles of
road built because making the dollars go
further.
