President Francis G. Riggs, of the
Maryland Poultry and Pigeon Associa-
tion, was simply bubbling over with en-
thusiasm over the success of the big
show and pronounced it by .far .the .ban-
ner meeting since its organization five
years ago. The entries this year ran
nearly into the 5,000 mark, and President
Riggs said it would be a difficult matter
to break the entry list at any subse-
quent exhibition.

The source of much gratification to
those in charge of the big affair ig the
general feeling of satisfaction existing
among the hundreds of exhibitors over
thelr treatment and the prize awards at
the show. The judges were conceded to
be most competent, and in the entire ab-
sence of any partiality whatever left
everyone with a feeling of confidence as
to the perfect fairness of the officials in
charge.

Only Fatality Among Exhlibits.

During the afternoon hours the specta-
tors witnessed the only fatality among
the exhibits, and, while unfortunate, was
purely an accident, and it deprived Wil-
llam Ehinger, of Philadelphia, of one of
hls finest speclmens of carrier pigeons.
was entered in the ‘class ' of
Oriental Frill, Plain Head, Satin Cock
class and had captured a third prize at
the show. In some unexplainable man-
ner the bird was liberated from its coop
in the moruing and, after having flown
around the big enclosure several times,
perched on” the iron girders in the roof
of the armory. About 2 o’clock it was
seen to swoop down in the big area. The
bird, however, became dazed -and bewil-
dered at the large number of obstructions
and flew headlong into one of the large
arc light globes and fell to the floor dead.

There is one noteworthy feature of the
show just closed and which has probably
escaped the notice of the exhibitors and
many, of the fanciers, and that is the su-
premacy of Maryland for the number of
woman poultry breeders, who are just
as expert as the men and who are
equally as enthusiastic. These ladies ex-

The water fowl exhibit at the show
was considered by many to be the best
eéver seen in America, and the Orpington
contributions were never excelled at any
poultry show in the East. Baltimore's
pigeon exhibitors have again proven their
ability to sucecessfully compete with fan-
ciers anywhere in the country and in both
display and cash prizes have won five
of the nine display prizes and three of
the five cash prizes. Henry A. Jaeger, of
Harford road, and Andrews Brothers, of
Lanraville, both had fine lots of birds
on exhibition.

During the closing hours of the ex-
hibit there were hundreds of
chickens sold to mearby farmers and su-
burbanites, these little peeps have been
hatched during the show in the incuba-
tors and right in full view of the many
spectators.
