STATEMENT BY THE MAYOR

Clears Up Misunderstandings And
Shows The Tax To Be Moderate
- And Fair To All Parties

misconception on' the part of a great
many people in regard to the special
paving tax, due to agitation, a plain
statement of the purpose, nature and
amount of this tax seems to be de-
sirable.

i PURPOSE OF THE TAX. ¢
Careful calculation by the Chair-
man of the Paving Commission, the
City Engineer and others showed that
it would require $10,000,000 to carry
out the comprehensive  plan of the
Paving Commission to do away with
the cobblestone streets and establish
a system of improved pavements, in
good condition, throughout the city.
Tive million dollars' was provided by
the loan; it was -necessary to raise
an additional $5,000,000 in some way
or the plans . for -a complete system of
modern- paving could not be carried
out. This paving tax is designed to
furnish the additional $5,000,000, the
calculations . of the engineers showing
that it will produce that amount.

AMOUNT OF THE TAX.

Some persons have been led by the
agitation in one of the newspapers to
‘suppose that this tax is some tremen-
dous amount. A lady owning a 20-
foot-front house on Calvert street, who
was on a visit to New York at the
time a newspaper was raising so much
excitement on the matter, actually cut
short her visit, came home and down
to the City Hall to see me, in great
alarm lest her property should be con-

fiscated for this paving tax.. When I
told her that the tax was only $3 a
vear, and only ran for 10 years,
amounting to $30-in all, she wanted to
pay for the whole 10 years at once.

The tax ig 15 cents per front foot
per year for 10 years on property abut-
ting on streets which are 30 feet wide
or more; 10 cents per front foot per
yvear on streets between 12 and 30 feet
wide, and 5 cents per front foot per
vear on streets and alleys not over 12
feet wide. On the best class of two-
story houses on the widest streets the
tax is only $2.10 per year, or $21 for
the whole 10 years; on large houses,
20 feet front, it is only $3 per year, or
$30 for thq whole 10 years.

FAIRER AND LESS THAN.THE
“BUFFALO PLAN."

It was generally agreed that we
ought not to:ask for an additional loan
for paving; that the additional
$5,000,000 should be provided in some
other way. There was a great deal of
sentiment in favor.of providing it by
assessing two-thirds of the cost of the
paving of each street on the abutting
owners, one-third on each side (which
is known as the Buffalo system), and
this seems to have been the inten-
tion of Mayvor Mahool’s administration,
In my campaign, however, I found a
widespread opposition to the Buffalo
system, largely because a great many
streets had been paved with improved
paving, either out of the loans or the
general levy, without cost to the abut-
ting propertyowners. The owners of
property which for generations had
abutted on cobblestone streets and
which had been taxed time and time
again to help pay for improved paving
on other streets felt that it was un-

fair and unjust when the city came to i as this special paving tax; and,

pave their streets with improved pav-
ing that they should be called upon to
pay two-thirds of the cost while the
abutting owners on many streets had
received and were enjoying the same
advantage without having contributed
anything to the: cost.

This paving tax removes that_ob-
jection. It makes the property abut-
ting on streets heretofore paved with
improved paving without assessment
on abutting property pay the same
amount as the property abutting on
streets hereafter to be paved to the
general fund for a complete system of
improved paving throughout the city.
It is.fairer than the Buffalo plan, be-
cause it treats-all alike who share the
same benefits, while under the Buffalo
plan some would pay and others would
pay unothing, and under the Buffalg
plan all of the propertyowners on im-
proved streets who have pald no as-
sessment would continue to enjoy the
unfair advantage of having their
streets paved and maintained without
special charges. It is less burdensome
than the Buffalo plan, because it is
less than one-third of the cost of the
paving. For example, on a 30-foot
street paved with brick, 15 feet of
the street would ' require 50 square
vards of paving and -would. cost about
$110, omne-third of which, on a house
15 feet front, would be $33, which
would have to be paid in five yearly
instalments, with interest; the paving
tax on the same house will be only
$2.25 per year, or $22,50 in 10 yearly
instalments, without interest.

THE TAX IS NOT RETRO-ACTIVE.

The paving tax is nof levied against
any properiy for any back years. It
begins on property abutting on streets
heretofore paved 'in 1913; on stree€ts
hereafter paved, it begins on the first
of January following the paving, no
matter when it begins it runs or each
property for 10 years and no longer.
As to streets heretofore paved, it 18

' not a tax for benefits that are past and

gone: although the paving may have
been dobe in the past, it is there now
and it is a present and continuing

benefit to the abutting property. Take,

for example, Mount Royal . avenue,
which. was paved nearly 20 years ago;
it is of just as much benefit to the
abutting property today as it was the
first day after it was laid.

. As to the contention that property
have changed hands beftween the
time when the improved pavement was

laid and the time this tax accrues, the

tax i§ such g trifle compared with the
value of the property that it could not
be supposed that it would have made
ahy difference in the price of the prop-
erty. A man who bought a $5,000
house would not have been prevented
from buying it if somebody had told
him . that in the future the legislature
might put a paving tax on it amount-
or $30. Every-
body -who buys property is supposed
to know-that it is possible for the leg-
islature, at any time in fhe future, to
raise the tax or create new taxes. In
fact, the increase in the state taxes in
Maryland in the past few years

PROCEEDS OF PAVING TAX TO BE
USED FOR MAINTENANCE
AND REPAIRS AND
RENEWALS.

_ "The point is sometimes raised that
1t is unfair to tax property on aun 1m-
proved street to improve property ol
another street. The answer to this is
that today the property on cobble
streets is taxed to put down improve-
ments on other streets, and, further
than this, the tax collected ol streets
already paved may be, and probably
will be, appropriated to maintain, or
repair, or. renew old improved pave-

ments,

~ In regard to the case where the im-
“proved paving may be in bad condi-
tion, the answer is that it will be put
in good condition by the Paving Com-
mission out of this general fund which
is provided by the loan and paving
tax, because the act makes it the duty
of the Paving Commission to establish
a comprehensive system, including the
repairing or replacing of existing pave-
ments where necessary, and the pro-
ceeds of the tax are to be expended
not only on new pavements, but also
in maintenabce and repairs, as well as
renewals,

NOT NEW KIND OF TAX.

There is nothing new or unheard of
in this special paving tax. The same
kind of a tax exists in Washington
City for the establishment of a water
system. and in New York, Massachu-
setts, Wisconsin and other places for
the establishment of a sewerage Sys-
tem. and exactly the same Kkind of a
tax has been twice before levied by the
legislature of Maryland for Baltimore;
and. indeed, the tax is the same ii
principle—except that it is more fair
and just to all—as the system of assess-
ments which has prevailed, more or
less, in every city in the world. Every
city which has modern improved streets
 has gotten them by making charges
upon the abutting propertyowners of
either the whole, or a large part, of
the cost of the paving. It is impossi-
ble to pave a city, except in patches,
out of the general levy or loan, with-
out a prohibitive tax rate. The great
advantage of this tax over any system
of assessment is that any system of as-
sessment permits favoritism or unfair-
ness; permits all the cost of the paving
to be put on the abutting property-
owners on one street, two-thirds of the
cost on another street, one-half of the
cost on dnother street and none of the
cost on another street; whereas, the
paving tax makes all pay the. same
amount.

This paving tax is pronounced by
Judge Leser (who is certainly an ex-
pert on all questions of taxation) as
the fairest and best system that has
ever been devised. I feel that this i8
true. and that the good people of Bal-
timore will believe that it is true, if
they will simply get out of their minds
any excitement agitated by enemies of
the present administration and calmly
consider the situation and the facts.

[.uckenbach’s crew became known this morning. One of these died of
exhaustion last night, but the other five suffered no more than a slight
nervous attack due to their harrowing experiences.

Added to“the eight members of the Luckenbach’s crew who were
picked up by the Danish ship Pennsylvania, the five aboard the Indra-
kuala makes a total of thirteen known to have been saved.

All of the others perished. The survivors aboard the Indrakuala
and a representative of the Luckenbach’s owners, who arrived here
today from New York, say that including Capt. A. H. Gilbert and his
wife, there were twenty-eight persons aboard the steamer. Fourteen
went down with the ship and one perished from exhaustion. All of the
Indrakuala’s crew‘are safe.

NOTED ASTRONOMER DEAD

Dr. Lewis Swift Succumbs to Stroke

of Paralysis.

Binghamton, N. Y., January §.—Dr.
Lewis Swift, America’s great astronomer,
died early today at his home in Mara-
thqQn, never recovering consciousness fol-
lowing a stroke of paralysis sustained
New Year's Day. The funeral will bs
held Tuesday. | RS

Dr. Swift was a fellow of the Royal
Astronomical Society of England, and
also of Canada; received three gold
medals from the Austrian Academy of
Sciences at Vienna for discoveries, the
greatest number ever given to any one
man, and alse received the Lalande sil-
ver medal and 540 francs from France
for the 'most rapid discovery of comets
ever made. ’ ~ | '

Dr. Swift was born in Clarkston, Mon-
roe county, N. Y., February 29, 1820, and
February 29, 1908, as he himself has
written, ‘“was my twenty-first birthday,
not my twenty-second, because there was
no leap year in 1800, and I went eight
years without a  birthday.” Dr. Swift
was the acknowledged discoverer of more
than 1,300 nebulae or ‘little worlds,” and
15 comets.

There probably never will be two stories told by the survivors
of the Luckenbach or those aboard the Indrakuala that will agree . in
detail. That was made plain this morning when the five survivors
aboard the Indraknala attempted to relate just what happened before
the sinking of the Luckenbach and immediately afterward. But, the
contention of the captain of the Indrakuala is that the accident was
caused by the Luckenbach running into the former vessel and the
burden of proof that such was not the case rests upon the thirteen
survivors. . | |

All agree that when the collision occurred there was a fog and also
that there was a terrific gale, one of the worst ever experienced on
the Chesapeake.

‘We were proceeding slowly,” said Captain Smith, “and were in
the regular course of the outward bound vessels. There was a fog. The
seas in my experience were never so rough, and there was a terrible
gale. The Luckenbach was tossing about a good deal and seemed to
be fighting the seas. When I first saw her she was pretty close and we
sounded our sirens and whistles. When almost near us she swerved
around and in no time had struck our bow.”

The Luckenbach was inward bound, carrying cargo to Baltimores
from Tampa. The other vessel was outward) bound, carrying valuable |
cargo from Baltimore to New York.
