world’s consumption of oil aggregating
of which the
United States supplies almost two-thirds,
production of petroleum in this country
was 220,200,000 42-gallon
barrels, or about 250,000 barrels, less
than 1911. While the’ production was
less, the rising price of oil increased the
total value of the product markedly.
Last year the output was valued at $150,-
000,000, an increase of about ' $16, 000,000
over 1911.

David T. Day, of the TUnited States
Geological Survey, in his annual report
of the petroléeum industry, says the year
was full of remarkable incidents.

The Eastern oil fields, as a rule, de-
clined in production because it was im-
possible to keep up with the great out-
put of 1911 without large additional dis-

{ coveries of new pools in the older fields.

The Eastern decline, however, was offset
by the increase in California, where the
San Joaquin Valley fields are still at
the height of gusher stage.

In all the fields except those of Cali-
fornia and the Gulf of Mexico there was
a steady drain on accumulated stocks
during the year, so that from a total of
81,789,390 barrels—over half a year’s out-
put—on January 1 the stock declined to

DISC-OIVER OLD BELL

One Dated 1702 Found Near New-
port, R. |

Special Dispatch to The American.

Newport, R. 1., January 5.—What is re-
garded as the most interesting historical
discovery of a decade was made today
when an old English bell, dated 1702,
bearing an inscription showing it to have
been presented by Queen Anne of Eng-
land, was found beneath an old stage in
the guild hall of Trinity Church. This
, bell, which was one of several given to
American churches by Queen Anne, is re-
corded in history as having been melted
 yvears ago, with other material, to make &
larger bell for the tower of the church.
The date inscribed upon it shows that 1t
is the oldest bell in America.

The bell stands three feet high and is
made of copper and silver, the metal now
being green with age.
