Soak a cupful of freshly grated bread
crumbs in two cupfuls of milk, melt an
ounce of unsweetened chocolate over hot
water, add bhalf a cupful of sugar. half
a cupful of milk drained from the bread,
a tablespoonful of butter and when well
blended pour over the beaten yolks of
two eggs.
