PREACHES ON PEACE

Interesting Sermon at

the Cathedral,

At the 11 o’clock mass in the Cathe-
dral yesterday morning Cardinal Gibbons
preached on Peace.. Rev. Sigourney Fay,
of the Catholic University, at Washing-
ton, was the celebrant of the mass, and
he was assisted by two seminarians. The
music, under the direction of Frederick
Furst, was sung by the choir and the
students of St. Mary’'s Seminary.

(Cardinal Gibbons sat on a throne to
the right of the altar. He said, in part:

The establishment of
certainly the most important and mo-
mentous event that has occurred in the
Of the one Dbillion and
more human beings on the surface of
the earth five hundred millions profess
the Christian religion. And our Chris-
tian civilization exerts today a salutary,
beneficent and even a dominant influence
upon those nations and peoples’ that have
not as yet embraced the  religion of

Christ.
The opening of the new year offers. an

appropriate occasion for inquiring into
the Deginnings of Christianity, and in
the further pursuit of our investigations
we may endeavor to ascertain the princi-
pal causes which have led to the over-
throw of paganism and the erection on
its ruins of the religion of Christ.

[Let ug transport ourselves in spirit to
the dawn of the Christian era, and let
us stand in imagination on one of pagan
Rome's seven hills. We see at our feet
that immense city, teeming with a popu-
lation, according to the estimate,K of Gib-
hon, of about three million inhabitants.
We observe that metropolis dotted here
and there with idolatrous temples and
niches to false gods erected in the cor-
ners of the streets. These people are
siven up to every species of idolatry.

Rome was the focus of the idolatry

practiced throughout the empire. KEvery
divinity that was adored in the vast
dominions of Rome had bhis temple and
his shrine in the imperial city.
* What I say of Rome I might affirm of
the Roman Impire, and what I affirm of
the Roman Empire I could assert of the
civilized world, for Rome was mistress of
the world. Her empire extended into Eu-
rope as far as the River Danube; it ex-
tended into Asia as far as the Tigris and
Euphrates and into Africa as far as
Mauritania. The whole world, with the
exception of Palestine, was buried in the
darkness of idolatry. -

Such was the condition of society when
our Lord appears on the theater of public
life. He calls around Him 12 insignifi-
cant men—men without wealth and des-
titute of human learning, men without
the prestige of fame, without political or
social or family influence, men without
any of those elements that are consid-
ered at all times essential for the success
of' any great enterprise. He commands
them to effeet the most mighty moral
revolution that has ever occurred in the
history of the world. He commands them
to uproot idolatry from the face of the
carth and to establish in its stead the
worship of the one, true and living God.
He commands them to eradicate the most
darling and inveterate passions from the
hearts of men and to plant in their stead
the peaceful reign of Jesus Christ. Well
might the Gospel which these men went
forth to propagate be compared to the
little grain of mustard seed, small and
almost imperceptible in the beginning,
but expanding into a luxuriant tree,
spreading its branches far and wide, so
that the nations of the earth might be
sheltered beneath its ample foliage @and
be nourished by its perennial fruit. And
well might these Apostles be likened to
12 little streams, deepening and broaden-
ing as they advanced, and not inundating
the earth as-of old with the waters of
destruction, but refreshing it with the
rivers of eternal life. -

The apostles conquered Kking-

enduring. It proves that all schemes con-
ceived in passion and fomented by law-
less ambition are doomed, like the moun-
tain torrent, to carry terror before them,
and to leave ruin and desolation after
them; while the mission of men laboring

111 the same, and under the insgiration of

heaven is destined, like' the gentle dew
of heaven, to shed silent blessings around
them and to bring forth abundant fruit
11 due season. .

No rational or dispassionate mind can
review the history of the infant church
without discerning the stamp of divinity
mmpressed upon her brow.

And, indeed, the wisdom of God ig spe-
cially manifested in the adoption of means
utterly disproportioned to the end to Dbe
attained, so that the world might be con-
vinced that Christianity is the work, not
of man but of God, and that all the glory
should redound to Him.

IFor, if Christ had appeared in all the |

pomp and splendor of a termaporal sov-
ereign, i1f He had associated with Him
the power of Caesar, if He had impressed
into His service the armies of imperial
Rome, the world would justly exclaim:

i There is no miracle here, for Christianity

was propagated, not by the finger of God,
but by the arms of the flesh. But when
we Dbehold the religion of Christ estab-
lished by the weapons of weakness, hu-
mility and poverty, we are forced to ‘ex-
claim: **T'he finger of God ig here!”

Who inspired the primitive Christians

with their unquenchable zeal and enthu-
siasm—an enthusiasm enduring for cen-
turies and extending over
world—an enthusiasm in an unpopular
and hated cause? Who raised them to
that high plane of moral rectitude? Who

impressed them with that unclouded faith

in the immortality of the soul and in a fu-
ture destiny? Who imparted to them the
power of working miracles? Who gave
them that indissoluble organization ce-
mented, not by force, but formed by the
golden bonds of love?

Who was it but the Lord of Hosts? Tt
was He who said: ‘‘Go teach all nations,
and behold I am with you all days, even
to the consummation of the world.” “Fear
not, I have conquered the world.” It was
He who said: *‘The race is not to the
swift, nor the battle to the strong.” It
was He who said: ‘“‘Ye have not chosen
Me, but I have chosen you, that ye should
go and bring forth fruit, and your fruit
Should remain.”’

My brethren, imitate your forefathers
in the faith by your unclouded belief in
an immortal destiny. Imitate them by the
rectitude of your lives and by your zeal
for the honor of God and His chureh.
Imitate them, above all, by working
grace and mercy, by your

of your fellow-being. I wish you in con-
clusion a happy new year, not the con-
ventional greetings, but one that will bring
you blessings eternal.

Rhode Island has the longest school
year of any state—193 gays—but if these
193 days of schooling were. divided
equally among the children of school

age in the state the result would be 11%~-

days of schooling each., The 7report
terms this the “effective school year,”
and compareg the 48 states on that basis.
The results of this comparison show that
this state provides 79 days of schooling
for every child of school age. In nearly
a aquarter of the states the effective
school year is less than three months.
As a nation, the United Stateg has a
shorter school day, a shorter school week
and a shorter school vear than any other
highly civilized country in the world.

The expenditures for public education
have more than doubled in the past 10
years. Today the people of the United
States spend nearly half a billion dollag
a year on their public schools. The ex
penditure per child of school age range
all the way from $3, in South Carolina
to nearly 11 times as much, or $32, i
Washington.

/ Wide Variations.

The amount that the state has investes
in .school buildings is an -index of its
past interest in education. In Missis-
sippi the average investment per child in
school buildings and property is $4,
while in Massachusetts it is nearly 29
timeg as much, or $115.

In current expenditure per child of
school age Maryland takes thirty-fifth
place among the 48 states, while in the
average value of school property the
standing is thirty-ninth. A significant
fact in connection with this expenditure
for school property is that as a nation
we allow our public schools to burn
down at the rate of more than one for
every school day in the year,

Many states, through lack of compul-
sory attendance laws or through. non-
enforcement, waste much of the money
that they expend on their gchools, Some
states have long school years and short
attendance years. 'The percentage of at-
tendance ranges from about 60 in Mary-
land and Mississippi to more than 80 in
Oregon and Massachusetts.

In North Carolina, New Mexico, Ark-
ansas and Alabama the attendance pe-
riocd is so short that the average pupil
would need about 22 years to complete
an elementary course of eight years of
nine full school monthg each, If he were
compelled to live up to this standard he
might enter school at the age of five
and not get his eighth grade certificate
until he was 27

= .
Wages of Teachers.

In 18 of the 48 states the average an-
nual wage of public school teachers
amounts to less than $1 a day. In just
five states ig it more than $2 a day. The
highest average salary paid in the United
States is $918, in California, and the low-
est is $200, in North Carolina. The rank
of Maryland is eighteenth among the 48/
with an average salary ofi $515 per
teacher. -

According to this study, the average
annual wage of carpenters in the United
States is about $802, of coal miners $600,
of factory workerg $550, of common la-
borerg $513 and of teachers $485.

Throughout the Southern states thou-
sands of rural teachers earn less than
$150 a yvear. In one New lingland state
hundreds of teachers earn less than $6
per week. In one county in a Central
Atlantic state the average for all teach-
ers ig $129 per year. One Southern state
rentg its conviets to contractors at a
little more than $400 per year, while it
pays .its public school teachers slight
over $300. '

In general all-round efficiency, 1hif
study places Washington first among the
states of the Union, with Massachusetts
a close second and New York third. All |
of the states have weak points which
need to be remedied. 'T'he object of puly-
lishing the results of this study at the
present time is to bring these weak
points to the attention of educators and
to place in the hands of state legislators
an authoritative statement of present
public school conditions.
