On Paturday afternoon Dr. Hall left
his home on Bank street to go to the
shore, accompanied by Willlam I, Burke,
one of his friends.

Spent Night at Shore.

Beforg he left he bade the members
of his tfamily good-by and told them he
would be home early- last night. 7The
two men then ieft for the shore on Mid-
dle River; where they spent the 'night.

Donning
heavy rubber boots they started to
on the flats. Suddenly a large swan flew
up from the marsh, directly ahead of
them. Quickly placing the stock of his
gun against his shoulder, Dr. Hail fired
both Dbarrels of his gun at the bird,
bringing it down to the water. They
were joking about the good shot when
guddenly Dr. Hall turned up his hands
and fell. Mr. Burke, seeing that some-
thing was wrong with his companion,

Bishop Murray, of the Diocese of Mary-
land, presided and John R. Butler, a lay-
man from Mauch Chunk, Pa., and the Rev.
J. G. Mecem, who for the last 21 years
has been working in Brazil, also spoke,
the former taking as his subject Missions
From a Layman’s Standpoint and the lat-
ter telling ‘of the missionary situation in
South America. '

In introducing.the speaker of the even-
ing Bishop Murray declared that of all

the men in the world the man whom he

had the honor to present was the one best
calculated to treat the subject of missions
in an adequate manner, and the speaker
lived -up to the Bishop’s words, for from
the moment when he rose and in a beau-
tifully modulated voice began his dis-
course until three-quarters of an hour
later, when his auditorg reluctantly saw
him resume his seat, he held the closest
interest- of everyone in the large bouse.

“Of gll the movements in the entire
world,”” said Bishop Boyd-Carpenter, in
“*I Delieve that of
missions to. deserve the premier place.
Today we have passed that stage of the
world’s history when we can still com-
placently say that the affairs of other
nations do not coicern us, for now we

ar'e able to compass the entire world In

a way our fathers could not comprehend.
A Pauper of Intellectual World.

‘““The more one reflects the more he 1is
convinced that all the peoples of the
earth are knit together so tkat the in-
terest of the smallest nation can not fail
to make an appeal to us.” |

The speaker then spoke upon
of China, and he declared that what
China is to be 100 years from now is a
question of vital importance to the en-
tire civilized world. Many years ago, he
said, the man who went to the Far East
to spread the gospel of Christ, was fre-
quently a Godly person, but his view was,
as he felicitously phrased it, ‘‘micro-
scopic.’”” Today many of our finest,
strongest men—men whose viewpoint is
that of statesmen—are going into the
work, and the fruits of their unselfish
labors are most gratifying.

“From the beginning of the last cen-
tury until the present there has been a
steady increase in the interest taken in
missions, and since the Student Volun-
teer Movement 4,000 men and women
have gone into the mission field,”” the

Bishop declared.

- A ‘moment later he took a fling at ma-
terialism, when he referred to it as "4
pauper in the intellectual world,” a re-
mark which, like a number of others,
delighted his hearers. In referring to

'the comparative study of religions, the

speaker, with a smile, stated that there
are many persons who did not like the
idea of it. “They are like people who
are violently opposed to automobiles un-
til they ride in one and the dust blows
in someone else’'s eves. They need edu-

L.eation.”’’

The speaker believes . intensely that
Christianity, being the religion of great-
est value to humanity as a whole, is the
religion which should permeate the
world., and one of the most beautiful
passages of his address was the appeal,
phrased in classic words, forcefully de-
livered to those in front of him, to rally
to the support of the missionary. move-
ment.

Dr. Bosley was oneo f the most proml-
nent physicians in the state, as well as
in public life. Always ready and willing
to hide. personal achievements behind the
credit which he gave to those under him,
Dr. Bosley, as commissioner of health
for the city of Baltimore, built around
him in his corps of workers a body that
worked as a unit for the public's wel-
fare, and the city and state bhave been
great gainers under his administration.’

Born near the quaint little town of
White Hall, Tenth district, Baltimore
county, October 1, 1852, the: earliest
training of Dr. Bosley was secured at
the public schools of that section by dili-
gent study and aggressiveness. which was
displayed even as a youtk. Dr. Bosiey's
academic studies began at Militon Acad-
emy, located mnear Cockeysville, which
he attended for three years. = On Octo-
ber 1, 1870, he entered the University
of Virginia, and in June, 1874, graduated
with high honors and received the de-
gree of M. D.: His hospital experience
was scecured at Bayview Asylum, with
which institution he was conhected for
exactly one year. |

Face downward on the pavement, the
body of a man, well dressed, was found

eral hours. The eorpse remains unclaimed
at the. Morgue, although several persons
have notified the police of the Northeast-
ern district that they will view the body
tHis morning. Investigation on the part
of the police yesterday failed to produce
any information regarding the man. The
refined appearance of the man, together
with the trademark on  his ciothing,

' which was made by a New York firm,

leads to the belief that he was a fravel-
ing  salesman or a merchant. He was
about 25 years old.

Shortly - after 5:30 .o'clock yesterday
morning the discovery was made by John
Kantsch, 2131 East Oliver street; August
Bonhage, 2138 Federal street, and Henry
Sippel, 1813 North Port street Futile
efforts were made to revive the man, and
finally the three men lifted the body to a
nearby cellar door. Then Sergeant:Swee-
ney, of the Norftheastern district, ap-
peared. He summoned the distriet ambu-
lance, which conveyed the body to St.
Joseph’s Hospital. There an examination
showed that the man had been dead sev-

eral hours. The body was then removed

to the Morgue.

The man was about five feet five inches
in height, weighed 150 pounds, his face
was clean shaven and he had light brown
hair.
