Garment-workers Attempt to Inter-

New York, January 6.—In their efforts
to intercept 300 young wolnen employed
in the wholesale clothing manufacturing
concern of J. L. Taylor & Co., as they
were leaving work thig evening, 500 strik-
ing garment-workers, the majority of
them women, attacked the police on
guard in front of the building.

Five
strikers, arrested on a charge of con-
dueting the strike 1n an unlawful man-
‘ner, were sentenced by a magistrate to
10 days in the workhouse. |

At Newark, N. J., the police were busy
today keeping in check the 800 strikers,
who formed in Dbodies and marched
through the factory distriets. Several
cases of violence were reported and five
arrests were made.

Crisfield, Md., January 6.—Information
was received here today that the United

States lgwernment will immediately take
up an-investigation to ascertain the exact
causes of last Friday’s collision between
the steamers Julia Luckenbach and In-

drakuala, in which 15 of the 28 aboard
the former lost their lives. Representa-
tives of the government will- go to New
York to secure testimony from the 13
survivors of the Luckenbach, who are
now in that city. It is said that the gov-
ernment agents will also proceed from
Norfolk to visit the scene of the colll-
sion and later go up the Chesapeake Bay
to  the sunken Luckenbach and then
board the Indrakuala, which lies two
miles beyond. -

The fact that such a serious collision
occurred in inland waters has put the
government in a position to make a
thorough investigation, and this will be
accomplished within the next few days,
From the general conduct of the officers
connected with both steamers it will be
no easy task to learn all the details con-
cerning the tragedy. Captain Smith, of
the Indrakuala is not willing at this time
to comment, except in giving a report
,f.rom his ship’s log on the collision.
Neither was KXKenneth Gardner, a New
York lawyer, who represents the Lucken-
bach’s owners, willing to throw any light
| on the disaster, and he would not allow

by the Indrakuala to say anything. After
a trip from C(risfield to the Indrakuala
Gardner and the five seamen returned
here- today at noon. Fifteen minutes
later they were aboard a train.speeding
toward New York. Here the men will be
{ questioned by the attorneys representing
the owners of the Luckenbach.

| BOTH SIDES RETICENT.

Standing along the railroad wharf
1 when the launch, Helen Taft, Capt. Ray-
mond’ Tawes, commanding, came up with
‘Gardner and his charges, were more than

The Apache and the Helen
Taft then went to Reedville, Va.

A WRECK VICTIM’S BURIAL.

Aboard the former was the body of
Coalpasser McDonald, who had been res-
cued by the Indrakuala and died later
aboard that ship. A lot in a burying-
ground at Reedville had been secured for
the interment of McDonald’s body. He
was buried while around the grave stood
officers and members of the crew of the
Apache and the five shipmates of the de-
ceased. 'The Helen Taft remained in
Reedville. all last night and early this
morning put out for Crisfield. She went
by way of 'the main channel at the point
where the Luckenbach went down. Stand-
ing with bared heads as they neared the
spot the five survivors of the ship’s crew
cried. Wreckage from the Luckenbach
floated all about them. This would in-
dicate that the latter was badly splin-
tered. Although the Helen Taft searched
for bodies, they could not find any.

In the same position she settled when
beached on Diamond Marsh lies the
Indrakuala. She leans to port.
were several attempts made today to free
her, but all were without success. Divers
went to the bottom and again,examined
her hull and thought that it was possible
she could be towed to Norfolk for re-
pairs. Her forehold is full of water and
her fﬂrepeak even with the tide. The
Apache ‘and the wrecking tug Rescue,
which is one of the most powerfu] tugs
along the Atlantic Coast, attempted twice
to pull her off, but she resisted all ef-
forts to move her and evidently is harder
aground that was at first thought. It
was reported the tide was exceedingly
low when the attempt was made to float
the beached steamer and it is possible
with a higher tide that she can be moved,
Such is the intention of Captain Smith,
who is exceedingly anxious to have his
steamer repaired.

gSouthern California in the Grip of |

a Cold Wave.

Los Angeles, January 6.—Thousands

of men were out tonight in an effort to
save from further damage by cold
weather Southern California’s orange ana
lemon crop, valued at $50,000,000. What
the loss entailed by last night's freeze
is cannot be estimated accurately, but
it was so serious, growers and citrus ex-
perts say, that it will have an appre-
ciable effect upon the price of fruit. The
Weather Bureau predicted for tonight
temperatures as low or lower than those
which last night shattered the record of
30 years.

Within a radius of 125 miles of Los
Angeles, an area which embraced vir-
tually all of the important orange and
lemon growing sections smudge pots by
the thousands smoldered or blazed
emitting dense clouds of smoke which it
was hoped would raise the temperature
within the orchards and groves suffi-
ciently to prevent Tfurther freezfng of
fruit on the trees.

Washington, January 6.—The Supreme

Court of the United States today laid |

down the ' far-reaching principle that
“‘corners’’ of interstate commeodities, such

as articles of clothing and food, are in
violation of the Sherman anti-trust law,
and held that, as far as the Sherman law
was concerned, the indictment in the New
York Federal Court of James Patten,
Eugene G. Scales, Frank H. Hayne and
William P. Brown for ‘‘conspiring to run
an alleged cotton corner’” was valid. The
case against them was sent back for trial
or other proceedings.

Justice Van Devanter announced the
opinion of the court. Justice Lurton de-
livered a dissenting opinion in which
Chief Justice White and Justice Holmes
concurred. The majority of the court
held that the Circuit Court. for Southern
New York had decided that the indict-
ment charged a ‘withholding’ of the cot-
ton from the market, a necessary element
of a corner, as admitted by the govern-
ment. The minority held that the Circuit
Court found the indictment did not so
charge, and for that reason the indict-
ment was faulty. According to all the
justices, the correctness of the holding of

the Circuit Court as to the indictment |

charging a ‘‘withholding,’”’ and as to the
sufficiency of the Indictment :on other
technical points had to be accepted at
this time without question by the Supreme

Court.
The points thus left undecided today

may be made the basis for brining the
case to the court again if the defendants
are convicted upon ftrial.
