In his opinion, Justice Van Devanter
dealt at length with the defense that the

state commerce.

“The first section of the act, upon which
the counts are founded,” said he, *is
not confined to voluntary restraint, as
where persons engaged in interstate trade
or commerce agree to suppress competition
among themselves, but includes, as well,
involuntary restraints, as where persons
not so engaged conspire to compel action
by others, or to create artificial condi-
tions, which necessarily impede or burden
the due course of such trade or commerce
or restrict the common liberty to engage
therein.”

THWARTS THE LAW,

The Standard Oil case was quoted in
support of this doctrine. Government
officials claim that this language will
materially strengthen their fight against
combinations violating the law.

Justice Van Devanter replied to the
argument thrat running a corner stimulates
restrains interstate trade by
saying that this might be true for a time,
but that the corner was forbidden by the
act because it thwarted the usual opera-
tion of the laws of supply and demand,
withdrew the commodity from the normmal
current of trade, enhanced prices and pro-
duced practically the same evilg as the
suppression of competition.

He said that the statute did not apply

to corners of purely intra-state trade, nor

where the effect upon interstate trade was

‘indirect, and added, that in the present

case the trade was not intra-state and the
offect was not indirect.

WAS A CONSPIRACY.

“It was a conspiracy to run a corner in
the market,” said he. “T'he commodity to
he cornered was cotton, a product of the
Southern States, largely used and con-
sumed in the Northern States. It was a
subject of interstate trade. The corner was
to be conducted on the cotton exchange in

New York city, but by means which would

enable the conspirators to obtain control
of the available supply and to enhance the
price to all buyers in every market of the
country.

“Bearing in mind that such was the na-
ture, object and scope of the conspiracy,
we regard it altogether plain that by its
necessary operation it would directly and
materially .impede and burden the due
course.of trade and commerce among the
states and, therefore, inflict upon the pub-
lic the injuries which the antitrust act is
designed to prevent.”

The court said that it made no difference

that there was no allegation of a specific

intent to restrain interstate trade. “The
conspirators must be held to have intend-
ed the necessary and direct consequences
of their acts and cannot be heard to say
to the contrary,” Justice Van Devanter ex-
plained. :

WIN A BIG VICTORY

Railroads and Express Companies

Not Subject to State Laws.

Washington, January 6.—The power of
the states over railroads and express
companies suffered a hard

when the Supreme Court held that ::-.;in-::e\

the passage of the Carmack amendment

to the Interstate Commerce Law in 1906,

the states had ceased to have power to
contracts between railroads and
shippers imiting the liability for the
loss of interstate shipments. .

Another serious blow was delivered
when the court held that the states, since
the passage of the interstate commerce
acts, and particularly the Hepburn law
in 1906, had no power. to penalize rail-
roads for failure to furnish cars for in-
terstate shipments. In this connection
the court declared unconstitutional fthe
Demurrage Law,
authorizing the recovery by shippers of
qa dollar a day for every day during
which the railroad failed to furnish a car
for the movement of freight.

the practice in many states. The court
today pointed out that previous to the
passage of the Carmack amendment t_hf:-
court had upheld an ITowa statute under
which a contract limiting the damages in
case of loss had been annulled and had
also approved a Pennsylvania case 1In
which it was held that the public policy
of the state was opposed to such con-
tracts. As a result of the passage of the
Carrack amendment, however, the court,
speaking through Justice Laurton, held
that Congress had manifested its inten-
tion to deal with the subject of carriers’
liability for interstate shipments, and that
being the case, the state laws must give
way. Consequently its decision .at once
annulled the Kentucky and Nebraska law,
holding such contracts void.

The court not only annulled state laws
which seek to regulate the liability, but
it held that the federal law, as expressed
in the Carmack amendment, dealt
the subject of railroad shipments and
that it did not prohibit contracts limiting
liability in return on a low rate.

Justice Lurton said it was just as rea-
sonable to base rates on value as on the
ocharacter of shipments. Furthermore, he
added. it was not conformable to plan
principles of justice that the shipper may
understate the value of his property for
the purpose of reducing the rate and then
recover a large value in case of loss.

He laid down the principle that so long
as a railroad or express company has pub-
lished its rates based on the valuation of
the property the transportation company
need not inquire as to the value. He de-
clared that the shipper was bound by
what the receipt for the goods showed and
by the schedule of rates filed with the In-
terstate Commerce Commission.

As to the reciprocal demurrage law for
interstate commerce, the court said that
the Hepburn rate law expressly fixed the
duty of carriers to furnish cars and that
precluded the states from acting further
on that subject.
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Decision May Mean Criminal Ap-

peals Act Was Not Repealed.

“Washington, January 6.—The Supreme
(Court today announced the decision that
the United States judges of the KEighth
circuit, and not tle district judge 1in
Missouri should enforce the recent de-
cree of the court, holding that the St.
Louis Terminal Company has violated the
Sherman Anti-trust Law.

In so holding the court decided that
the “‘expedition act’ authorizing the call-
ing together of circuit judges to pass
upon impertant cases was not repealed
by the judicial code which went into
effect a year ago.

Washington, January 6.—The Supreme
Court today held that the plan advanced
by Union Pacific attorneys of the dispo-
sition of the entire stockholding of the
Union Pacific Railroad Company in the
Southern Pacific Company by transfer
to the stockholders of the Union Pacific
Company would not so effectually end
the Union Pacific merger as to comply
with its dissolution decree.

Union Pacific attorneys claimed for the
the Union Pacific stockholders the exclu-
sive privilege of taking over the $126,-
650,000 worth of Southern Pacific stock,
which the Supreme Court found the
Union Pgeific Railroad Compahy owns in
violation of the Sherman anti-trust law.

Attorney General Wickersham opposed
any plan that gave the Union Pacific
stockholdergs an exclusive privilege oi
buving the Southern Pacific stock 1in
question. He was willing fo approve,
however, a plant for the TUnion Pacific
stockholders to share in the distribution
with the Southern Pacific stockbolders
other than the Union Pacific Railroad
Company. , |

Announcing the decision of the court
today Justice Day said:

“The proposal to distribute the stock
among the shareholders of the Union
Pacific Company or to sell the stock to
such shareholders, if granted, will in
effect transfer the stock from the Oregon
Short Line Company, which now holds it
for the Union Pacific. Company, to the
stockholders who own and control the
latter company.
that this distribution of sale cannot be
ordered. The ultimate determination of
the affairs of a corporation
its stockholders and arises from their
power to choose the governing board of
directors. After such distribution as 18
