4. And for such other and further order
or orders as the commission may deem
necessary or proper in the premises.

WAR VETERAN LOOKS BACK

Not to Battles, but to Day He Won

Sunday School Prize.
Exactly 68 years ago last Sunday Wil-
liam J. Sherwood, of 245 North Gilmor
street, then a little boy of 8, was pre-
sented with a reward of merit by the
Sunday school of Luther Chapel, this
city. Since that red-letter day the re-

cipient of the handsome document, stat-
ing that the little fellow was the leader
of the infant class in attendance and good
behavior, has led an eventful life, and
vet Sunday when for the first time since
January, 1845, Mr. Sherwood examined
the certificate every detail of the event
came back to bhim as clearly defined as
if the whole thing had happened weeks
ago, instead of years.

Although Mr. Sherwood, now an old
man with snow - white hair, fought
through the Civil War and was io numer-

ous bloody engagements, there is no one

incident of his life which he recalls with
quite such a thrill of pleasure as the
presentation of the ‘reward of merit.”
At present he is filling the honored posi-
tion of past commander of
Post No. 3, G. A. R.

Like the careers of s0o many
(ivil War veterans, the adventures which
Mr. Sherwood can narrate would fill
many books, for he served through the
great conflict with the First Potomac
Home Brigade, which means that he was
in action many times. Probably the most
interesting of his experiences he had
when he was captured at Harpers Ferry
and held a prisoner until finally ex-

changed.

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LOOKING FOR EXHIBITS

Knoxville (Tenn.) Resident Boom-

ing Conservation Exposition.
J. L. Bowles, of Knoxville, Tenn., ar-
rived in Baltimore yesterday as a repre-
sentative of the National Conservation

Exposition, to be held in Knoxville dur-
ing next September and October. Mr.
Bowles paid a visit to Mayor Preston
and asked him to prepare a list of dele-
gateg to attend the convention. In speak-
ing of the exposition the Mayor said:

- This is. a very broad subject and one
which it would be of very great advan-
tage to our manufacturers, and the pro-
jectors of this congress at Knoxville are
anxious that Baltimore shall take a lead-
ing part. I will at the proper time name
the delegates to this conventign, and
will be glad to receive suggestions from
manufacturing and mercantile interests
to' this end.

It will be a convention in which the
Southern trade with Baltimore may be
greatly advanced, and I think that Bal-
timore and her merchants and manufac-
turers shduld ,lose no opportunity to
bring intp closer relations the business
people of the South with our own busi-
ness people.

Mr. Bowles also called upon President
Henry F. Baker, of the Merchants and
Manufacturers’ Association, who gave
expression to the following view:

The exposition, while national in
scope, will have the entire Southern
field as the. principal audience. It be-
hooves Baltimore merchants and manu-
facturers to avail themselves of the op-
portunity of making overtures to the
Southern trade with the view of more
closely cementing the trade relations be-
tween Baltimore and the South. A great
deal has been said in the past to the
effect that the Southern buyer would
pass through Baltimore and purchase his
cgoods from Philadelphia or New York
houses. Baltimore’s - merchants and
manufacturers have been known to com-
plain ‘that, on account of Baltimore be-
ing a Southern city, there is no reason
why Southern merchants should not buy
of them. The Southern merchant is
anxious’ ' to buy of Baltimore, provided
Baltimore will indicate that she wants
the « Southern trade. Baltimore must
make overtures to the .South to get this
rrade.

It would be a distinct compliment to
the South for Baltimere merchants and
manufacturers to have adequate exhibits
of their lines on display at the National
Conservation Exposition to be held in
Knoxville next fall. It would do more
toward bringing about closer relations
between the Southern buyer and Baltl-
more business men than perhaps dany
other method which might now be ens-
ployed. It would show to the entire
Southern field that Baltimore appreciates
the South’s business and wants more of
it. It would stimulate the volume of
trade which Baltimore now enjoys 1in
the Southern field to a considerable de-
gree and would bring closer together tne
two peoples, which are, on account of
their geographical 1location, practically
one. As president of the Merchants and
Manufacturers’ Association I can heart-
ily recommend the exposition as a meri-
torious enterprise, in which Baltimore
should participate to a more extensive
degree, 1f anything, than any of the other
Southern cities. The Merchants and
Manufacturers’ Association has indorsed
the exposition, and I will appoint a com-
mittee to call upon the merchants and
manufacturers, in company with Mr.
Bowles, who represents the exposition,
during the week.

It 1s hoped that Baltimore will take
advantage of the opportunity now being
offered and go after the Southern trade
in a way that will absolutely insure
business from the South being placed
in Baltimore, rather than in other met-
ropolitan cities,.

This extract is from the annual report
of the State Comptroller to Governor
Goldsborough and covers the business of
hig office from October 1, 1911, to Sep-
tember 30, 1912.

According to the report the total debt
of the state aggregates $13,028,095.63, or
an increase of $2,599,169.50. After de-
ducting, however, the bonds and cash
held in the sinking funds, $5,701,836.65,
and the mortzage of the Northern Central
Railway Company of $1,500,000, the net
debt is shown to be $5,826,258.98. There
was invested during the year $500,749.10
in the bonds of the State of Maryland,
while $54,707.83 of cash was carried over
into the next fiscal year, which has since

While the actual cash received was in
excess of the year previous and some ac-
counts show an increase, nevertheless
the actual working cash in the treasury
proper applicable to governmental needs
shows no appreciable increase over ‘that
of last vear. The disbursements during
the year were $8,663,744.85, leaving a
cash balance on hand on September 30 of
29095, 'These payments are in ex-
cess of those of the previous year by
$443.660.88. The excess was due to the
large payments on account of the bond
issues and necessary expenses 1ncldent
to a legislative year. The cost of the
legislature of 1912 was '$182,490.60, or
$17.391.05 less than the cost of the ses-
sion of 1910.

SERGT. FLOOD DROPS DEAD

Popular Southern District Police-|

man Victim of Apoplexy.

Just a few minutes after having taken
some medicine which he thought would
relieve pains in the stomach and head,
and while his wife was busy in an ad-
joining room, Sergeant Philip Flood, ' of
the Southern police district, one of the
most widely known men in South Balti-
more, dropped dead in his home at 10:30
o’clock yesterday morning.

The
news of NSergeant Ilood’s death cast a
gloom over the Southern Police Station
and the men throughout the district. He

bad completed his duties at 4 o’clock yes-:

terday morning, having been on the night
shift, and his death was a shock to those
who had seen and conversed with him on
Sunday.

At about 9:30 o’'clock yesterday morn-
ing NSergeant Flood arose and partook of
his breakfast. He complained of pains
in his head and stomach, and his wife
vainly urged him to allow her to send for
a physician, thinking that he was suffer-
ing from grip. He permitted her to get
him some medicine, however. A short
while later Mrs. Flood heard a groan
coming ifrom the dining-room and upon
rushing in saw her husband lying on a
¢ouch, his face rapidly taking on a dark
color. Mrs. Flood ran to the couch and,
raicing him in her arms, found that he
was dying. The officer was unable to
speak, but he smiled at Mrs. Flood, and
then, falling back, died. Medical atten-
tion was summoned, but on grrival it was
found that life was extinct.
Hempel, of the Southern district, gave a
certificate of death due to natural causes.
Mrs. Flood was prostrated by the death
of ber husband, but she rallied later in
the afternoon. |

Sergeant Flood was one of the most
popular policemen in the city. He was
born November 7, 1855, and received his
education in parochial schools. Affer
completing his studies he worked for sev-
eral manufacturers and was appointed a
member of the Baltimore City Police De-
partment on November 11, 1882, and pro-
moted to the sergeancy on April 10, 1886.
He was commended on three occasions
for meritorious services.

Besides his widow (Mrs. Mollie A,
F'lood), he is survived by four daughters
(Mrs., Rose Le Compte and Misses Anna,
Margaret and Bessie Flood), one brother
(John T. Flood, proprietor of Flood’s
Park, Anne Arundel county), one sister
(Miss Elizabeth Flood) and one grandson
(Philip Le Compte). He was a member
of the Ancient Order of Hibernians and
St. Mary Star of the Sea Catholiec Church.
No arrangements have been made for the
funeral.
