Astoria, Ore., January 7.—The oil tank
| steamship Rosecrans, Capt. L. F. Jnhnsonj
from Monterey, Cal., for Portland, Ore.,
ran aground early today on Peacock Spit,
while crossing into the Columbia River,
. during a b55-mile gale and was lost with 31
members of her crew of 35.

One survivor of the wreck was reported
tonight to have reached shore at Tioga,
Wash., six miles from the scene of the
. disaster, and the Point Adams life-saving
crew, which, with the life crew from
Fort Canby, had been at work since early
morning, rescued three other men late to-
day. The latter had taken refuge in the
rigging of one of the masts when the
ship went down.

For many hours they clung there, the
waves breaking over them repeatedly.
Late today the wind died. down some-
what and the life-savers were able 10O
reach them. Two of the men were taken
from their perch, while the third, who|

i |
had leaped into the sea when the lifeboat
neared the spot, was rescued from the
water.

The Rosecrans was hurled upon the
rocks of Peacock Point at the same place
where the steamship (General \Va:shiﬂgi'(m
went aground a year ago. The Washing-
ton was pulled off after a two-day strug-
ole. Owing to the thick weather the )
plight of the Rosecrans was not learned
for several hours. When her sperilous
position became known the tugs Goliath
and Oneonta and the FKort Canby a_ne’l
Port Adams life-saving crews hurried
! to her aid. :

When the tugs reached the neighbor-
hood of the tanker she was found to be
" hard aground, and the high seas a_mi
driving winds made a near approach im-
possible. The wrecked vessel soon shifted |
and began to break up, and' before the
tugs and _ life-savers could get near

enough to put a line aboard she slipped
off the rocks and sank until only her

A SHIP OF TROUBLE

Misfortune Followed the Rosecrans
From Day She Was Launched.

San Francisco, January . 7.—Trouble
perched on the forefront of the Rose-
crans when she was launghed as the
Methven Castle in Glasgow, 20 years
ago, and never left her. Capt. L. I¥. John-
son, her master, went down with her to-
day, after three wrecks within a year,
for none of which he was responsible.

On an early voyage, Carry, one of the
Phoenix Park murderers, who surrendered
his confederates in the assassination at
Dublin of Lord Charles Frederick Caven-
dish and Thomas Burke; was tracked half
around the world to Cape Town, South
Africa, and shot down on her deck&: by

avengers.
For a time she did duty as an American

army transport, but the government was
disgatisfied with her and sold her. Scooped
out and converted into a tanker she be-

came more actively unfnrtunﬂte._
On March 12, 1912, after fighting a ter-

rible gale all night, she grew unmanage-
able and was tossed broadside on the
rocks, 20 miles north of Santa Barbara.
The ship’s carpenter and a quartermaster
were washed overboard and drowned.

With a hole 25 feet wide in her plates
and spiked firmly on the rocks, the Rose-
crans was given up for lost, but the
weather moderated and she was saved.
Patched up and put to work again, the
steamer' caught fire five months Ilater
while taking on oil at Gaviota and burned
} to the water’s edge.

The owners put another handful of
thousands into her in repairs and sent
her back to sea again. This time she |
made a complete job of it on the rocks
of Peacock Spit, taking her stout-hearted
master and more than 30 men to death
with her.

The names of the sailors may never be
known.. 'This being the first trip of the
steamer since she was repaired after the
fire, the ‘‘delegate sheet,”” containing the
names of the seamen for the record of
the Sailor’s Union, was lost with the

ship.

San Bernadino to Los Angeles, every acre
of oranges and lemons has been frozen.

the total loss on 150,000 acres of fruit
will amount close to $40,000.000,
conservative estimates, however, ficured
the total damage at $20,000,000.
