Christy
Mathewson was about the only one of
those mentioned who was a phenom the
first year in fast company. The others
started just fairly well and added to
their effectiveness later on.

Then there are King Cole, Grover Alex-
ander, Chalmers, Babe Adams, Willie
Mitchell, Gene Krapp and Covington, as
well as others further back, who have
looked like best evers in their first year
out, only to disappoint one or two years
later. XKing Cole pitched the Cubs into
a championship and helped win the only
game taken by the Cubs from the Ath-

Babe Adams was a wonder in 1909, es-
pecially in the world’s series against the
Tigers.

HOTEL MEN’S NEW PLAN

May Co-operate and Form a Com-

| ~ mon Store.
Although most efforts and plans thus
far advanced for the purpose of reducing
the excessive cost of living have met with

this city. It is claimed on good au-
thority that by a concerted action and
then by a co-operative plan of purchasing
direct from the producer, thereby elimi-
nating the middleman in the transaction,
the problem may <yet be successfully
solved and the price of chops, steaks,
cutlets and other meats, as well as many
other necessaries of life, be made to take
a substantial tumble, which will be per-
ceptibly felt in the pocketbooks of those
who are compelled to tolerate the high
prices now in vogue in all the eating
places in the city. |

The feasibility of a plan, which bhas
just been launched in New York by an
association of prominent restaurateurs
with thig object in view, is being closely
watched in this city, and it is not at all
unlikely that such a plan will be tried
here if it produces the desired result in
The plan as outlined by the
new organization is for the formation of
a co-operative restaurant store, in which
the members of the new society will be
partners, and it is believed they will be
able to buy their foodstuffs and liquors at
prices fully 50 per cent. lower than they
are now paying for the same goods from
individual dealers, and in the event of
such a project proving successful, it is
claimed that the price of food and drink
to the much-oppressed public would be
reduced accordingly. They ,propose that
the organization of the co-operative store
shail be brought about by the members
each subscribing for a certain amount of
stoek, and then. of course, pledging them-
selves to purchase all their groceries,
meats, liquors, confections, canned goods
and dairy products from their own store,
instead of from the third party, thereby
eliminating the middleman altogether.

When seen yesterday with regard to
the feasibility of such a departure for
Baltimore, several of the most prominent
hotel then and restaurateurs in the city
pronounced the matter entirely practical.
Said one prominent manager:

The plan could just /as well be worked
out right here in Baltimore as in New
York city, and if properly gone into with
the co-operation of all the hotels and
restaurants. There is just one differelce
that we would have to confront, in view
of the many more high-clags hostelries
and restaurants in New York, and that is
both the hotels and restaurants in this
city would have/to combine to make the
thing a success,) while up there there are
enough of either class to maintain a store
of thig character.

HALTED BY ILLNESS
Investigation of Holdups Will Con-

“I agree with all Mr, Harrington says,"
continued Mr. Weller, but it is not fof
the commigsion to say whether read ime
provement is to continue or whether our
present roads are to be maintained, and
whence is to come the money for this
work. It remains for the people of Mary-
land to decide these questions and
whence shall come the funds if road im-
provement i8 to go on. Certain it is we
must pay for the roads if we build them.
1f the people did not want better roads
they should, have so decided in 1908 and
not now, after the work has been begun
and not completed.

““The act of 1908 providing for the colls
struction of roads has two important
clauses. One requires that main arteries
shall be constructed, The second requires
that county seats shall be connected with
each other and with Baltimore. The act
further provided that the revenues de-
rived from loans should be apportioned
ameng the several counties on the Dbasis
of mileage of county, not state, roads.
The money was apportioned as required.
The result has been only a patchwork of
roads. six miles here, eight miles  there,
and ten miles somewhere else, but not
connected into a general or continuous
system. . A man may travel for eight
miles on a smooth, hard road, and the
next eight miles or more on saldy of
muddy reoads.. . To be brief, the btate
Roads Commission has been bound down
to building state roads with county limi-

1If he
had not had these qualities in abundance
he never would have reached the South
Pole. Never did he shirk his share of the
dangers of the expedition and he always
shared the work of the crew.
