He
said that Phillips and Otto forced his
hands open and took a quarter from each
before sending him to the station-house.
After be was released on collateral he
said he agked for the.money, but it had
not been turned in. He made several
other attempts to get it, but it was not
at the station. Finally he reported the
matter to Captain Zellers, who began an
investigation. Lieutenant Crate said
Otto told him he took both of the quar-
ters and gave one of them to Sergeant
Phillips. This statemeént was made in
the station-house on the Tuesday follow-
ing the arrest, which was New Year’'s
KEve. The Lieutenant said he did not ask
for the information, but while talking
Otto volunteered it. He also said Otto
told him he split his quarfer with Pa-
trolman Korn, giving him 10 cents for
cartare. |

Captain Zellers testified that Otto told
him that he took one 'quarter and that
Phillips took the other, but that he (Otto)
later on turned his quarter over to Phil-
lips and that the BSergeant told him to
divide with Korn, XKorn, on the stand,
admitted getting 10 cents from Otto for
carfare, but saigd he did not know where
it came from. When Captain Zellers
questioned Otto on New Year's Eve he
turned over the 15 cent8 he had taken

as his sbhare. In a statement to Cap-
tain Zellers, during which  Lieutenants

{ Crate and Lastner and Sergeant Phillips

resent, Zellers said Otto exoner-
ated hillips from any part of the
charges. ‘“He told me that he had taken
a quarter and shared it with Korn, but
said that he did not think Sergeant Phil-
lips had got any of it,”” said the Cap-
tain.

When Willie Ritchie was awarded the
decislon over Ad Wolgast in their Thanks-
giving Day flight California had the dis-
tinction of having had a c¢hampion in
every division of pugilism-——heavyweight,
middlewelght, swelterweight, lightweight,
featherweight and bantamwelght.

Jim Corbett brought the first champion-

*'ship to California when he stopped John

.. Sullivan for the heavyweight title in

1802, That memorable victory gave
and from that time virtually dates the
development of many high-class lovers in
a1l divisions. Corbett lost the champion-

gship on March 17, 1897, to Bob Fitzsim-

- mons, but it was quickly restored to C:{zili-
 fornia when Jim Jeffries beat Bob Fitz-

t the 8¢l

simmons on June 8, 1899.

Frankie Neil grabbed the next title for
the state by’ beating Harry Forbes in
two rounds in San Francisco on August
13, 1903. He lost it to Jem Bowker in
London about one year later.

While Dixie Kid was never recognized
a8 the legitimate welterweight champion,
the title, nevertheless, weént to him when
he defeated Joe Walcott at Colma on
April 80, 1904, Dixie Kid was given the
decision in the twentieth round, although
all present at the battle agreed that Wal-
cott had been the victim of a downright
robbery when Dueck Sullivan pointed fto
Dixie Kid as the winner. Sullivan was
mobbed and barel¥ got away with his
life.

When Abe Won Title.

Abe Afttell was tbe next titleholder,
claiming the featherweight crown early in
1004, when Terry McGovern and Young
Corbett had outgrown that class. Attell
successfully defended the title for eight
years, logsing it te Johnny Kilbane.

The middleweight title was the next to
come to California. Joe Thomas claiming
it after he had cleaned up the best boys
in his division following the refirement
of Tominy Ryan. Hig claim was Dever
questioned, and when he and -Stanley
Ketchel had their sensational battle at
Colma, on September 2, 1907, it was un-
derstood throughout the boxing world as
a mateh for the middleweight champion-
ship. Ketehel won after 32 rounds of the
most wolderful ﬁghtiué ever Seen in a
modern ring, and thereafter until his

death was hailed as the middleweight |

champion of the world.
Ritchie completed the list when he took
the lightweight title away from Wolgast.

St. Louis, January 8-—That Abe Attell
is. not all in, down and out, t_hruugh as
a fighter for good, and that*with proper
training he would defeat any feath'er-
weight in the world, with the exception
of one, is the opinion of Johnny Kilbane.

Againsgt Ollie Kirk here a month ago
the marvel of marvelous fighters declared
he had reached the end of his. career,
tossed away his gloves and said: “Boys,

short length of time he hasn’t gone back
enough to be down and out.
