CONSTANT SPECTER ON CUS-
TOMS BORDER LINES,

WAITING TO INVADE COUNTRY

Witnesses at the Tariff Hearing
Testify That Industries Abroad
Are Ready to Take Advantage if
‘the Bars Are Let Down—George
W. Ashley; of Baltimore, Asks
for Modification in Rates on Mar-
ble and Other Stones.:

Washington, January 8.— Talk of
trusts of domestic and foreign varieties,
of low wages and women ftoilers in in-
dustries abroad that enabled strong for-
eign competition with American enter-
prises, and of capital’s great stake in the
tariff tinkering, enlivened the hearing on

the earthenware and glassware schedule
of the Payne-Aldrich Law before the
House Committee on Ways and Means
today. -

It was the first of the two days of ar-
guments on the second schedule of the
existing law. A declaration of Chairman
Underwood, of the committee, the Demo-
cratic leader of the House, that he was
satisfied with the showing made of the
keenly competitive conditions in the pot-
tery industry was accepted as an assur-
ance of an undisturbed pottery tariff,

All the representatives of the different
window glass, stained glasg window and
the plate glass interests denied the ex-
istence of any trust in their particular
business. But running through most of
the testimony were references to trusts
abroad in various lines of capital, a con-
stant spectre that stalked on the cus-
toms border lines threatening to invade
this country if the tariff bars were let
down.

Law of Supply and Demand.

Former Governor William A. Stone, of
Pennsylvania, insisted that the National
Window Glass Association depended in itS
pricemaking solely upon the law of sup-
ply and demand, and that if the tariff on
window glass was reduced the loss to the
association would be met either by re-
duction of the workingmen’s wages or by
suspension of factories. He sald there
were 92 window-glags factories coustitut-
ing a distinetive class that did not have
today enough profit to justify a single
sale at less than the current prices. He
said there was ah attempt about five
vears' ago to regulate prices ameng the
window-glass. companies, but the govern-
ment stepped in and successfully prose-
cuted and there had been no attempt in
‘that direction since. "

“The price,”” he said, ‘‘fixes itself. Take
any product that is overproduced in this
country, and you'll find the price running
up and down until it steadies down into
a principle of supply and demand.”

C. P. Allenberg, of Cincinnati, com-
paring labor here and abroad in thermos
bottle manufacturing, testified that the
German manufacturers employ girls at
from four dollars a week upward, work-
ing 11 hours a day ‘‘standing over a big
hot flame that roars like a cyclone all
day."”

Should Be Toll Road.

Joseph S. Auerbach, a lifelong Demo-
crat, speaking for plate-glass and other
manufacturers, suggested that ‘the tariff
way should be a toll road and not a high-
way where highwaymen ply their trade,
“and that the difference in cost of pro-
duction here and abroad must be taken
into account in tariff revision.”

Bottle blowers, meter lewels, mica in-
terests, fluorspar producers,
manufacturers, c¢hina and earthenware
importers and window-glass companies
will be represented tomorrow by wit-
nesses from New York, Cleveland, St.
Loouis, Pittsburgh, Philadelphia and other
cities. |

Baltimore Marble Man Appears.

George W. Ashley, of Baltimore, presi-
dent of the ' Sisson Marble Company,
asked for important modifications in the
tariff duties on marble and other stones.
‘Mr. Ashley pointed out that under exist-
ing rates there is not enough difference
in the duty on marble in blocks and
marble cut into slabs to protect the
American labor involved in the work of
stonecutting. |

Mr. Ashley suggested two remedies—
either bloek marble, which is the raw
material for the marble-workers in this
country, should be admitted free of duty,
g0 as to increase the differential on the
finished grades of marble, or the duty on
the finished grades should be increased
for the protection of the American labor
involved.

Mr. Ashley told the committee that
under the present law the differential
protecting slabs between one inch and
one and a half inches is only about 15
per cent., while the differential on slabs
not exceeding one inch in thickness is
only 20 per cent.

- "“Other than for the revenue involved,”

said Mr. Ashley, “there is no logical red-
son for the duty on marble in block
form—which is the raw material-—for the
reason that the average cost of quarry-
ing marble in this country is approxi-
mately 50 to 60 cents a cubic foot. ™The

average cost of Italian ordinary white

blocks f. o. b. steamer abroad is $2 a
cubic foot, with freight at 45 cents.”

‘Washington, January 8.—‘‘One of the
great batfles in the fight for congervation
is just ahead,” declared Gifford Piunchot,
former government forester, in an address
at the annual meeting here today of the
American Forestry Assoclation, He at-
‘tacked a movement, which, he said, was
‘on foot to wipe out the old dividing line
| bétween state and national action in con-
serving natural resources and to turn the
national forests over to the states. He
described the movement as an eager one,
alert and well organized. S

‘““Behind the stalking horse of States’
| rights,” said Mr. Pinchot, ‘“‘there 18 DR
paring a most dangerous ‘atiack on the -
whole policy of conservation. It is an at-
taick in which men of high principle are
fighting side by side with men whose

principles live in their pockets and for
that reason it is doubly to be feared.

Still on Firing Line.

“From the beginning it was upon the
Forest Service that the burden of defend-
' ing the conservation policy chiefly lay,”
said Mr. Pinchot in conclusion. °*'It is
on the firing line now. Its defeat would
mean the defeat of the whole policy of
conservation and the ultimate passage ot
untold millions of public property into
the hands of men who do not need more
of it in order to be -perfectly sure ol
three square meals a.day.”’

Pinchot created a stir when he declared
in the presence of Senater Simon Gug-
genheim, a delegate to the conventiion:

“The coal lands of Alaska 'will not
fall into the hands of the Guggenheims. 4
nor will hundreds of milliongs of dn_ v
worth of waterpower sites become the
easy prey of the great waterpower com-
bination whose growth in the direction
of a single overmastering trust has made
such progress in the last few years.”
