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To Prevent Tuberculosis.

To the Editor: The National Associa-
tion for the Study and Prevention of
Tuberculosis at New York has just in-
formed the public that $19,000,000 has
been expended in antituberculosis cam-
paigns during 1912. They fail, however,
to tell how many vietims fell prey to
the disease in that period. In one of

their statements, during the past year, it

was shown that they had 100,000 beds
throughout the various states and an
average of about 10 tubercular sick for
each bed, making 300,000 sick at that
time under their care directly or indirect-
ly. But this vast number is only a
small proportion of those who are really
suffering from tuberculosis, because most
cases are reported and made known only
after the case is well developed in the
victim. The fact is, many persons are
indignant and discharge the physician if
he tells them that they are suffering from
consumption.

In spite of any local announcement to
the contrary, the general public might
as well know that tuberculosgis is claim-
ing more vietims at present than ever
before. If the statistics be correctly com-
piled 1912 will show more victims than
any preceding year. And what are the
chief reasons? .

In handling the tubercular situation
the cart has been placed before the horse,
and even when by chance the horse was
put before the cart his head was usually
turned where his tail should be. Under
such mode of operation it has been im-
possible to succeed in getting the cart
forward. Science 'is not money mnor vice
versa. Tuberculosgis can be stamped out
of Baltimore or any other city- in three
vears if the uniform and proper use of
prophylaxis be employed. A prominent
physician said to me (after explaining
the simple method for the destruction
of the source of infection, or the killing
of the microbes before they infect the
healthy individual), “That plan would
certainly rid the city of the germs, but
everybody would become so lhealthy
that all the doctors would have :to seek
the farm for livelihood.”

In what way was $19,000,000 spent in
combating tuberculosis in 19127 Was not
that sum and vastly more paid for pay-
ing physicians and nurses in treating vic-
tims upon whom the tubercle bacilli
have wrought havoc? Also to secretaries
who compile mortuary statistics of those
who succumbed from the disease? If one-
that amount were used for the

instruction to the public, a thousand per
cent. better results would have been ob-
tained. To wait until the germ has com-
pleted its work of destruction, then pass
the victim to a physician, is usually too
late.

If the municipalities do not adopt unl-
form measures to render the streets
aseptic, then the people should resort to
the next best step, which is to fortify
their body cells to successfully resist the
tubercular germs.
