FEAR FOR OVERDUE SHIP

British Steamer Sighted Off Coast

of Scotland.

Philadelphia, January 9.—Fears that
have Dbeen. entertained regarding the
safety of the overdue British steamship
Snowden Range, which sailed from here
November 23 .for  Leith, were intensified
today, when the captain of the Swedish
steamship Vesterland reported. that on
December 19, when he was about 700
miles west of Scotland, he saw a steam-
ship burning blue lights and sending up
rockets.
