Mr. Garrett’s elevation to the presidency
occurred November 17, 1858, at which
time the company’s mileage totalled 519
miles at a cost approximating $31.000,000.
The gross earnings for the fiscal year,
1858, approximated $4.500.000 and ex-
penses $3.000.000. In his first report Mr.
Garrett advocated the establishment of a
line of steamships from the city of Bal-
timore to Kuropean ports and in the fol-
lowing year the board assisted towards
such project to the extent of $60,000. In
1865 the company arranged for the or-
ganization of a company to run a line of
steamships between. Baltimore and Euro-

pean ports. Four steamers were purchased |

and named the Allegheny, Carroll, Somer-
set and Worcester. Subsequently, in 1867,
an agreement was effected . with the North
yerman Llovd Steamship Company which
assured the first line of steamers between
Baltimore and Bremen, the Baltimore and
Ohio subscribing one-half of the capital
then requireed..

During Mr. Garrett’s administration the
lines to Winchester and Strasburg and
also to Hagerstown were acquired. The
lines in Ohio were extended to Sandusky
and in 1871. through the co-operation of
the Baltimore and Ohio, the Pittsburgh
and Connellsville Railroad was finished
from Cumberlard to Pittsburgh. Mean-
time, in 1870, with the completion of the
Parkersburg bridge, there was . consum-

Judge I'rank T, Duncan, by a ruling
vesterday. in the Circuit Court at Towson,

Dy, William H. Welch, president of the
State Board of Health, who was called to
the stand  after the testimony of Dr.
Frederick Beiter was concluded, proved

to be quite a strong witness for the ]

plaintiffs. -
Dr. Welch stated that the State Board

of Health had never formally approved
the plans of the sewage disposal plant.
He said that a bas-relief map of the
plant had been exhibited at the Inter-
national Hygienic Congress in Washing-
ton, simply to illustrate what was being
done in the way of sanitary improvement
in Maryland. He said he considered the
report of R. B. Morse, the sanitary én-
gineer of the board, a warning for the
county - commissioners not to proceed
with the sale. Dr. Welch also stated
that he considered the State Board had,
vnder the law, the right to consider the
cost when passing on the approval of any
plan of sewage. disposal. Ife teslified that
while the State Board had not specifically
disapproved of the purchase of the Mount
Washington plant it bhad disapproved of
the county commissioners using any plant
on which the board bad not passed.

'‘Dr. Welch said that Dr. Marshal L.
Price” was not authorized to act for the
whole state board in the matter and he

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Towns of the State With Balti-
more Will Be Mutually Advan-
tageous, and Eventually May

Bring About Home Rule for Our
" City—Organization to Be in Con-

formity With League p

An important step in the much-dis-
cussed plan of bringing the counties and
the city together in a bond of close rela-
tionship will be taken tomorrow by
Mayor’s Secretary Robert E. Lee, when

{he will send out letters to the officials of

every town and city in the state suggest-
ing the formation of a gtate league of

municipalities. Mr. Lee, who was recent-
ly honored by the election as secretary

Dr. Gorter’s candid reply ap-| !0 the League of American Municipalities,

will pattern the state body after the
larger organization, which covers the
whole North -American Continent.

Secretary Lee unfolded his plan at the
City Hall yesterday to municipal omcialz
They told him that it was a splendid
idea, and that its realization will have
far-reaching effects. It will be, they de-
clared, the most important step taken in
the state in the past 50 years, and will
probably be the. agency by which the
taxpayers of Baltimore will eventually
obtain home rule. ‘‘Come, let us reason
together,”” will be the motto of the state
organization, according to Mr. Lee.

For a State League.

An excerpt of the letter that Mr. Lee
will send to all the towns and cities of
the state tomorrow follows: -

I am writing you to suggest the advisa-
bility of organizing a League of State
Municipalities. As you may know, I was
recently elected secretary of the League
of American Municipalities at the con-
vention held at Buffalo, N. Y. -

In associating with the delegates, com
posed of city officials from every section
of ‘this country and Canada, 1 learned
that many states have state leagues,
which are materially alding in solving
municipal problems. The thought came
to me that we could do the same in
Maryland. | |

There are many things in which our
interests and endeavors are identical. By
co-operaitng we can, in my judgment, do
much to bring a better understanding
between our people. If you think well of
this suggestion, I am willing to tender
my service, as it will be in line with my
duties as ‘secretary of the League of
American Municipalities to try and or-
ganize a state league.

Bear. this in mind: that the city is
a great central feature of this age of
progress, and thoughtful men believe that
no phase of public administration makes
such a demand upon intelligent ecitizen-
ship as that of the city.
