DAMAGING FIRE AT

~ HISTORIC WOODSTOCK

Workmen’s Building Destroyed By

Midnight Blaze

Jesuit Student_s and Residents of Vicinity Leave Their Beds
and Manage to Save Main College Building From

Threatening Flames—County Aided in
Fight by B. & O. Ra.iltoa&’;

Y

Fire-fighting Apparatus.

The workmen's building of the Wood-
stock College, Woodstock, Md., was de-
stroyed by fire "shﬂrtly after 10 o’elock
last night. The blaze, for a timey threat-
ened to spread to the stately old college

buildings. The loss will reach thousands
of dollars and it was only due to the as-
sistance given to the county fire depart-
ment by the students and neighbors that
the college buildings were saved.

The many students who were at the
college when the fire broke out were
called from their beds and compelled
to leave, as it seemed impossible at first
to prevent the blaze from spreading.

No one was injured, but many had
thrilling escapes. Several workmen were
taken from the burning building by fire-
men, who assisted them down ladders.

The fire was discovered by one of the
students who had remained up late to
study. * |

It was then about 10 o’clock, and his
cries of ‘‘Fire!” aroused other students.
The authorities were immediately inform-
ed of the fire. An alarm was iImmediately
ordered sent in, and in a few minutes
the fire-fighting apparatus of the college
was on the scene waiting for orders.

STUDENTS FIGHT FLAMES.

. - No time was lost in getting the entire

student body from danger’s path, & the
flames soon mounted skyward and sparks
were raining dangerously near to the
college buildings. The authorities soon
had the students quieted, and they were
marched out in a double-file line. A
bucket brigade was then formed by the
students, and they fought gamely in blind-
ing smoke to prevent the fire from spread-
ing.

In the meantime an alarm had been
sent in for the county fire department,
and soon a number of pieces of fire-fight-
ing apparatus were on the scene. |

After several streams of water had
been directed on the burning building
without much effect, it was deemed ad-
visable: to -call -for more éapparatus, and
gent in to nearby
towns for help. When these companies
atrived they turned their attention to
saving the college building, as it was
seen that a light wind was carrying
sparks dangerously near to the structure.

In the building at the time the blaze

started were about 20 workmen. Most of

them were sleeping at the time and did
not know of the fire. It was a two-story
structuré and the flames spread through it
with great rapidity, shutting off all pos-
sible escape except through the windows.

CARRIED DOWN LADDERS.

Some of them stood on the sills ready
to jump. as the flames spread to the sec-

t ond floor, but ladders were secured and

the men were assisted dﬂwn‘these py fire-
men. Despite the rapidity with :whmh the
flames spread through the building, every

person got out safely.
As the flames mounted skyward a dull

red glow was cast over the entire sec-|

tion and many nearby residents were at-
tracted to the scene. Some came frpm
many miles and said that the reflection
could be plainly seen from their homes.
Carriages, automobiles and all sorts_ of
conveyances were pressed into’ service.
With great rapiddity word spread around

the locality that Woodstock College was

burning. Some had left their beds and

He is the author of many Scrip-
tural works, among them the Life of
Christ, Christ in Type and Prophecy, A
Day in the Temple, and a commentary on
the Gospel According to St. Matthew. All
of the books are well known to the Catho-

lic priesthood and laity.
243 ACRES IN AREA.

The ground which surrounds the col-
lege buildings is 243 acres in area. In
the immediate neighborhood of the col-
lege the ground is taken up in beautiful
gardens and walks, but the larger part

of it is devoted to farming under the di-
rection of Brother Vorbrink, one of the
lay brothers attached to the community.
Under bhis management the farm has
proved profitable, and its proceeds have
done much to maintain the college.

The college building is built of native
granite, procured from quarries on the
grounds, and is severely simple in its
architecture. It is four stories high and
is puilt somewhat in the shape of the
letter H. One of the uprights of the H

is devoted to the theological scholastics

and the other wing is occupied by the
philosophical section.

ITS FAMOUS LIBRARY.

In one of the wings is the refrectory, on
the first floor, and the infirmary, .while

on the seeond floor is the famous library.
The rest of the wing is occupied by the
rooms of the philosophers, On the other

upright of the H are classrooms and the

sleeping quarters of the theologians.

On the cross bar of the H, on the
lower floor. are the chemical and physical
laboratories, the domestic chapel, the par-
lor and regeption rooms and the rooms
of a few of the fathers. On the upper
floors are the rooms of the faculty mem-
bers. and the fourth floor is occupied
by a number of philosophers.

The furnishings‘'of the interior of the
college house are exceedingly plain. The
clagsrooms are fitted with long, narrow
desks of pine, painted a somber brown,
and there are practically no decorations.
They look exactly what they are—work-
rooms. 'The parlors are furnished in
dignified fashion, and lining the walls
of the halls are ancient prints, mostly
of religious subjects.

The library of Woodstock College is
justly famous not only among the Jesuits
but throughout the Catholic Church in
America.

He is a nephew of Empress Eu-
genie, who from her sick bed at Farn-
borough, England, has cabled her. con-
gratulations. _.

The Prince was brought up in Russia,
his mother being a Russian‘princess. He
bears a marked resemblance to the aver-
age type of American business man,
being unostentatious, simple in his tastes.
The Prince is 25 years old and a typical
Murat. He is six feet two inches tall,
physically a giant and strong in facial
features, with piercing eyes.
