In this -attitude Rumania
is believed to be backed by Austria, as
otherwise she “would not urge her claim
s0 energetically against Bulgaria, -in con-
trast with her pacific position of a fort-
night ago.

Rumania "decided “today to mobilize her
army if she.does not obhtain. within 48
hourg satisfaction from Bulgaria in re-
gard to the rectification of her frontier.

The powers are. awaiting the result of
representations to be made to the Cou-
stantinople government by their ambas-
sadors in the Ottoman capital. Their
note probably will be delivered Monday
to the Porte,

The ambassadorial conference met at
the foreign office today, but the only
information given out was that the meet-
{fng had arrived at no important decision
and had been adjourned until Monday.
The ambassadors would not confirm re-
ports that a naval demonstration had
been planned as a last resort to influence
Turkey. ;

A COUNTER THREAT.

Turkey's threat to withdraw her peace
delegates carly next week if the allies
refugse a further compromise in their de-
mands was discussed at today's sitting of
the ambassadors, but was not considered a
gerious one. The delegates of the allies
have replied to Turkey with a counter
thre2t that they will give all necessary
notice of a termination of the armistice
now in effect in Southeastern IEurope if
the Turks leave the peace conference,

Hope had been entertained that the
dipner given last night by Paul Cambon,
the French ambassador, to the peace dele-
gates, at which the Turks and allies met
for the first time on neutral ground, would.
furnish occasion for {friendly conversa-
tions which would end the deadlock, but
the affair is described as having been cold
and stiff.

THE GREEKS ANGRY.

M. Venizelos, leader of the Greek dele-
gation, and his compatriots are’ up in
arms acainst any serious attempt Dbeing
made to prevent Greece from annexing all
the Turkish islands. They declared today
their grief and indignation over this phase
of the situation had been augmented by
confirmation that the initiative for Kkeep-
frig the islands away from Greece had
come from Italy, which they considered
their supporter in the triple alliance.

‘““Nobody,” said one of the Greek dele-
egates today, ‘‘can deny that the islands
are entirely Greek. They have maintained
their nationality throughout centuries of
persecution and made cnormous sacrifices
to -keep intact their national character-
istics, having their own schools, churches
and clubs. Finally Greece occupied them,
Josing lives and money in doing so. Now
the Hellenic flag waves over them.

“What arguments can be opposed fto
our claims? that Samothraki, Imbros
and Lemnos are too near the Straits of
the Dardanelles and the other islands
too near Asia Minor and that we might
threaten the Dardanelles or the Asiatic
Continent? Independently from our offer
‘that we would not use the islands as
military bases, our only desire being to
reunite the Hellenic family, why should

- we be forbidden to keep islands we al-

ready have occupied under the pretext
that such action would be a threat
fagainst the neighboring coast., and the
Bulgarians be given Adrianople, which
they have not yet captured and .from
which they really could threaten Con-
stantinople? .

A VIGOROUS PLEA.

. “The only phrase thus far ventured as
a kind of justification is that Greece can-
not possess all the islands on account
of the equilibrium in the Mediterranean.
This equilibrium never can exist while
one territory belonging to our race is
bathed by that sea under foreign do-
minion. The Christian powers will have
to employ their dreadnoughts and their
cannon to drive out the Christian Greeks
from their own islands and hand them
back to the horrors and tyranny of the
Turks.

“Will #he civilized world allow such
an outrage? Would not America, the
land of freedom, where so many of our
brethren have migrated, protest? That
is what you will see. '

“One thing is sure, no king of Greece
and no Greek premier wil]l put his signa-
ture to a treaty containing among its
clauses the abandonment of these islands.
For the king it would mean abdication;
for the Premier, Venizelos, he never
¢could return home.”

The sulferers from the
dread disease first®' were shot und then
their bodies were bﬁrned in
trench.

Trese advices were receivad hiere 1o-
day in letters from the Catholiec Mission

at Nanning., The letters were dated De-
cember 14. They stated that the lepers
lived in the woods a few milas outgide
of the city of Nanning. The mission
sought permission to build, at its own
expense, a lazaretto for thermy, and the
provincial authorities, preteading to con-
sent, dug a pit in. which was placed
wood soaked with Kkerosene. -
At the point of the bayonet the lepers
then were driven into the pit and shot,
and the pyre was lighted and their

‘bodies burned in the presence of a large

crowd. The authorities offered rewards
for the discovery of other lepers, and
this resulted in the sghooting of one more
man afficted with the diseuse.

The governor, after the massacre, 1s-
sued a proclamation in which no accused
the lepers of having committed out-
rages.

ROALD AMUNDSEN TALKS TO
. GEOGRAPHIC SOCIETY.

The Norwegian Explorer Relates
Details of His Remarkable Feat

in a Quiet, Unostentatious Man- |

ner—Will Ee Presented With a
Fine Special Gold Medal by the
Society Today.

Washington, January 10.—In quiet, un-
ostentatious manner, Capt. Roald Amund-
sen, Norwegian discoverer of the South

Pole., told of his remarkable feat here
tonight in a lecture before the National
Geographic Society, which at its annual
banquet tomorrow night will present the
intrepid explorer with a special gold
medal in appreciation of his gchievement.
Captain Amundsen arrived 1n the United
Wtates at noon today and hurried {rom
New York to Washington to tell an
American audience for the first time of
his Antarctic trip. - _

“1 was walking ahead of the little
caravan,”’ said Captain Amundsen, in tell-
ing of the final reaching of the South
Pole. ““All of a sudden I heard all the
sledge drivers cry out in unieon. I Knew
what it meant. It meant that the last
problem in polar discovery bhad been
solved.” -

This he related in the same quiet tone
which characterized the other parts of
his lecture. It was greeted, however, with
salvos of applause. .

Captain Amundsen paid honor in his ad-
dress to other explorers, amoibg them
Rear Admiral Perry, Sir Ermest Shackle-

ton; Captain Scott and others.
“On December 13, 1911, we had reached

R0 degrees 37 minutes south,” said Capt.
Amundsen, ‘‘and I figured that on the
next day we would reach the goal. I
think we slept less than usual that night,
arose earlier and breakfasted more rapid-
ly than e¢n other days. It was a beautiful
day, the sun was shining Dbrightly and
there was a gentle breeze.

“1 instructed the men that morning
to examine the sledge meters with ex-
treme care and to watch the distance as
we went along. It was a moment of
solemnity when the five of us who made
the final stage of the {rip stopd- with
our hands on the Norwegian the
first planted at the South Pole.”

He then described bow  the members
of the little party went in various di-
rections around the Pole, making obser-
vations bhourly and how they crossea
several times over the small squar: of
territory they marked off, so as to be
sure that they had come very close to
the exact Pole. They remained at 1{his
point three days before starting on their
return toward the sturdy Iram, vwhich
had carried them as far toward the Pole
as navigation would allow.

After his lecture Captain Amundsen
vigsited the National Press Club, where
he spoke briefly and was introauced to
the members. Tomerrow he will reneat
his lecture before the Geograplhic RSo-
ciety.

Just in the rear of the main college
house 1i1s the Woodstock printery and
bookbindery, where the famous Wood-
stock: Letters, giving the original corre-
spondence of the Jesuit. superiors in
Rome, besides a great deal of valuable
church data, were printed. Many other
treatises of interest to the church have
come from the Woodstock press, and it
iIs now used to a great extent in the col-
lege work. .

Near the building in which are the
printery and bookbindery is the boiler
house, where the heating apparatus of
the main building is contained; the ice-
house and several other minor buildings.
Back farther are the barns and _stables,
the farm buildings and t.he,]'auna}'y.

On one edge of the grounds are the
tennis and handball courts,
scholastics get their physical exercise.
Back in a field several hundred yards
from the college house 1is the baseball
diamond. The scholastics of Woodstock
have for years been able to get together
a team that is the match of most city
amateur teams.

RESTING-PLACE OF GOOD MEN.

At another part of the grounds and ap-
proached by pleasant paths is the mor-
tuary chapel, with its accompanying
cemetery. The latter is circular in shape
and the chapel stands in the middle. It
i8 built in circular form, too, with a
conical dome, and is just large enough to
contain the altar and allow room for the
celebration of mass. °

Over the door is the following Latin
inscription:

Societas Jesu
quos genuit
Eorum Charos Cineres
Coleo Reddendos
Sollicile Heic Fovet.

Translated, this inscription means:
“The Soclety of Jesus cherishes here the
dear ashes of those whom she bore to
return them to Heaven.”

The bheadistones off the gmvgs pre
small and simple, bearing qenly the cross
and the inscription of the name, date
of ordination and of birth. lIfach head-
stone is exactly the game size, except
that that of a bishop is a few 1nches
taller,

In the cemetery there are buried the
late Rev. K. X. Brady, president of
Loyola College; Rev. G. Read Mullan,
Rev. William H. Summer and Joseph
M. Ardia, all in their time prominent
and popular priests of Baltimore. There
is also buried there Bishop John B.
Miege, Vicar-Apostolic of the Rocky
Mountains, who died in 1884, and Father
O’Connor, the former Bishop of Pitts-
hurgh. |

Surrounding the main house the aux-
iliary building, the mortuary chapel and
the cemetery, the athletic courts and the
gardens, is the Via Sabettinl, or the
Mile Path, This path is an exact mile in
length and js a favorite walk of the
fathers and scholastics as well.

The Via Sabbettini is named in honor
of Rev. Aloysius Sabetti, §S. J., under
whose direction the paths and avenues
of the grounds were laid out, whose
skill 'at landscape architecture provided
the most perfect drainage and whose
distinction as a writer made possible the
beautiful improvement of the grounds.

Although it had been decided to rTe-
move the coliege to the Hudson no
definite building plans had yet been
made, nor had arrangements for aban-
doning the present building been consum-
mated. Quite recently a number of ex-
pensive pieces of experimental apparatus
had been installed in the chemical and
physical laboratories. %

RECALLS ST. CHARLES’ FIRE

Catholic Institution at Ellicott City

Destroyed in 1911.

The blaze last night recalls the de-
struction of St. Charles’ Cellege, Ellicott
City. on the afternoon of March 16, 1911.
At that time more than 200 students, a

faculty of more than 25 and 27 Bisters
of Providence were rendered homeless.
The students saved their personal be-

~

longings, but the priests lost everything |

they owned except the clothes they
wore. Priceless manuscripts, parchments

and paintings and a lbrary of more |-

than 6,000 volumes fell prey to the
flames. The chapel, the only replica of
Aix-la-Chapelle in this country, was de-
stroyed. The damage was estimated at
more than $250,000. Cardinal Glbbons is
an alumnus of the institution.

The exact origin of the fire was never
discovered, although it is believed that an
overheated furnace was respounsible for
the conflagration. The: fire wag discov-
ered by Rev. Dr. F. X: McKenny, presi-
dent of the institution, who gave the
alarm, and with the assistance of stu-
dents of the college attempted to check
the flames. Their efforts proved futile,
and the ZXilicott City Fire Department
was summoned by phone.

Fanned by a 'gale the flames made

great headway, and seeing that the fire

was beyond control, the students made
a mad rush to their dormitories to save
their valuables. In 15 minutes the stu-
dents succeeded in saving most of their
clothing and other personal effects. The
Sisters of Providence were nearly as for-
tunate, for the wing of the building
which they occupied was the last to fall
prey to the encroaching flames.

The faculty, however, in their efforts
to extinguish the flames and save valu-
able furniture and pictures belonging to
the institution, had no time to look after
their personal effects, and consequently
lost all of their clothing and personal

A BLAZE ON A LINER

Fire and Storm Encountered by the
Carthaginian.

St. Johns, N. F., January 10.—The
Allen mail liner Carthaginian arrived here
from Liverpool this afternoon covered
with ice to the fore truck. Last Tuesday
morning at 1 o’'clock rags, waste, ete,
were found burning in the hold under the

first-class cabin. A {remenhdous sea WwWas
running at the. time. The fire soon
gained such headway’ that all hands had
to be ordered out to fight it, A squad of
British bluejackets that had been taken
aboard for the naval reserve (training
ship St. Johns rendered splendid service,
and the blaze was stopped four hours af-
ter its discovery.
