WOULD PUNISH SUNDAY PA-]

TRONS OF SALOONS.

FOR ANTIVICE COMMISSION

Disorderly House Question One That
Can Be Threshed Out Best by
Body Composed of the Supreme

Bench, Police Board, Marshal and
Deputy, Says Report of Retiring
Inquest—Majority of Jurors Fa-
vor Segregation.

The Grand Jury for the September
term was discharged finally vesterday by
Judge Elliott in the Criminal Court. In
its report the inquest suggested that the
legislature pass a law to make it a pun-
ishable offense to buy liquor during pro-
hibited hours, and that anyone found in
a saloon during prohibited hours be sub-
ject to a fine and imprisonment, and that

the saloonkeeper’s license be revoked and
the premises be refused a license in any
name for 10 years.

The disorderly house guestion, accord-
ing to the report, “is something which
requires much thought and careful
handling, else our best neighborhoods
will be infested; and this matter could
best be threshed out by careful study by
a commission composed.of our judges of
the Supreme Bench, the state’s attorney,
the Police Commissioners, the Marshal
and the Deputy Marshal, who have had
long experience along these lines.

In Favor of Segregation.

“’he majority of our members believe
in eegregutien and medical supervision,
together with our religious bodies hav-
ing censiderable work done among this
class of people, so as to retrieve them if
possible. To extinguish them at onhe
strong blow, without recourse or a rem-
edy, would be inhuman and un-Christian-
like, We bhave had full reports from
other cities on these lines, and their en-
deavors, in some instances, have placed

them in far more serious cenditieu than

before they undertook to eradicate the
hence- our opinion and suggestions
as above to refer the matter to a com-
mission,

‘“After an mepeetien of the prisons,
reformatories, hospitals and the Alms-
house, we have conceived it K befitting to
propose some reforms. We believe that
these Baltimore institutions form a
that has no superior in the coun-
try, while some are hardly equalled. We
find, however, that while most of them
y managed as individual es-
tablishments, there is no general plan of
procedure and no general assemblages

.0f those in command to exchange views

upon matters of economy, discipline,
measures of income, improved methods
of administration or lessons learned from
accldent or through experience. We
therefore suggest that a local association

| be formed of all the superintendents of

all the institutions, public and private,
adjacent to this city, at the 1*eg11}ar
meetings of which the e:tperlence of each
can be exchanged to the end that Balti-
more institutions may be benefitted and
shall everywhere be taken as models. We
believe that the wvarious euperintendents
will concur in this recommendation.

Convict Labor Suggested.

“There should fall under the control
and supervision of a state prison board
a series of outside workers, colonies
made up of prisoners who are mainly
perpetrators of minor misdemeanors out
of the class of never-do-wells. These
persons refusing to labor for themselves
or their natural dependents could be of

great service to the state by working on
fhe public roads or reclaiming of waste
lende of which there is se much in
Maryvland.

“We call attention to the great need
of the presence and attendance of 4 phy-
sician to accompany the police patrol
ambulance when called out on cases of
accidents. Ofttimes the prompt service
of one who knows can save a life, where-
a8 delay until arrival at hospital means
death.

“The various committees’ reports are
attached hereto, and in addition a num-

‘““As to moving-picture parlors, we are
compelled to report extreme negligence on
the par{ of many proprietors or owners
in not having the rear exit open. In:
many places we found the rear doors
bolted, the signal lights not burning, be-
sides passageways, yards or alleys in
darkness and blocked with ladders,
trucks, rubbish, ete., which would, in our
lODiﬂiﬂﬂ, render th__eee avenues of escape
valueless in case of fire or panic. While
we have taken up such irregularities with
the interested parties and have their as-
surance that all our complaints will be
corrected, yet it is impossible for a com-
mittee to continually follow up the work,
and we therefore recommend that 1*1gid
instructions be issued by the Marshal of
Police to the effect that the police visit
the moving-picture arlors located on
their posts regularly day and night, care-
fully examining all the exits and lights,
which would tend to make the employes
more careful in their duties and prove a

lmalntmned to have the aisles unob-

great assistance to future committees.

“We further recommend that all rear
exits remain unlocked and the lights be
kept burning until the house is eleared of
all patrons. Some of the moving-picture
parlors are using a rear-exit bolt that
can be automatically opened from the in-
terior. and we recommend the general use
of same.

“Complaint has been made as to the
runniug of elevators in some of the larger
| buildings, and we suggest that the con-
| ductors he cautioned as to net startin
the car before the safety door is close
nor opening the door until the car has
Iﬁeen stopped and on an even line with the |

oor.

“We further recommend occasional fire
drills in all the large factories where
many persons are employed. This, we
understand, is not a general custom at
present.”’

Jail and Pemtentlary.

The report of the Jail committee
states that the committee visited the Jail
on two occasions, and no previous warn-
ing was given. The conditions were
found to be satisfactory.

“We are glad to be able to say that
suffing up and other sorts of corporal
punishment are not resorted to in this
prison.”

The Penitentiary commitiee made sev-
eral unanneuneed visits to that institu-
tion. -

“Although our visits were not an-
nounced in advance,’”’ says the report,
“and the warden, Mr. Leonard, had to
be called from the interior of the prison,
we found the utmost order on the part
of the prisoners in the dining-room and
the shops and the best of decorum and
business-like activity on the part of the
various officers and- foremen on the
prison staff.

“We found that the old, original build-
ing had been thoroughly renovated and
put in first-class shape, but would sug-
gest: that this buillding be replaced as
soon as practicable by a new and mod-
ern structure in keeping with the pres-
ent needs.”

New Jury Quarters Needed.

Among the nuisances complained of by
the nuisance committee were the quar-
ters of the grand jury in the Court-
house.

‘“We are informed that this complaint
has been made repeatedly and regret
that it has not received proper attention
so far,” says the report.

The committee on sanitation reported
that it had little to report. “During the
past year,”’ it said, ‘“mostly all sanitary
investigations emanated from the smaller
tenement houses, which have been con-
siderably eliminated through the sewer-
age system.”

The committee appointed to visit the
several departments in the city that col-
lect state fees stated that after investi-
gation it belleves that the departments
are honestly managed and that a correct
report ig made, to the state comptroller.
Because of the pending case in the
courts, the committee did not wvisit the
sheriff’s office,
