Former Piano Salesman Held.

On the charge of taking a plano valued
at $250 from the home of Maggie Thomas,
colored, 400 Myrtle avenue, under false
pretenses, Cecil W. Gibson, 2725 Parkwood

Twenty Murders in 1912.

There were 20 murders in 1912 as com-
pared to 19 in the previous year, accord-
ing to the annual report of the Police
Department. In 1912 17 of the murderers

- were arrested, one committed suicide and

two are still at . large. In the year before
16 were arrested, one committed suicide
and two ,escaped. There were fewer sui-
¢ides in 1912 than in 1911, for in the last
vear only 82 persons ended their lives, as
compared with 102 in the year before.
There were 117 attempted suicides, two
less than in 1911. The total number of
fatal accidents- for 1912 was 284, while
in 1911 there were 277. Of these 45 were
burned, 56 drowned, 14 by machinery, 27
by steam cars, 25 by street cars and 10
by automobiles. FKFour persons were frozen
and one died from heat.

The total number of accidents not fatal
was 4,211 for 1912, against 4,133 for the
preceding vear.”

Between, the  Sammartini and the
Tschaikowsky times nearly a century and
2 half had passed, .and TSchaikowsky
himself has now been dead for 20 years.
It is safe tc say, however, that neither
before nor since Tschaikowsky’s time has
a more beautiful string quartet been
written. The andante cantabile is a
striking piece of tender melody not easy
to forget. It was played -in Baltimore
over 20 years ago by the Kneisel Quartet,
and. several times afterward by the Pea-
body String Quartet with great effect.
The performance of it yesterday was
with such absolute perfection and finish
as to be quite unsurpassable. It seems

strange that its composer started as a

lawyer, and ‘at the time of his visit to
Baltimore, three years before his death,
was in his looks and general bearing a
model for a statesman. As he laid down
the baton after a rehearsal of his piano-
concerto with his orchestra, he said, with
a graceful but stately bow, ‘I thank you,
gentlemen.’”!

Increased Park Tax Payment.

The park tax for the 1last three
months, ending December 31, amounts to
$145,5635.66. A check for this amount
was received yesterday by Comptrolier
Thrift. - This is an increase of $10,449.40
over the corresponding period of the
previous year and an increase of $7,423.45
over the three previous months—namely,
last July, August and September.
Deputy Comptroller Childs said that the
payment was the largest ever received
by the city for a quarter from the Park
Board.

Dr. Goucher Talks on China. .

Some Recent Developments in Christian
Education in China was the subject of an
address by Dr. John F. Goucher before
the Educational Society last night at the
Friends’ School, Park Place and Laurens
Street. Dr. Goucher spoke of the great
progress which has been made in educa-
tional circles in the great republic. He
also declared that in order to achieve
the best results ‘there must be much co-
operation' and consolidation ameng those
representing the various denominations
in the Far East.
