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To the Editor: I beg leave to call your
attention to a plan to lessen or prevent
crime and other abnormalities, especially
such as recent assassinations or attempts
at assassination of those in power.

| States, state legislatures, large cities and

in different countries. The idea 1s to es-
tablish laboratories or bureaus for the
scientific investigation of criminals, other
dangerous abnormals and defectives. I

| believe that every large city, every stafte,

and especially federal governments, should
have such a laboratory, which is just as
necessary as a health department—if not
fhore so. When any one sends to the
king, - president, member of cabinet, gov-

ernor, mayor, judge or any prominent or

other citizen threatening letters, or Tre-
peatedly utterg threatening words, or at-
temps 'to -injure such persons, such indi-
vidual should be .detained at least a few
hours and thoroughly studied by scientific
experts “in criminal anthropology, psycho-
physies and social pathology.

1. The necessary measurement of head
and body should be made in accordance
with the science“of anthropology.

2. A psycho-physical study of the per-
son should be conducted, including the
measurements of ihe senses.

3. There should be a sociologic inquiry
into the antecedents and history of the in-
dividual from childhood. .

4. A pathological study of the signs of

physical, mental and moral stigmata of
degeneration should be conducted.

By such study of dangerous, unbal-
anced and often illusioned persons, their
eccentricities and peculiar actions under
varied conditions can be determined Tto
such an extent that we may detect them
in advance. At present it is almost im-
possible to do this because of little or no
knowledge concerning them, This ignor-
ance ig due to want of systematic, scien-
tific and soclologic investigations. Millions
of dollars are annually expended by goVv-
ernments for investigations of the antece-
dents, peculiarities and behavior of some
little bacillus causing the death of plants
or animalg, but little or nothing is given
for a similar study of larger human ba-

| cilli which have caused nations to suffer

losses bevond calculation.

I urge that strong efforts be made with
the executive and legislative powers of
each city, state and nation to have labora-
tories established for study of the abnor-
mal, especially c¢riminal clasgses. The idca
is to make a beginning now, no matter
how smnall. I would suggest that young
university men trained in psychology and
medicine be engaged to start the work.
I.et universgity men be encouraged to de-
vote their lives to such work, for which
there is much more pressing need of ex-
perts .than in many other studies.

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Financial Aid for the Farmer.

To the Editor: Congress should give
to the bill intro-
duced by Congressman Bathrick, of Ohio,
providing for a plan whereby farmers may
get financial assistance. The plan is very
similar to that outlined ‘in The Sunday
American' by Myron 1'. Herrick, former
governor of Ohio and at present ambassa-
dor to France. In brief, it proposes that
the government borrow the meoney on a
4 per cent, basis and loan it to the farmer
at 4% per cent.

Mr. Herrick advocates long-term loans

to the farmer, so that he may go ahead

and work his ground properly, knowing

his maturing obligation. National banks
do not make loans to the farmer, .but Mr.
Herrick reports that the life insurance
companies do a very large business in that
direction, while trust companies and a
few savings banks take farm risks. Still,

however, the farmer is more or less in

fear of failure in that direction, for he is

not always sure that he will be able to
renew ‘his mortgage if his crops have not
given him good financial returns in the
stipulated time., With the government
behind the farm movement it will be a
big incentive to agricultural development.
The young man who 1is leaving the farm
because his parents were not able to work
it properly by reason of financial condi-
tions may be induced to remain at home,
where he is most needed, when he finds
that the farmer can get financial assist-
ance. If we want to keep the lad back
at home, where he can be more useful
than in the overcrowded city, as well as
make farming attractive for the immi-
grant, something must be done toward

perfecting a plan to aid the farmer when

he needs it. No time should be lost in
giving Representative Bathrick’s bill the
right of way and bringing it before the
House and Senate.

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DEFENDANTS’ COUNSEL PRESS
 DR. WELCH FOR ANSWER.

Judge Duncan Steps in, However,
and Says Head of Body Has

Given Testimony in Sewer Case

as Frankly and Fairly as Any
Withess He Has Ever Heard—
Morse on Stand.

Dr. Willilam H. Welch, president of
the State Board of Health, concluded his
testimony yesterday in the Circult Court
at Towson in the suit of Major John 1.
Yellott and otherg to have set aside the
sale of the Mount Washington sewage
disposal plant to the Baltimore County
Commissioners for $600,000.

Dr. Welch said that the action of the
board in disapproving of the purchase
was based primarily on the fact that the
County Commissioners had no authority
to acquire or establish a sewerage plant
without having the approval of the State
Board of Health. The report of Harry
B. Morse, sanitary engineer of the board,
disapproving of the use of the plant in a
general plan of sewage disposal for the
Jones Falls Valley, Dr. Welch sald, was

| one of the elements which infiluenced the

board In arriving at its decision, but on
this point the board was open to con-
sideration, if evidence could be pro-
duced to dispute Mr, Morse’s conclusions.

Dr. Welch gaid that it had been. sug-
gested to August H. Wehr, pregident of
the Suburban Sewerage Company, that
an impartial engineer be secured to make
an inspection of the plant, but Mr, Wehr
had responded that its sale to the county
was then fully consummated. Dr. Welch
said that if the sale was declared off
the state board was yet open to recelve

evidence as to the efficiency of the sew-

erage plant, Dr. Welch said that the
state board had never approved or  dis-
approved of the use of the plant for the
purpose for which it was originally built.

Francis King Carey and Osborne I.
Yellott both pressed Dr. Welech for
further answers as to the motives 1in-
spiring the state board to assume the at-
titude which it has relative to the pur-
chase. Counsgel for the plaintiffs ob-
jected, claiming Dr. Welch had fully and
fairly disclosed all information he had in
regard to the board. Mr. Carey said:

“IT insist that I should be allowed to
continue this line of investigation, as
Your Honor must be ‘aware from the
testimony I am examining a hostile and
partisan witness.” |

Mr. Yellott said that if he was not
allowed to question Dr. Welch further

he might as well go out of the ecourt-

room.

Judge Duncan said he thought Dr.
Welch had as frankly and fairly given
his testimony as any witness he had
ever heard. |

Dr. Welch said that the state board
had had the benefit of the counsel of
one of the attorneys for the County
Commissioners.

“T presume that I am referred to,”
said Mr. Yellott. I was not counsel
for the County Commissioners at the
time.”” |
. “‘Hxcuse me,”” sald Dr. Welch; ‘I
should' have said one of the present
counsel to the County Commissioners.”

Dr. Welch again dented that Dr. Mar-
I.. Price, secretary ¢f the State
Board of Health, had ever been author-
ized to approve of the sewerage plant
on behalf of the state board. Harry
B. Morse, sanitary engineer of the State
Board of Health, who 1is one of the
storm centers in the case, was the next
witness. Mr. Morse said that the use
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of the Mount Washington plant for dis-
posing of the sewerage of the Jones
Falls Valley was referred to at a con-
ference between the State Board of
Health and the County Commissioners,
but Mr. Morse said that the reference
was in g tentative sense only. He gave,
in detail, the reasons why he favored a
plant nearer the city than Mount Wash-
ington, and one was that Arlington and
other places would drain toward it by
gravity. | -

Mr. Morse’s testimony will be resumed
today, and it is probable that the further
hearing of the case will be continued
until January 20.

So enthusiastically did Governor Golds-
borough, at a farmers’ institute at
Sparks, Baltimore county, yvesterday aft-
ernoon discourse on modern farm life
that many of the farmers in the audience
saw

scorching the roads in 60-horsepower aiu-

tomobiles or sailing through clouds in

airships, enjoying every convenience of
the city man. It was indeed a glorious
prospect.

With all the natural advantages Mary-
land enjoys, the Governor _argued' that
this state should produce wonderful
crops, and advocated scientific farming.

He could see no reason why all farmers
should not have automobiles, and why
the farmergs’ sons should not have them
to go a-courting, or again why farmers’
daughters/ should not have them to go
shopping. But what struck his older

hearers more forcibly was the announce-*

ment that he would appoint within the
next week a country life commission.

Such a commission was provided for
by an act of the last legislature, but the
clause in the bill appropriating it $10,-
000 annually was stricken out. Now the
Governor says he is pretty sure that some
of the state’s best men will serve on the
commission and secure funds to carry
on its work. In addition he held out the
hope that the federal government would
aid and that the next legislature would
provide a permanent fund.

Like Mother Used to Make.

Yesterday’s institute was well at-
tended by farmers, but it was noticeable
there were a large number of younger
boys and girls present. This would in-
dicate that the younger generation is not
8o much supporting the ‘back-to-the-
farm movement,” but pufting into prac-
tice the ‘“‘stay-on-the-farm' plan. -

There were two sessiong held, one in
the morning and the other in the after-
noon. Between sessions the young woni-
en students of the Agricultural High
School, in which the meetings were held,
served 'luncheon. "“T'he menu was pre-
pared by the students under the direc-
tion of Miss Louise Laitern, teacher of
domestic science. Everyone who partici-
pated praised the cooking, and one old
farmer remarked that the pies were evel
better than “those his mother used to
make.””

In -his ad-
dress the Governor said: |

I'm not a farmer. I did not even pose
as a farmers’ candidate, but I have been
associated so long with the rural lifs
that I think I know what our farmers in
Maryland need. I am sure that I know
their desires and will do all in my power
to help them. I’m not a stranger here,
either, for 31 years ago I went to school
at the little stone schoolhouse which I
passed on the way here, so I feel at
liberty to speak upon subjects dealing
with your farm life. This is an age of
progress, a time when methods are belng
applied to all business.

Agriculture Neglected. |
There have been organizations formed

{ by the laboring men and associations

formed by the business men. I am .not
opposed to either, but the progress of
the farmer has been left to an individual,
namely, the farmer. Agriculture has had
less done for it than any other branch
of business. The time has come when
the people of the state should see to it
that the legislature gives the proper ap-
propriation to aid the farmers. Then
they - should see that it is intelligently
spent for the farmers’ interest.
