Pritchard’s Grain Review.

Special Dispatch to The American,

Chicago, January 13.—As claimed by
the writer for some time, the holders of
May wheat in the <Chnicago market are

among the strongest concerns in the grain

world. Their holdings are variously esti-
mated at 10,000,000 to 15,000,000 bushels,
and in addition to this big accumulation
of the May futures they also control the
cash article, not only at Chicago, but in
some of the other markets of the country
as well. Surrounding conditions place the
eople in complete control of the
breadstuff situation as far as Chicago is
concerned. Whether they are holders of
any great amount of wheat in the North-
west or not, the writer is unable to say,
but a few conservative men in the trade
at Chicago Dbelieve that they also ownh
wheat at Minneapolis and Duluth and
that this fact will be fully demonstrated
later on. |

It will be remembered that the pres-
ent holders of wheat have been on the

bull side of the market for many months |

and that they have seen values decline in
a mest serious manner—to them. 'The
outlook at the moment, however, is for a
reaction and advance from the
levels reached during the recent long-
drawn-out recessious. -

As a reflection of the feeling in the
spring wheat country Charles E. Lewis,

{ one of the larger men of the Minneapolis

market, is now to be seen on the bull
side of wheat. Mr. Lewis has been num-
bered among the bears for many months.
He sald today that wheat has been
pulled out of the rut in which it has
been hidden, and that he now believes
that a steady advance in prices is among
