M. Poincare at once appointed
Aristide Briand, the minister of justice,
and L. L. Klotz, minister of ‘finance, to
act as his seecondsg and to arrange a meet-
ing. Subsequently Clemenceau made a sat-
isfactory explanation to°*M. Briand and M.
Klotz, who had been sent to him by
Premier Poincare relative to the letter he
received last evening from the ex-Premier.
The incident was therefore closed,
Deputy A. De Monzio and Paul Boncour,
former minister of labor, alse quarreled in
the corridors of the palace, as a result of
which.

CHOSEN ON SECOND BALLOT.

Poincare was chosen president on the
second ballot, the Premier receiving 483
votes out of a total of 859 cast, or 9o
more than an absolute majority of the
assembly. Jules Pams was the next high-
est- candidate in the final vate. the min-

ister of agriculturé haviug a total of 296.

M. Poincare’s first words upon being
officially informed of his election as pres-
ident of Framce were:

“] shall try to show myself worthy of

the confidence of the National Assembly.

I shall forget without effort the strug-
gles of yesterday and even the injuries:.
Be convinced that I shall seek in every-
thing and at all times to be an impartial
administrator.”

A NOTABLE SCENE.

While this scene was going on the
deputies and senators and the spectators
crowded the galleries in the great hall to
hear the announcement of Premier Poin-
care’s victory and the defeat of Jules
Pams, who was M. Poincare’s strongest
opponent.

After a round of cheering the deputies
and senators who formed the National
Asgsembly, the women of fashion and dip-
lomatists,, among whom were Myron T.
Herrick, the American ambassador to
France, and other notables, hurried from
the Versallles chateau to keep dinner en-
gagements in Paris and Versailles. As
they passed out detachments of soldiers
already were belng aligned to salute the
president-elect and to escort him to the

capital.
A SENSATIONAL PROTEST.

A lively incident of the proceedings in
the National Assembly was &seen after

Everybody present was listening with
strained attentilon when suddenly a

thunderous volce from the body of the|

MAKEUP OF ASSEMBLY.

Nominally 879 representatives of the
people were entitled to vote today in the
National Assembly, convened in the an-
cient residence of the kings of France.
These official electors included 597 ‘depu-
ties and 300 sernatorq, but the number
was reduced owing to vacancies caused by
deaths and resignations. or by illness.
