SIQ. MINETTIP’S MOTHER DEAD

Dowager Princess Tfoubetzkoy Ca-
bles the News.

Signora Anna Allodi Minetti, mother
of Professor Pietro Minetti, who for more
than a score of years has been at the
-head of the vocal department in the Pea-
body Conservatory of Music, died sud-
.denly Thursday -at the Villa Carpiano,
her home, near Milan, Italy. The death

~ of the aged noblewoman was announced

‘In a cablegram received by Mrs. Thomas
L, Shearer, of 905 North Charles street,
a close friend of the family, from Dowa-
ger Princess Troubetzkoy, of Russia, a
sister of the dead woman.

Because of the deep attachment be-
tween Professor Minetti and his mother,
Princess Troubetzkoy, who is spending
the winter months in Milan, was afraid
- to send the message of his mother’s death
direct to him, but in the cablegram re-
quested Mrs. Shearer to break the news
to him. This was done as gently as pos-
sible, but the shock to the professor was
80 great that he was unable to leave his
room yesterday. He has been relieved of
his duties at the Peabody unti] he has
fully recovered. Professor Minetti will
not return to hi s home near Milan.
Complete arrangements fog the burial of
signora Minetti will bbe. made by Prince
Paul Troubetzkoy, who t recently left
this country for his home. .

Signora Minetti was a member of the
ancient Allodi family of Lombardy, Italy.
At the time of her marriage to Signor
Giovanni Minetti she' was a celebrated
beauty and popular in society circles in
her home city. Signor Giovanni’' Minetti
was the son of Countess Cuoja, of Milan.

The Shearers are old friendg of-Signora
‘Minetti, and when touring the Continent
~always arrvanged their schedule so that
they would be able to spend some little
time at her villa, just outside the city
of Milan, The dead noble woman was
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well to him and Mr. Mahon, both of
whom will leave tomorrow for California.

COURT OF APPEALS’ RULING

Manné.r of Distribution and Pro-

portions to Which Different Par-
Entitled Specifically De-
scribed by Judge Urner—Setting

ties

Aside Fund for Perpetual Care of
Lots Held by the Court to Be
Proper and Judicious.

In an opinion written by Judge Urner,
the Court of Appeals yesterday upheld
the Circuit Court for Baltimore county in
directing that the receivers of the Druid
Ridge Cemetery of Baltimore county
should selt the property and franchises

and distribute the proceeds among thosg

entitled to them. The court also affirmed in
part and reversed in part the decree of
the lower court in relation to the man-
ner of distribution and the proportions

| which the different parties to the suit are

to receive. The decision was rendered in
the cases of Sarah Gregory and others
against James W. Chapman and others,
receivers of the Druld Ridge Cemetery.
The Druid Ridge Cemetery was incor-
porated in Baltimore county on January
14, 1896, its charter providing that
was not organized for profit and had no
capital stock. It acquired a tract of 200
acres in Baltimore county, the convey-
ance belng ratified by the act of 1900,
chapter 537. The agreement of purchase
provided that the deed for the tract had
been executed by Charles Tyler, his in-

terests and that of his associates being

divided into 10,000 shares, held in speci-
and it

burial lots sold, and that the remaining
half should be applied to the preserva-
tion and improvement of the cemetery.
In a later agreement it was recited that
the title should be clear of a mortgage
of $25,000, which the grantor had pro-
posed to pay from the proceeds of the

' sale of 1,000 shares in the cemetery, and

it was agreed that in lieu of this agree-

' ment the corporation should assume the

mortgage in return for the transfer of
that number of shares to a third person
for the company’s use. The amount rep-
resented by these shares was invested in
a mausoleum erected in the cemetery.

Receiver Appointed.

The company began its operation with-
out capital and found it necessary from
the outset to contract debts and borrow
money, The outlay of the company for
maintenance was about $15,000 per an-
num, and the sale of lots did not pro-
duce this sum. It was therefore necessary
to increase the indebtedness certificates
and the sum finally reached $142,203.00
and the total liabilities amounted to $212,-
704.71. Its assets apart from the ground
and improvements, consisted of $17,574.17,
accounts receivable for lots sold, about
$400 in cash, and some implements and
other chattels. The amount required an-
nually for dividends and maintenance was
from §7,000 to $9,000 above the receipts,
and proceedings for a receiver appeared
unavoidable. .

A bill for this purpose was filed on
October 15, 1910, in the Circuit Court for
Baltimore County, one of the parties
being a ecreditor upon an open account
and a promissory note, and the other
being a lot owner and a holder of both
land and indebtedness certificates. Re-
ceivers were appointed and filed a peti-
tion asking that the holders of land cer-
tificates might. be made parties in order
that the purchasers should acquire a good
title.

In its decree the lower court directed
that a sale of the property be made sub-
ject to the outstanding mortgage and that
$40,000 be invested as a fund to meet the
obligations for the perpetual care of the
lots used for the burial] purposes, and
that the balance should be divided into
two equal portions, one of which should
be distributed among the holder of the
land shares and the other to payment of
comptrollers’ notes and open accounts and
next to the certificates of indebtedness
and promissory notes. There is no appeal
from this decree so far as it orders the
dissolution of the company and directs a
sale of the property, and the receivers re-
ported a sale of the property for $205,000
subject to the mortgage for $15,197, and
to the condition that the property be
maintained as a cemetery. Exceptions to
the sale were filed. -

Findings of Higher Court.

The Court of Appeals finds first that a
good title was conveyed by the sale, the
decree of the lower court not having dis-
regarded any interest, and that there is
no sufficient evidence to show that the
price was Iinadequate or that a better
price would have been received if the sale
had been deferred.

The Court of Appeals says that it is
unable to adopt the view that holders of
the land certificates should be denied par-
ticipation in the assets of the corporation
until the other claims are paid in full.
‘““They are entitled,’’ the court says, ‘‘duss

ing the solvency of the corporation to |
' neither more nor less than the stipulated

proportion of its sales. The amount which
they may properly prove
estate is one-half of the proceeds avail-
able for distribution to be added to their
claims on account of the sales of burial
lots, as to which they have had no ac-
counting.”’

This is the nearest approach now pos-
gible to securing their rights.

The lower court made the payment of
certificates of indebtedness and promissory
notes subsequent to the open accounts and
comptroller’s notes. All these, the Court
of Appeals holds, should be placed on an
equal basis. The opinion further holds
that the setting aside of the fund of
$40,000 for the perpetual care of the
burial lots already sold was proper and
judicious. Finally, the opinion says that
holders of the land certificates should be

held as creditors whose claims aggregate |

one-half of $165,000, and in addition one-
half of the amounts realized by the com-
pany and .receivers from sale of burial lots
on which the sharebolders received no
payments. On :the basis of the  total
claims thus ascertained the individual cer-
tificate holders should sghare, in proportion
to their respective interests, in the pro
rata division among all the creditors of
the funds in the hands of the receivers
remaining after the payment of the costs
of the proceedings.

The city doctors yesterday vaccinated
nearly -10,000 persons. They will scratch
the arms of a similar number today. In
addition, private physicians have injected
vaccine virus into the arms of thousands
of their patients. The medical men, par-
ticularly the older practitioners, remem-
ber what happened about 20 years ago,
when 1,300 perons
during one epidemic.

The disease is of a decidedly abhor-
rent nature, as it leaves ugly scars on
a victim which can never be eradicated.
Modern science has saved the lives of
most of the smallpox patients,
is ' a difficult matter to effect a cure with-
out leaving bad traces of the disease.
Hence it behoovesg all persons to submit
to wvaccination immediately.

There were a number of rumors that
reached the Health Department yesterday
concerning suspect cases in all sections
of the city. There were reports that a
boy at the Baltimore City College and a
girl at the Western High School had
become infected .with the dread disease.
As soon ag he heard the information, Dr.

=~ | Jones, who is handling the detail end

of the fight against the epidemic, started
a personal investigation, He reported
last night that. the rumors had been un-
founded. - The physician, however, did
apprehend two suspects, which Inspector
Woodall quickly sent to quarantine.

Vaccinations Galore.

More than a thousand persons called
at the Health - Department during the
day to be vaccinated by the health war-
dens assigned to the work by Dr. Jones.
One colored man brought 33 colored chil-
dren, whose ages ranged from-4 to 12
years. When their guide bared his arm
the juveniles - followed suit. . The sight
was so appealing that even Commissioner
Gorter left his private office to witness it.

One colored woman became hysterical
when her arm was scratched by a phy-
sician. = She fell' on the floor, rolled to
and fro and screamed that she ‘‘wag get-
ting the smallpox.” It was some time
before she could be quieted. A young

white man fainted. A tall, colored youths

told ‘the physician that ‘‘the scratching
of his arm tickled him to such an ex-
tent that he was compelled to make an
outcry.”” The boy would laugh uproar-
iously whenever the health warden ap-
plied the vaccine point. It was Dneees-
sary for the physician to send for In-
spector Woodall and ask that the latter

“shoot” the boy if he persisted in his |

antics. After that remark the vaccina-
tion proceeded ‘regularly.
