JOHN BETTS SHOT AT MILFORD,

George Smith, 18 Years Old, De-

Milford, Del., January 19.—One man
was instantly killed and two children in-
Jured near here this morning, when
xeorge Smith shot four times at the man
who was choking his mother. The dead
was is John Betts, aged 40, and the in-
Jjured are Smith’s brother and sister, aged
9 and 13, respectively.

Betts, whose wife died several years
ago, employed Mrs. Mary Smith, a widow,
to keep house for him, they both having
ehildren over which trouble has -arisen
several times, in which Betts would often
threaten Mrs. Smith and her

her when her 18-year-old son, George, se-
cured his .44-caliber revolver.

“If you don’'t release mother I'll kill
vou on the spot,’”’ exclaimed Smith., But
no sooner had the remark been made
when Betts sprang toward the young man
and tried to take the gun from him. Dur-
ing the tussle Smith shot wildly three
times, two loads striking his brother and
sister, one in the side and the other in
the hand.

After seeing what Smith did Betts be-
gan to release his hold on the boy, and
when the opportunity came Smith fired
the fatal shot, which struck Betfts Jjust
over the heart. The injured man, be-
wildered, walked outside the door, but
immediately returned. He started toward
yvoung Smith, when he dropped dead.

Immediately after the shooting ‘Smith
went to Officer Ackerman and surren-
dered, telling him what he had done,
saying: “‘It was for mother's sake.”

Betts, who recently moved here from
Harrington, was a dealer and trainer in
thoroughbred rabbit and bird dogs and
well known among the gunners.

Young Smith is employed around Mil-
ford at odd jobs and has a very gcod
character. It was on Thanksglving Eve
that he purchased the revolver with
which he did the shooting, and at the
time stated he was going to protect his
mother and her ' children, making a re-
mark that Betts was very cruel to them,

At the coroner’s inquest this afternoon
a verdict that John Betfs came to his
death by the hands of George Smith was
rendered, although. Several present ex-
pected him to be exonerated, which might
have been the .case had he not made the
remarks while purchasing the revolver.
He ig now in Milford jail without 'bail,
and will probably be transferred to
(Georgetown jail tomorrow. :

Ellicott City, Md.. January 19.—One of |
the most spectacular fires of years took

place in Ellicott City today, when the]

barn and stable on the place of Dr. |
Thomas Boyle Owings was destroved.
Farlier in the evening this barn was 01‘1;
fire, but it was put out without doing
but about 5:30 P. M. the
fire again broke out in the barn and soon
the entire building was in flames. Wil-
liam Bacon, colored, who was in the

stable milking the cows, discovered the
fire, and before he was ablc to get all the
cows and horses out he was surrounded
by nre and had to jump through a win-
dow. However, before he left the place
he turned all the animals loose and
whipped them out of the burning building.

1The origin is unknown. 'The fire burned
with great rapidity and the most serious
feature of it was the fact that Dr. Thomas
B. Owings, who is 82 years old, was con-
fined to hig bed by illness, from which his
death is expected any moment. When the
fire gained headway the ambulance of
Easton’s Sons was summoned and kept in
readiness at the front door of the house
to remove Dr. Owings if the dwelling
took fire. However, owing to the remark-
able work of the students of the Rock Hill
College, assisted by people from around
the county, the roof of the house was
kept soaked wilh water.

Students Fight Fire.

The fire-fighters on the roof were in
charge of Philip B. Taliaferro and Leo
two of the Rock Hill football
team. Water was supplied to them by
other Rock Hill boyg and men from about
Ellicott City in buckets, Victor Dorr,
who was the water boy for the Rock Hill
football squad this past season, lived up
to his name in passthg water this even-
ing. Messrs. Harold B. Harding and
Thomas Harding, of Ellicott City, were in
charge of the fighters on top of the corn
crib and carriage-house, and it was
through thelir efforts, ably assisted Dby
people from about the county, that these
buildings were saved. The corn crib and
carriage-house are only situated about 15
feet from the burning bullding, and it
was with the greatest difficulty that these
were prevented from taking fire.

In this carriage-bouse was an old piano,
one of the very first that was made, and
which wag greatly prized by Dr. and Mrs.
Owings. This was one of the first things
that was removed to & place of safety.
As the house, carriage-house, corn crib,
barn and stable are extremely close fto-
gether the Catonsville Fire Company No.
5. was telephoned and their chauffeur
made a new. record from Catonsville to
Ellicott City. The distance from their
quarters to the scene of the fire is a
little over four miles, and they bung up
a record of six minutes over rough roads
and up one of the steepest hilg in Ellicott
City. It was largely through their efforts
that the fire was confined to the one
building. i

Wanted to Leave Sick Bed.

The fire greatly excited Dr. Owings and
he insisted on getting out of bed and
taking charge of the fight. He was at-
tended by Drs. William C. Stone, Frank
C. Miller and W. Rushmer White, and
was filnally quieted and convinced that his
house wag not in danger. People from all
sections of the county gathered about.
Automobiles were parked all over the
front lawn, their occupants having pulled
in from the pike as they passed by. The

The plaintiffs allege that the primary
cause for the ice gorging in . the Sus-
quehanna River just below Port Deposit
in January, 1910, and the disaster that
followed, was a number of piling which
were allowed to remaln In the channel
of the river after the new Baltimore and
Ohio Rallroad bridge at Aiken was com-
pleted. It is also claimed that the pil-
ing was ordered removed from the river
by the War Department, but this order
was not complied with.

The total amount of damages claimed
exceeds $100,000, Shortly after the ice
gorge and flood the Maryland Legisla-
ture, which was in sesgslon at the time,
appropriated $20,000 toward relieving the
suffering resulting from the flood and
gorge.
