PAYING CALLWHEN STRICKEN |

Cheerfully Talking With Miss Edna
M. Kreiner, He Suddenly Suffers
Fatal Attack—Sister of the Girl
Hushqs for a Physician While
Mother Tries to Revive Him—
Girl Whom He Was Visiting Now
Under Doctor’s Care. |

While making a call on his sweetheart,
Miss Hdna M. Kreiner, 16 years old, 618
Clinton avenue, Northwest Baltimore,
George H. Davis, 19 years old, 1939 Fred-
erick avenue, fell dead in the parlor of
her home last night. |

Apparently in the best of health, Davis
arrived at the house shortly after 8
o'clock. He cheerfully greeted Miss Krei-
ner, her mother and her sisters. The young
couple then retired to the parlor and
were discussing happenings of the week,
Wwhen suddenly the youth pressed his hand
0 his side and complained of ‘'pains
pround his heart. He then told her of

iolent heart attacks he experienced since
‘ecovering from grip less than a year
ago.

Within a few minutes, however, he
again seemed to be relieved and the con-
versation was continued, ILess than five
minutes afterward he fell to the floor,
face downward. Miss Kreiner screamed
and her sisters and mother rushed into
the room. His coat was removed and his
arms and head were bathed with cold
water and salt. A sister of Miss Kreiner
summoned Dr. Robert A. Murray, 510
North Fremont avenue.

When the physician arrived - at the
house the young man was lying on the
floor unconscious. All efforts to revive
him proved futile and after a more thor-
ough examination he was pronounced
dead., The Northwestern Police Station
was notified and Coroner Macht gave a
verdict of death due to heart failure.

When told that the young man wgs

dead, Miss Kreiner and her mother, Mrs.:

Catherine Kreiner, were overcome. They
were sent to their beds and given med-
ical attention. The body of Davis was
removed to his home in the Northwestern
police ambulance. '

Without notification of the tragic death
of her son, Mrs. Davis answered the call
of the police at her door and when told
the truth she swooned. A physician was
called and her husband, who was out
visiting, was sent for. When revived
she became hysterical and at a late hour
last night was still in a serious condition.
Mr. Davis was also deeply affected by the
tragedy, but was forced to hide most of
his sorrow owing to the condition of his
wife. |

The young couple were employed at the
HElite Laundry and met at their place of
employment more than a year ago.
Friendship soon ripened into love, and
not long after their meeting Davis be-
came a frequent visitor at the Kreiner
home. He escorted his youthful sweet-
heart to her home after their day’s work
and although relatives of the young
couple claimed to know nothing of it, it
was sald that they were engaged to be
married.

DIES DURING OPERATION

Mrs. Raboski Expires Suddenly at

3 Franklin Street Hospital.

‘Believed to have been suddenly seized
with a hemorrhage while submitting to a
slight operation for a nasal obstruction at
the Franklin street Eye, Ear and Throat
Hospital last Friday, Mrs. Hattie Raboski,
27 years old, wife of Abraham Raboski,
1735 East Pratt street, died within five
minutes after being placed on the operat-
ing table, and while still under an
anesthetic. Although the young” woman's
relatives were led to believe that the
woman died from an overdose of ether
administered prior to the operation, this
statement was denied at the hospital and
by the operating physician. Coroner J. C.
Jeffers, of the Western district, was noti-
fied after .the death and he 1is investi-
gating.

For some time past Mrs. Raboskl had |

suffered with a slight deafness in one of
her ears. Last Friday she decided to go
to the hospital.
Dr. Thomag C. Worthington it was found
that ‘a slight growth had formed in the
nose¢. EBEverything was prepared for the
operation. An anesthetic was adminis-
tered, but it was found that the first dose
was not sufficient to deaden the pain and
more was administered. A few minutes
later the woman was seized with convul-
sions and expired a short while later. Dr.

Worthington, when seen last night at his

office, 1022 Madison avenue, said:

Death was due primarily to the effects
of ether and secondarily to a convulsion.
which probably ruptured a blood vesse]l in
her brain. When she reported at the
hogpital for the operation she said she

was suffering from a slight deafness in|
one of her ears, and we decided after an

examination that this deafness might be
relieved by a slight nasal operation. Be-
fore administering the ether, I personally
examined her and found her heart in nor-
mal condition., We then administered the
ether, and 1 proceeded with the nasal
operation. While operating, -I noticed
that the patient was not entirely under
the influence of the ether, and I asked
my assistant to administer more. Shortly
afterward Mrs. Raboski suffered a convul-
sion, and immediately I stopped the opera-
tion. I then used every means known to

medical science to restore the patient to

but after some time 1
efforts were futile, as she

consciousness,
found that my
had died.

I really think during the convulgion
8. blood vessel burst in her brain, which
caused her death. She was the first
patient of mine who had died while 1
was performing an operation, and it af-
fected me very much. It was one of the
hardest duties of my life when 1 was
forced to go to her mother, who was wait-

ing outside the room, and inform her that

her daughter had died. .

Besides her husband, Mrs. ', Raboski is

survived by her parents (Mr. and Mrs.
Max Rudolph) and two sisters (Mrs. I.ena
Rudolph' and Misg Ida Rudolph) and two
brothers (Messrs. Abraham R. Rudolph
and David R. Rudolph). The funeral took
place vesterday afternoon. Burial was in
Hebrew Cemetery. ~

Hope for Recovery of Baltimore

County Physician Abandoned.

Seriously 1ill with grippal pneumonia
Dr. Guilford Dudley Wilkinson, the aged
father of Dr. A. L., Wgkinson, of Raspe-
burg, lies in o precarioug a condition at
the home of his son, Belair road and Cole
avenue, that all hope for his recovery has
been dissipated.

Dr, Wilkinson’s son, who is attending
him, called in Dr. Willlam H. Smith, as-
sociate in medicine at the University of
Maryland, yesterday for consultation.
After the physicians had thoroughly gone
over the patient’s condition they: issued
the statement that no hope for the aged
physician’s final recovery could be main-
tained. The patient. last night was re-
ported as delirious, with only short
periods of intervening consciousness, and
it was said that the consolidation of the
lung tissue is advancing rapidly in spite
of every effort that is being put forth to
stay the fatal climax. ,

With fthe unique subject, The Bibleﬂ
Its Title Page, as his text, the Rev. Dr.
J. H. Hertz, rabbi of the Orach Hayim |
Congregation, *New York ecity, delivered

a scholarly and instructive address at
the MeCulloh Street Synagogue last night
before a large audience. Dr. Hertz for
gseveral years has been living in South
Africa, but recently he accepted a call
to the metropolis. This is his first ap- |
pearance in Baltimore. He is one of the
most learned rabbis in America, and there
are many who believe that he will be
elected to. the position of chief rabbi of
Great Britain at the election which takes
place next month. -

In opening his address the speaker
made the assertion that the Bible is much !
more renowned than read. With the
words appearing on the title page of the !
sacred book as suggestions to many lines
of inquiry, he traced the history of the
Bible down through the ages, pointing
out how so many different versions of it
have come into existence. Perhaps the
most interesting statement of Dr. Hertz

literature. - ““One can never really under-
stand the best . in ‘English literature nor
write beautiml English until he has
studied the Bible,”” he declared.

“The holy book hasg in almost every
case been the first book written in any
of the European languages,” Dr. He-rt:c]
said. “It has been translated into 4”!
languages, and, during the last 100 years.
more than 200,000,000 copies of it have
been distributed all over the world. Few [
are aware of the fact. but it was the
first book written in England, for in 790 |
parts of it were translated into the lan- |
guage then in use in England. The Bible
alone among® books creates languages and |
layvs the foundations for literature.”

After an interesting discussion of the

history and influence of the Bible, Dr.

it had its origin. He described the re-
markable climate of Palestine, which he
declared within a radius of 50 120 miles,
had eclimatic conditions suited for the
esquimo or the hottetnot. He gave an
excellent description of the famous River
Jordan, a stream which rises about 9,000
feet above the sea level and flows into
the 'Dead Sea, which is the lowest spot
on the face-of the earth.

“One of the most curious facts in con-
nection with the Bible,” said the speaker,
“js the infrequently noted fact that it
has no universal name, It is valled by
many different titles, and he detailed the
numerous titles under which the famous

book is read.

) down that their fears were set at rest.

For more than six hours the sections
named were plunged in darkness until re-
pairs were made. :

Shortly after 9 o’clock last night, with
a report that could be heard for a distance
of three city blocks, the heavy wire broke,
directly in front of the Fairmotunt House.
The wire, heavily charged, fell across a

barbed wire fence running along the place

and each time as it swayed in the breeze
and touched the wire of the fence a
shower of varicolored sparks was sent in

1all directions.

Near the barbed wire fence is a large
wooden barm and smoke could be seen
coming from this building as the feed
wire touched it. Fearing that a fire might
occur, Willlam P. Fosler, a night watch-
man at the Fairmount House, telephoned
the Highlandtown fire company. The Can-
ton and Highlandtown companies respond-
ed, but when they arrived found nothing
to do.
