He quoted the. government's position
that the Hepburn law, in‘*providing that
rates should be set aside if after a hear-
ing the commission should be of the
opinion that the charge was unreasonable,
meant that the commission’'s findings as
to unreasonableness of fates was not sub-
ject to review by the courts. |

The Justice in reply pointed to that
clause in the law which required a *“full
hearing” to be accorded, and the uni-
versal course of decisions in this country
that an administrative order by the gov-
ernment was void if issued without a
hearing or if the hearing was inadequate
or unfair.

He stated the government's further
contention that Congress required the
commission to obtain information to
enable it to perform its duties, and that,
therefore. when it issued an order it
was presumed to have obtained informa-
tion to support its findings.

Entitled to a Hearing.

“Such a construction,” said’the Justice,
“would nullify the right to a hearing—
for manifestly ‘there is no hearing when
the party does not know what evidence
i« offered of considered or is not given
an opportunity to test, or explain, - or
repudiate it. The information gathered

A HUSBAND’S ADVICE
A Wife May Recover Damages for

- Loss of It,

Washington, January 20.—A husband's
advice to his wife may possibly be of
such a .pecuniary value that the Wwife
may recover damages for loss of it, ac-
cording to a decision today by the Su-

preme Court.

The court reversed, however, a judg-
ment of $12,000 awarded in the United
States District Court for Northern Ohio,
to. the administrator of the estate of Al-
bert Wisemiller, killed while working on
the Michigan Central Railroad, because
the trial judge had erred in allowing dam-
ages to-the widow for loss of the hus-
band's advice and care without there hav-
ing been any allegations or evidence of
such loss.

The court, in the opinion by Justice
Lurton, decided that under the employers’
liability act for 1908 relatives of an eln-
ploye, who lives several hours or longer
qfter an accident are entitled to recover
damages just as if the employe had been

‘killed ipstantly.

Railroad lawyers have sought to estab-
lish a doetrine that the statute allowed
an employe to sue for injuries and al-
lowed his relatives to sue only when
killed instantly. They contended that if

the employe lived several hours and then | fore a divorce could be obtained. He also

died, his death extinguished not only his

own cause of action, but that of his rela- 1
tives. - -

This contention, the court- held. was
erroneous. State laws which provide
otherwise, Justice Lurton sald, must give
way as far as interstate commerce was
concerned, at least until Congress should
repeal the federal law.

Charleston, 8. (., January 20.—An-
other tragedy of the sea was recorded
bere today when Captain Ree, of the
Dutch steamship Phecda, reported the
sinking of a large Danish tramp
steamer about 50 miles off Plymouth,
England, on December 26 during a hur-
ricane.

Most of the testimony before the Com-
mittee on Ways and Means at three ses-
sions today and tonight while under the
general subject of the agricultural sched-
ule of the Payne-Aldrich Law, bore on
citrus products, an industry that repre-
sents $200,000,000 investment on the Pa-
cifiec Coast.

The Citrus Protective League, of (Cali-
fornia, comprising growers and shippers
of oranges and lemons, and the Fruit
Growers’ Exchange, which Chairman Un-
derwood, of the committee, insisted was
the . selling agency for these producers,
contended for retention ¢f the present
duty on its products. The gpokesman for
these interests was G. H. Powell, of Los
Angeles, formerly acting chief of the
Bureau of Plant Industry.

Want Tariff Eliminated.

The New York Fruit Exchange, com-
prising jobbers, importers, commission
merchants and brokers, demanded elim-
ination of the lemon tariffs. Its spokes-
man, Eugene M. Travis, of New York,
called the California industry a ‘“‘“trust”
that had earned ‘“abnormal profits,” and
declared it was the beneficiary of nrdue
taxation on a household necessity.

SENATORJACKSON INTRODUCES|

A RECLAMATION BILL.

If It Becomes a Law It WIll Restore
to Agricultural Uses Thousands

of Acres of Swamp Lands—Sen-

ator Jackson Explains His Meas-
ure — State Law

Eastern Shore Interested.

Thousands of acres of swamp lands in

Maryland, at present utterly useless for |

agriculture and a menace to health and
sanitation, will be restored to fruitful ac-
tivity and will add to the wealth of the
state when a bill introduced in the Sen-
ate by Senator Jackson today becomes
effective. “The Depariment of Agricul-
ture has had for some time an engineer,
with headquarters at KEaston, who has
been making surveys of the swamp lands
of the state, and particularly the Hastern
Shore, and who had prepared projects
based on these surveys for the reclama-
tion of these lands and their restoration
to fertility. Mr. Jackson’s bill will pro-
vide guthority for the United States gov-
ernment to reclaim all these lands.
Immediately on taking his seat in the

retary of Agriculture, Mr., Wilson, fo
confer with him upon what had been
done by the government in regard to the
swamp lands of Maryland. At his re-
quest Mr. Wilson had his officials lay Dbe-
fore Mr. Jackson an exhaustive resume
of all that has been done. Mr. Wilson
assured Mr. Jackson that the govern:
ment would heartily co-operate with the
State of Maryland in reclaiming the
waste Jlands, and upon this assurance
Mr. Jackson prepared the bill which he
introduced today.

Senator Jackson Explains.
The bill is best described by Senator

tary of Agriculture shall make investiga-
tions and surveys of the swamp and
overflowed lands of Maryland and devise
plans for their drainage, with estimates
of the cost of such projects. Second, that
he shall make an annual printed repo:rt
to Congress as the result of his investi-
gations and the status of the drainage
projects under way. Third, that if he
finds such projects. feasible he shall let

| legislature of 1912 passed a law providing

for the formation of drainage districts
and the appointment of drainage commis-
sioners, with additional powers, notably
the power to- issue bonds. This is an
admirable law, but defective in fthat it
does not provide for a consistently de-
veloping reclamation. =~ The drainage of
these lands in Maryland is so vast a
project that it reguires more than local
needs to stimulate the enterprise. My bill
provides for co-operation between these
local bodies and the Secretary of Agricul-
ture, in that the Secretary of Agriculture

| is authorized to furnish plans and speci-

ficationg for the wvarious local b{:ua_rds.
This would result in all drainage projects
being conducted in a scientific and fore-

gighted manner.
The Department of Agriculture is well

equipped to undertake this work.
Eastern Shore Will Benefit,

The Department of Drainage Investl-
gation has already conducted important
investigations of drainage projects in
Maryland, notably, in fhe Sycamore Bot-
tom of the Potomac River, in the sec-
tion near Seneca, Montgomery county,
along the same river, in the Perry Pond
section of Talbot county, and in sections
along the Pocomoke River and Marumsco
Creek. My bill refers only to Maryland,
but the proposition is a vast one. The
Eastern Shore will be benefited in par-
ticular by the provisions of this bill. The
peculiar character of much of that sec-
tion makes drainage absolutely neces-
sary. - There are vast areas notably in
Talbot, Dorchester, Wicomico, Worcester
and Somerset counties easily capable of
being transformed into fertile fields by
skillful drainage, It is difficult indeed
to realize the advantages to come to the
material interests of this state from
scientific reclamation, In the West,
desert lands are being reclaimed by put-
ting on water. Is it not just as im-
portant to reclaim the swamp lands of
the East by taking off the water?"”

Sepator Jackson’s bill was referred to
the Committee on Public Lands, of
which committee Mr. Jackson is 4 mem-
ber. He will at tomorrow’s meeting of
this committee ask an opportunity when
the committee will give him a hearing at
which he will explain in detail purposes
of the bill and the great benefits which
it will accomplish for not only the peo-
ple of Maryland, but in a broader and
national sense, because these lands
reclaimed will make splendid trucking
farms on which will( be produced great
quantities of vegetables whose ready ac-
cess to the great markets of the coun-
try will prove a material factor in ad-
justing and reducing the present high

cost of living.

Measure Sent by Senate Back to
Conferehce After a Bitter At-
tack on It—Obnoxious Provision
Calls for a Certificate'of Charac-
ter From Emigrants—Places in |
Hands of Russia Power to Pre-;

vent Jews From Emigrating.

Washington, January 20.—Control that
Russia and other countries might exer-
cise over emigration to the United States
led the Senate today to refuse to ac-
cept the conference report on the Bur-
nett-Dillingham Immigration Bill. The
bill was sent back to conference with the
Benate’s disapproval of the provision re-
quiring certificates of character from
immigrants coming from countries where
such certificates are issued, -

Thisg feature of the, bill was attacked
by Senatorg La Kollette, O'Gorman, Root,
Stone and others as dangerous to the fu-
ture of American immigration. The pro-
vision had been recommended by the fed-
eral immigration officials. Senator Lodge,
in charge of the conference report, asked
that the bill be sent back to conference

where the “certificate of character’” pro- r'

vision probably will be eliminated:

“I pbelieve the introduction of this clause
was at the sincere desire of the immigra-
tion officials, to aid them in keeping out
members of the Black Hand and the Ca-
morra,” sald Senater Root. “Bul it
would open the door to foreign countries
to llmit or prevent the right of citizens
to emigrate to the United States.

Directed Against Criminals.

“It was evidently directed against the
evils resulting from the immigration of
criminals, who .are making collections
and groups of the most desperate crim-
inpals in New York. I believe the immi-
gration officials were thinking of Italian
criminals, and not of Russian citizens, in
framing this clause, but its effect might
be serious to the best character of immi-
gration we now have.”

Hundreds of telegrams and protests
were received by the Senate early in the
day from Jewish societies and immigra-
tion organizations. It was claimed that
Russia, by refusing to issue certificates
of character to Jews or other clitizens,
could practically stop emigration to the
United States.

Senator La Follette criticised the power
exercised by conference committees ' in
putting new matter into bills so that it
could not be amended in the Senate or
the House. - |

“Phe rules and régulations of the Sen-
ate and House have been so framed and
so built up and engrafted upon by prece-
dent as to put the legislation of this Con-
gress in the hands of a few men,” de-
clared Senator La Follette in the Senate
today, speaking against the conference
report.

“I hope the time is coming when these
two bodies will be made more democratic
and more responsive to the public will,”

he added.
Gives Power to Russia.

Senator Lodge contended that the pro- |

vision did not affect Russian immigrants
and held that the conferees had nof ex-
ceeded their authority.

Senator La Follette declared Russia
could prevent its people leaving for the
United States by refusing to issue cer-
tificates of good character. Russians who
now come to the United States surrepti-
tiously, he said, would under the new

‘““All those who believe in republican

{ principles of government could be refused

a certificate,”” he sald. ‘“Russia knows
that one free tongue in New York is more
harmful to Russia than 10,000 shackled
subjects in Siberia.

“Russia does not want these people
seeking freedom admitted to the United
States, and I belleve that is why some
others do not want them admitted; for
these people are a menace to plutocracy,
and there are certain people in this coun-
try who do not faver encouraging the

menace to plutmracy.”
