MILLIONAIRE, STOP HERE.

NEAR END OF LENGTHY TOUR

Entirely for Pleasure Mother and|

Son, From New York, Drive
Through 33 Countries, at Times
Daring Death at Hands of Can-
nibals and Claws of Tigers—At-
tend the Durbar in India—At the

Belvedere.

A J0-horse-power, phaeton-bodied auto-

mobile stopped in front of the Belvedere
Hotel yesterday afternoon, and a fresh-
faced young man in his early twenties
and a little woman, who scarcely ap-

peared to be his elder, got out. They
were  Melvin A. Hall and his mother,
Mrs. William A. Hall, of 1008 Fifth ave-
nue, New York city, who for the last 20
months have been circling the globe in
their machine. Exactly 39,600 miles have
been traversed, and pretty nearly every
country in Europe and Asia has been
visited by the plucky wanderers.

Mr. Hall is 24 years old, a graduate
of Princeton University, class of 1910,
and the son of William A. Hall, the mil-
lionaire New Yorker. ‘‘The most inter-
esting feature of the trip,”” he said in
narrating his adventures and mishaps, at
the Belvedere, ‘‘was the fact that my
mother and I had no intention of making
such a remarkable trip when we left
America on the Adriatic in July, 1911
We ‘did’ every country in Europe except
Norway, Russia and Greece, and it was
not until we were in Sicily and received

invitations to the Durbar in India that &

we suddenly declded to right on
around the world.”

automobiling that amateurs have made
such a trip,” said Mr. Hall. ‘“Four or
five times before professionals have done
it, but in every case their sole object was
to get around.

here in the United States.
Traveled Nearly 40,000 Miles.

“We had an awful time in New Mex-
ico, owing to the blizzard we encountered
there, and in the Middle West the Ohio
River did its best to drown us. We
passed through 33 countries, and we
went almost 40,000 miles. I did all the
driving and attended to the machine—a
Packard—for the entire time. Five thou-
sand gallons of gasoline were used, and

COMMITTEE ON CHARITIES

M. & M. Takes Up Matter for Busi-

ness Men.
At a meeting of the general committee
of the Merchants and Manufacturers’ As-
sociation yesterday afternoon to take up

the report of the subcommittee appointed
to consider the matter of the indorsement
of charities it was recommended that a
committee of seven, consisting of two
representatives from the assoclation, two
from the Chamber of Commerce, two
from the City Club and one to be elected
by the other six, be appointed. These
men will arrange plans for the establish-
ment of a permanent charities indorse-
ment committee to pass on schemes of a
charitable and advertising nature. It
was also recommended that an advisory
committee, consisting of one representa-
tive from each trade organization in Bal-
timore, be appointed to co-operate with
the executive committee to formulate
plans for the establishment of the perma-
nent committee and to outline the extent
of its activities.

Those present at yesterday’s meeting
were Messrs. Hans Froelicher, J. W. Ma-
gruder, W. H. Maltbie, H. C. Sheridan,
Robert J. Beacham and John R. Carey.
The recommendations of the committee
will be gent to the Chamber of Commerce
and the City Club for their approval.

The object of the movement is the es-
tablishment of a committee representing
the business men of Baltimore to pass
upon charitable schemes and advertising
propositions which are presented to them.
It is pointed out that many such propo-

sitions are presented to busy men, who
have no time to investigate them.

plans investigated by the charities in-
dorsement committee, and when a propo-
sition is made to a business man by call-
ing up the committee he can instantly
ascertain whether the scheme is one that
deserves support or condemnation. The
work will in no way conflict with that of
the Federated Charities. It .is proposed
to have the headquarters of the commit-
tee at the offices of the Merchants and
Manufacturers’ Association, which has,
for .the present, volunteered to perform
a1l of the clerical work incident to the
establishment of the proposed committee.
It is estimated that the expense of such

a committee will amount aEproximately
to $1,000 a year. Among other activities

of the committee will be the preparing
of an approved list of charitable organi-

zations and advertising schemes.
