BIG CUT IN COTTON RATES
House Committéee May Reduc’e it

to Five Per Cent.

Washington, January 22.—The tariff on
cotton manufactures may be cut to a
minimum ad valorem as low as o per
cent. The minimum under the Underwood
bill that was pressed by the Democrats in
the House in 1911.and 1912, and that so
far stands as the tentative basis of the
Democrat cotton revision program, is 19
per cent.

This was the development today after

the Ways and Means Committee had
heard witnesses representing both the
Northern and Southern cotton industry.

The hearing room was crowded all day |

with the manufacturers, importers and
otherg -interested in the revision plan,
under which the Democratic leaders con-
tend that the burden resting upon fhe
people, owing to the cost of cotton cloth-

Special Cablegram to The American,
Constantinople, January 22.— Yielding

to the demands of the powers, which it
now appeﬁrs amounted to nothing less
the Grand Council
of the Ottoman Empire decided late to-
day to cede the fortress of Adrianople to
the Balkan alies and to leave to the

' powers the question of the disposal of

the Aegean-Islands. |
This action, it is believed here, will

lead to the resumption of the peace con-
ference in London tomorrow and an early
termination thereof, with the allles com-
plete victors in the war with Turkey and
in the diplomatic conflict that followed
it, without further bloodshed.

Some surprise was occasioned by the
action of the Grand Counecil today, as
only yesterday the Porte sent instruc-

tions to its delegates in London to ob-

tain from the powers explanations of cer-
tain passages in the powers’ note which
were considered indefinite.

The powers’ note, parts®of which were
made public’' today, was' composed in the

strongest terms.

“The government (Turkey),” said the
note, “would only have itself to blame

this port on January 20 for Charleston if the prolongation of the war bhad as a

consequence to put in question the fate
of the capital and perhaps to extend

hostilities to the Aslatic provinces of the |

empire. In that case the Turkish govern-
ment could not count on the success of
the efforts of the powers to preserve it
from dangers against which they had al-

‘ready warned ‘it and which they once

more warned it to aveoid.”
The powers then reminded the Porte

that after the conclusion of§ peace it

. would need the moral and material sup-

port of the powers to recover from the
effects of the war. The powers inti-
mated that Turkey would be unable even
to develop the only territory left to her
unless she had the benevolent support of
the powers and it was plainly stated that
Turkey could not expect such Support
unless she deferred to the counsel of the
powers. Following an impassioned ad-

dress by the grand vizier, Kiamil Pasha, !

the Grané Council almost unanimously
agreed to accede to the wishes of the
powers and instructed the Grand Vizier
to telegraph their decision to the dele-

' gates in London forthwith.

New York, January 22.—Timothy D.

Sullivan, congressman-elect from this eity,

today was adjudged an incompetent by a
sheriff’s jury. Four physiciang pronounced
him incapable of takiug' care of his prop-
erty, which is estimated to be worth
about $1,000,000. Mr. Sullivan has been a
patient at a private sanitarium since last
September. He is suffering from ‘“‘maniac-
al depressive insanity,” according to one

of the medical witnesses, another of whom
testified that a cure was ‘‘possible but
not probable.”

No recommendations regarding commit-
tees for the person and the property of
Mr. Sullivan were made by the jury, and
his attorney declared he would not rec-
ommend any one, but leave the matter to
the discretion of the court.
