Rockefeller's examination,

Chairman - Pujo announced after
executive session that he would arrange
with the counsel for Mr. Rockefeller and
endeavor to make the examination as soon
as the committee concludes its oral hear-
ings. " He gaid he would probably visit
Mr. Rockefeller, with Mr. TUntermyer,
next week. Mr. Rockefeller is :now at
Palm Beach, Fla.

The lneldent was reepeued by the ap-
pearance of Dr. Walter T. (“hﬂp_pell per-
sonal physician to Mr. Rockefeller, who
verified his-afhdavit setting forth that an
patient might cause
serious physical results. He described at
length Mr. Rockefeller's ailments.

Dr. Chappell said Mr. Rockefeller suf-
fered from four separate conditions.
First, he said, he was subject to spasms
of the larynx, which cut off the air from
his lungs. Such spasms the Doctor sald,
were brought about by excitement. Sec-
ond, he sgaid, the patient suffered from
oedema of t.he larynx. The third condl-
tion was laryngeal hemorrhages.

“Mr. Rockefeller suffered from a hem-
orrhage during his recent trip to Nas-
sau,” added Dr. Chappell.

Laryngeal Spasms.

The last condition, the witness sald,
was an irritation of the larynx likely
to be brought on by attempts to speak.
Dr. Chappell said that when Dr. C. W,
Richardson examined Mr. Rockefeller,
the committee’s specialist ceuld not know
of the ‘Iaryngeal spasms’” from which
he suffered.

Repreeentatwe Byrnes, of South Caro-
lina, took up the examination.

“You know Dr. Richardson said Mr.
Rockefeller would be able to stand an
hour's examination?’ he asked.

. “Yes. But Dr. Richardson never saw
Mr. Rockefeller in one of those laryngeal
spasms. Mr. Rockefeller has not talked
for more than 20 minutes since his last

| operation.”

“Do you think if several members of
the committee went to Mr. Rockefeller

and had the reporter sit at his ell)ene.-"i

and examined him with the utmost cour-
tesy, he could stand a brief examina-
tien?” asked Representative Neeley.
