originally put aside for bond insurance,
Mr. Hill makes the point that the com-
pany is now insolvent. The petition states
that the receivers were®ll former direc-
tors of the company and have been work-
ing in the interest of the company in-
stead of for the creditors.

The receivers filed an answer alleging
the solvency of the company and the
court refused the prayer.

prany a fund of $200,000 in the hands of
the state treasurer of Maryland.
