Sixteen eggs, one pound almonds, one-
half cupful cracker crumbs. one teaspoon-
ful baking powder, rind of one lemon,
juice of one-half lemon.

Directions.—Beat the "FO]LR and sugar
well together. Grind the almonds through
the chopper, alse the crackers; mix all,
with the grated rind of lemon, carefully
_ Beat whites of nine eggs aund
cut these into the mixture very carefully,
with the baking powder. Bake in a long
pan three-quarters bhour. Beat the remain-
ing whites very light with one .cupful of
sugar and lemon julce; take a handful of
nuts from the pound, blanch, cut and
sprinkle over the top; put into the oven
until a delicate brown; fresh-grated cocoa-
nut may be splmld{ed_ also. This is a
most delicious cake, and you need have
no fears because there is no flavor in it.
If directions are carefdlly .followed it *mll
be just right.
