PARI-MUTUEL BETTING

To Be Used During Charleston Meet-

ing, Which Opens Tomorrow.

Charleston, S. C., January 23.—From
all parts of the country racing men and
horses are pouring into this city by boat
and train for the opening of the Charles-
ton Fair and Racing Association meet at
Palmetto Park,” which starts Saturday.
With the meet but two days off, the city
1s rapidly filling with horsemen from the
Kentucky and Mexico tracks, as well as
from New York. Upward of 600 thor-
oughbreds are in active training at the
track, and more are on their way.

Many horsemen that have raced in
Kentucky and Mexico this winter have
gshipped their stables here for the coming
meet. Several carloads of horses have
arrived from the tracks around New
York, where the horses have been going
in good fashion since the close of racing
at Norfolk. Many Broadway celebrities
accompanjed the animals, and 'nearly
everyone expects to stick it out for the
season. Of course, the way the ponies
run will decide this.

The signals are all set now for an un-
qualifiedly successful race meet. What-
ever doubts were expressed were dis-
pelled by Representative Miller’'s bill to
permit the operation of the pari-mutuels
on the Carolina tracks. This system of
laying odds was a big success in Ken-
tucky and other states, and the machine
bettors are expected to boom the sport.

"To Bar Battles to Finish.

Reno, Nev., January 23.—Governor
QOddie has sounded the death knell of
prizefighting in Nevada,. so far as finish
contests are concerned, in' a message to the
state legislature, which convened yester-
day. He recommends the repeal of the
present ‘law allowing finish fights upon
payment of a  license fee of $1,000, and
recommends an amendment fixing 20-round
battles with a reduced fee as substitute.

The message says: ‘‘The good reputa-
tion of Nevada has suffered from the so-
called prizefight law. The small material
| penefit which the. state hasg received from
the operation of this law has been many
times offset by the adverse advertising we
have received. I recommend a modifica-
tion of the present law to conform to the
statutes of other states, namely, limiting
the number of rounds in such contests to
90 and peducing the license.”

The Jeffries-Johnson fiasco, held in Reno
Julyfﬂ 1910, is directly responsible for
the Governor's recommendation. This huge
fiasco disgusted the state and a feeling
was engendered which practically drove
the Johnson-Flynn fight out of Nevada
after a site had been selected. The legis-
lature will undoubtedly enact the measure

recommended by the Governor.
