Hobble skirts were worn by the Ro-
mans, according to Prof. Gordon J.
lL.aing, of the University of Chicago, who
delivered an illustrated lecture on Ro-
man Africa yesterday afternoon Dbefore
a large .audience in Mc¢Coy Hall. Profes-
sor Laing, who was at one time a Johns
Hopkins man, is now occupying the
chair of Latin at Chicago University.
During the last two years he has been
abroad, lecturing before the studens of
the American School of Classical Studies
in Rome.  His address yesterday was
given at the invitation of the Baltimore
moclety of the Archeological Institute of
Amerilca.

The lecturer’s reference to the classic
nobble skirt was made when a much-be-
hobbled statue of a Roman lady was
shown in one of the many excellent
pictures thrown upon the screen. ‘‘Yes,
it really seems that the ladies who lived
in those early days wore the hobble,
too,” he said, much to the amusement
0f the audience, who saw before them
& genuine twentieth century skirt, which
was evidently proving a handicap fto
the wearer in her efforts to dance.

“The high cost of living is affecting
the inhabitants of modern Tunis just as
it 18 us,” said Professor Laing. ‘“My
guide was constantiy complaining of
the fact that he could afford but one
wife, and she simply had to have the
latest Parisian veils.
