Three Years in Warehouse.

These goods are permitted to remain
in the warehouse for a maximum period
of three years. The storage charges upon
all’ such goods belong to and are paid to
the warehouseman or to the ownrer of
the building, the government being in-
terested only.in the collection of the du-
tieg. on such goods. - The warehouseman,
however, pays for the labor of the store-
keeper, whose salary is $1,200 per an-
num,- which is paid by the government,
but reimbursable by the warehouseman.

It is thought that such an investment,
-after it becomes - established, would be a
profitable one to the owner of the build-
ing. It would be a great. convenience to
the importers of this city, particularly as
respecting . high wines and liquors and
foreign-grown tobacco, besideg importers
of what are called case goods, dry goods,
linens, -cloths and ' everything packed,
crated or cased.  The government is anx-
ious to .go the limit to accommodate
them, but must, however, safeguard Iits
own Interests; and that these interests
may be safeguarded and at the same time
the Importers’ interests thoroughly pro-
tected, because of the growth of impor-
tations here and therefore correspondihg-
ly .increased responsibility and work of
the appraising department, the Treasury
Department officials have been compelled
to instruct the collector at this port to
take the steps above referred to.
