Washington, January 24. — Secretary
Knox’s reply to the British protest
against the exemption of American
coastwise shipping from tolls: in the
Panama Canal having been reeceived in
l.ondon it is incumbent upon the British
Foreign Office to come to a decision at
olice ag to the course to be pursued in
the continuance of the negotiations; to
determine whether the efforts shall be
continued to adjust the
ferences between the two countries by
further exchanges or to accept Secretary
Knox’s offer to exchange ratificationg of

- the Knox-Bryce general arbitration treaty

as amended by the Senate and refer to
a4 special commission the task of finding
the actual facts as a basis for possible
arbltration.

Officials here are awalting this decision
with great interest because upon it will
depend the probability of President Taft
reaching a satisfactory settlement of the
question before he leaves office. If the
jritish government should decide to re-
gard as satisfactory the American state-
ment that its apprehensions for the fu-
ture treatment of British ghipping in the
canal are groundless, and will so express
itself, the incident will be closed, at
least for the time being, or until some
subsequent Congress might endeavor to
act in such a way as. to warrant the
charge of discrimination againstt foreign

shipping.
CAN CONFIRM FACTS.

Secretary Knox, in his note, expressly
invited the British government to exam-
ine the facts cited by him as a basis for
his statement that through Professor
Johnson's inclusion of American coast-
wise shipplng in his caleulations upon
which the tolls are fixed the British
objection that an unjust burden was to
be fastened upon British shipping has
peen completely met. It should not re-
quire. much time to confirm that state-
ment, as it is known that Professor John-
son's report is already in the possession
of the British Foreign Office, so that the
way ig clear to a speedy understanding.

/“S(rmﬂ of the botel and restaurant man-
agers, alarmed at the trend of the night's
events, said they anticipated asking
Sheriff Harburger to call out his 1,600
deputies to put down the digturbers of
the peace.

The more agitated among them added
they were conpsidaering a call on
Governor Sulzer for protection through
the militia. Tt was considered by most
of those chiefly concerned, however, that
the police were amply able to cope with
the situation,

Morgan & Co., the House Money Trust
Investigating <committee, closed for the
time being its financlal probe.

The statement of Mr. Davison, pre-
sénted by him as he 'left the witneass-
stand, was an an analytical argument
based on the tables and charts presented
to the committee, “purporting to show
control of $25,000,000 of resources by 180
directors.” The statement denied this
conclusion and set forth specifically that
the irm of Morgan & Co. ‘“‘believes that
there is no such thing, either in form or
in fact, as a money trust.” The com-
mittee did not allow the statement to
go into the record as testimony, but at
an executive meeting voted to allow it
to be recorded as an ‘“‘argument.’”’

Mr. Davison differed with Mr, Unfer-
myer, counsel for the committee, in his
assertions as to the concentration and
control of money and . credit, and the
lawyer was unable to shake the position
of the financier,

James J. Hill, railroad pioneer of the
Northwest, followed Mr. Davison on the
stand. He was examined briefly as (o
his affiliations with various banks and
rallroads. .

Robert Windsor, of the firm of- Kidder,
Peabody & Co.; and Gardner M. Lane,

Hine declared that he would not approve
a law enforecing the publicity of bank
assets or the publicity of bank stock-
