Following Passage of Law Which
Prohibits Companies From Ad-
vancing More Than Five Days’
Pay, Shipping Masters and Sail-
ors’ Boarding-house Keepers De-
mand Fifteen Days’ Wages for
Each Man.

What officials of the foreign steamship
companies operating out of this port de-
clare i8 an imposition has developed
through an galleged combine among the
sallors’ boarding-house keepers and ship-
ping masters, whereby seamen cannot
be secured to man the ships of the lines
unless a bonus of $20 per man is given.
This condition, it is said, has been
brought about following the passage by
Congress of a law which?went into effect
January 1 and by which vessels bound
north of the Hquator for oversea ports
are not permitted to advance more than
five days’ pay when new crews are taken
on.

The law, prior to January 1, it is un-
derstood, permitted an allowance of 15
days’ pay in advance to the seamen,
but under the new regulation the local
shipping masters, it 1s gsaid, are de-
manding a bonus of 15 days’ advance pay,
which means that if the steamship com-
panies want the men they have to pay
the bonus, which is $20, for each and
every seaman signing for the passage
across the Atlantic.

According . to what information could
be gathered, hundreds of American sea-
men were engaged by British ships on
thig slde, and when the vessels reached
their destination the men were discharged
and, receiving no pay, as it was con-
sumed by advances given on this side,
they were unable to get return billets.
Thus they became stranded and appealed
to the American consuls, many of the men
“having to be sent back to thig coun-
{ry at the expense of the United States
government,

The new law, a8 explained by one close-
lyv connected with the shipplng of sea-
men, was designed especially for the pro-
tectlon of the secamen in order that when
they completed the voyage they would
have part of their wages coming to them
on the other side. It is also stated that
the charges heretofore made by the ship-
ping masters here have been less for men
than at any port on the Atlantic Coast,
but under the new regulation the charges
for furnishing men will now be the same
as -elsewhere. 1t is stated that there is
a great scarcity of seamen of this class
on account of the voyage being short, and
the men who sign at a monthly rate of
wage only get a portion when the trip
ig ended. |

Representatives of the steamship com-
panies are making a strenuous objection
to giving theLﬂdvance asked, and there
is some talk of taking the matter be-
. fore the authorities at Washington ol
the charge that it is a conspiracy in re-
straint of trade. So far there has been
" no holdup of any ships and all are sail-
ing on their schedules.

Captain Patten Dead.

For
40-odd years Captain Pattern had followed
the sea, beginning his apprenticeship at
the early age of 17, when he shipped be-
fore the mast with Capt. John Drummond
on the Humboldt. |

Captain Patten’s first command was the
bark Niphon, and he later commanded
-~ the ships George Stetson, Kenilworth and
Henry Villard and the schooners May V,
Neville and finally the Kineo. He was
in the latter vessel from the ftime it
-~ was built, in 1903, until last summer,
when he retired on account of 1l1 health
to his farm at South Byfield.

He was an expert navigator, and among
sailors who went with him was held in
high esteem. Ags an illustration of how
cood-hearted he was, whenever he sailed
on a long voyage he would carry seed to
feed sick birds which would come on
board during the trip. He was a gen-

eral favorite among shipping - men here

and his death is generally deplored.

Rescued by Vessel From This Port.
