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UCanaI Greater Than Pyramids,

“As great a feat as the building of the
Great Pyramids is the successful com-
pletion of the Panama Canal, which will
soon take place,”” said George Earle
Raiguel at the Academy of Music yester-
day during an illustrated lecture on the
Panama C(Canal. In order to enable the
audience in a faint way to realize the
magnitude of the task performed by
Colonel Goethals, C(Colonel Gorgas and
their fellow-engineers, the speaker made
the statement that enough concrete has
been utilized in the canal to build a
road, lined by a.double row of concrete
houses, which would stretch from Bos-
ton to Baltimore. Every phase of the re-
markable engineering feat was carefully
explained, and a history of the enter-
prise was outlined most delightfully.

In speaking of the many attacks which !

have been made on the builders of the
canal and their methods the speaker de-
clared that all of them - were without
foundation. -

“In particular the great dam at Gatun,

‘which controls the Chagres, River when

it is'on a rampage, has been criticised,”
he sald. ‘“The statement has been made
many times that there is a great lcke
beneath . the dam, which is a mile and
a half in length and half a mile wide.
Such statements are not true. They
originated when a large bed of quick-
sand was discovered during the construc-
tion of the giant dam, but every bit of
the treacherous soil has been removed.”

After showing most effectively the ef-
ficlent and scientific manner in which the
work is being done by the Americans in
charge, Mr. Raiguel told of the frightful
mismanagement on the part of the
French, who made such a miserable fail-
ure in their attempt to connect the two
oceans at Panama. ‘“When the Ameri-

cans Investigated the tools left by the.

French workers they found three ship-

loads of snow shovels,” he declared, and!
gimllar evidences of foolish extravagance

were to be found on every side.

About 40 per cent. of the workers em-
ployed by the French died, while, under
the master hand of Colonel W. C. Gorgas,
vellow fever and malaria  have been al-
most completely stamped out in the
Canal Zone, according to the lecturer.
