the cheapness of property.

Evansville is a high and dry city and
the damage to the business by high water
is entirely nominal and is caused solely
by loss of business from surrounding ter-
ritory, some of which is low ground, 'but
which is more than made up by the in-
creased fertility of the river bottom land,
which rents for as  high as $20 per acre
per annum.

Evansvilile has. never been and never
will be flooded, as some of the other
cities along the river, for the reason that
our Water street even at the present
high stage of water is not submerged and
the stores and shops are thronged with
customers as usual.

Any resident of Evansville will confirm
this statement, and we hope that all
former residents who 'are located in other
cities of the country will do their duty
to their home town b ytelling their neigh-
bors the truth about the high water con-
ditions at Evansville.

TRY-LIFE COMMISSION TODAY.

In His Inaugural Address He Spoke
on the Need for Such a Body,.and
Its

Appointment -— Seven Members

the Legislature Empowered

Have Already Accepted — Two
More to Be Heard From.

An active campaign to- promote better
soclal and business conditions among the
farmers of Maryland will begin within
the next few days. Empowered by an act

of the last legislature, Governor Golds-
borough will today or tomorrow appoint
a Maryland Country Life Commission.
This commission will consist of seven
members, who will represent various sec-
tions of the state. The Governor has
already received word from five persons
whom he had asked to serve on the com-
mission that they would accept the ap-
pointment, and the other two whom -he
askeq to serve are expected to reply this
morhing, -
Such a commission is the Governor’s
own idea,  When he delivered his in-
auguration address more than a year ago
he said that in his opinion such a body
should be appointed. The
passed a bill authorizing its appointment,
and since then the Governor has been
trying to secure some of the best men

in the state to serve.

The following paragraphs from the act
tell of the commission’s duties:

That thé commission shall have for its
objects and purposes among others,

1. A general study and investigation of

the problems and. conditions of country
life in Maryland, with particular refer-
ence to those problems relating to secur-
ing better business methods and social
conditions on the farm,
2. Co-operation with the agencies and
institutions of the state and national gov-
ernments, with agricultural boards and
organizations; with rural communities, in-
dividual and other agencies, in connection
with the’ work and study and investiga-
tion hereinbefore set forth, in-suggesting
remedies and formulating methods and
policles looking to the development and
improvement of country life and agricul-
tural interests.

3. The collection and distribution of
such mmformation and publication: the rec-
ommendation of such legislation as the
commission may deem advisable in fur-
therance of -its work for the advance-
ment and betterment of agricultural in-
terests and rural conditions.

4. And be it further enacted, That the
said commission shall consist of" seven

| members to serve without compensation.

S0 Soon as practical gfter the appoint-
ment of the members of the said com-
misgsion they shall organize by the selec-
tion of one of their members as chair-
man and by the selection of.a secretary,
who need not be a member of the commis-
silon, who shall enter and carefully pre-
serve neat and accurate minutes of all
meetings and procedings of said commis-
sion, and perform such other duties as
usually pertain .to the office of secretary.
or as may be assigned to him by said
commission. Any vacancy or vacancies
occurring in sald commission! shall Dbe

 filled by appointment by the governor.

Section 4. Be it further enacted, That
the commission before the next regular
session of the legislature, present a re-

port to the governor, showing progress

and result of its work.
