Plans for a merger of six big sand,
gravel and construction companies with
assets of $6,000,000, and $2,600,000 in se-
curities, became known yesterday. Frank
A. Furst, president of the Maryland
Dredging and  Contractlng Company,
will head the enterprise. The name for
the latter has not been determined and
will not be until Mr. Furst returns from
New York city, either today or Monday.
- The concerns understood to ‘be involved

are: The Filbert Paving and Construc-
tion Company, the Sanford & Brooks
Co., the Potomac Sand and Gravel Com-
pany, the Arundel Sand and Gravel Com-
pany, the Furst Concrete Scow Construc-
tion Company and the Washington Stone
Company. |

It is understood that the Fidelity De-
posit and Trust Company| and Midden-
dorf, Williams & Co. are‘interested - in
the amalgamation, the details of which
will be made public in a day or two. It
is sald that the reason for the consolida-
tion is a desire to practice economy in
operation and that by combining the
administrations of the companies there
will be a big saving.

So quletly have those who put through
the merger gone about it that not a word
of what was to take place found its way
through the flnancial district. However,
when it became known that a big tract
of land in South Baltimore near the
Arundel Company’s plant had recently
been bought by the latter it was rumored
that a large plant was to. be constructed
by the purchasing company.

One of those interested said that Joseph
J Hock, one of Mr. Furst’s right-hand
" men and general manager of the Arundel
Sand and Gravel Company, would occupy
the same position with the larger organ-
ization. Yesterday afternoon when ques-
tioned Mr. Hock sald that he could not
give out details of any of the merger
plans, but that Mr. Furst would make
any necessary announcement.

Those interested in the merger met on
" Thursday, and not until yesterday were
any plans agreed upon whereby the six
companies will become one. According to
itformation from a reliable source, the
new company will have $1,000,000 in 7
per cent.. preferred stock, $1,000,000 in
common stock and $600,000 in ten-year
(0 per cent. notes, secured upon a' general
mortgage on its property. _

Mr. Furst is the president of the Arun-
del Sand and Gravel OCompany. This
company purchased the old quarantine
property at Brooklyn, comprising about
6 acres of valuable waterfront property.

It was said that the deal wherein the
waterfront property was procured involved
the expenditure of about $200,000. The

CARS CRASH; PHONES DEAD

Cﬁfllslon at Hamilton Breaks Wires.

Two Persons Hnurt.

With flames as large as one’s arm dart-
ing about the switchboards at the Hamil-
ton exchange of the Chesapeake and Po-
tomac Telephone Company yesterday morn-
ing at 6 :50 o’clock, Miss Anna Schillt, the
night operator, stuck to her position with
_ rare courage for nearly 10 minutes, and
only left the board when Charles Dressel,
a fireman of the HAmilton Company, burst
into the place to rescue anyene who might
be found there. The accident was caused
by the grounding of a large cable leaving
the -front of the exchange building. The
cable, which carries practically all the
lines of the exchange, was charged by a
- trolley wire which was broken through by
the collision of two Hamilton cars. Most
of the lines were put out of” commission.

While one of the cars was at a stand-
still at the terminus of the line at Har-
ford road and Hamilton avenue, another
car ran into an open switch and collided
with it from the rear. At the Same mo-
ment the trolley of the rear car flew off
the wire, breaking 4 feed wire, which
came in contact with the telephone cable.
The force of the impact was so great
lha.j; both cars left the rails and were
carried ‘across Hamilton avenue, where
they impeded traffic for several hours.

Fortunately, but two persons were in-
jured, neither seriously. William Dun-

- hue, was cut on the nose by flying glass,
and Mrs. Shaw, who lives on
avenue, near Hamilton avenue, was hurt
about ‘the hips and side by striking a
corner of the seat when thrown by the
force of the collision.

FINANCES OF ST. LUKE:S -

Shown

in Statement Received by
Dr. Catlin,

In preparation for the campaign which
is to be started by the trustees of St.
Luke's Hospital to raise $3,000 to pay
off the old~” debts of the 'institution, a
sworn statement was received yesterday
by Dr. B. C. Catlin, chairman  of the
committee on o0ld bills, from Black &
Co., who have had charge of the books
of the hospital gince September 1, show-

ing the exact financial condition up to
December 31, 1912.

According to this statement the assets
of the hospital amount to $29,701.15, "and
the liabilities are $29,224.62. The liabili-
ties, Dr. Catlin pointed out, jincluded
over $3,000 in old debts, to pay o6ff which
the hospital plans ifs campaign. The
statement covers the full period of seven
years which the hospital. has been in
existence.

The statement also gives a full report
of the income and of the expenditures of

the hospital for the four months ending

December 31, 1912. The income of the
hospital, which represents the state ap-
propriation, was money realized from the
rental of the rooms, from the dispensary
and .for treatment of surgical cases,
amounts. to $3,154.43 for the four months,
of which §1,000 is appropriated by the
state. The expenditures, for the same
length of time, amounted to $3,995.72.

Thus there is a deficif® shown of about

$800 for the four months, much of which
is accounted for by the payment of old,
as well as current, expenses of the
hospital.
