FLOOD 1S ALARMING

Torrent 200 Feet Wide Rushing
Through Break in the Levee
Near Vicksburg, Miss,

Vicksburg, Miss.,, January 25.—A tor-
rent 200 feet wide tonight is rushing
through the crevasse in Beulah levee
about 100 miles north of here, on the
east bank of the Mississippi River, and
the water is rapidly inundating the low-
lands, destroying crops dand forcing hun-
dreds of families to the highlands. A
crevasse at this place last spring, when
the river stage was considerably higher,
flooded approximately 1,225 square miles.
The engineers engaged on the work esti-
mate that before the flood recedes at
least 1,000 square miles of plantations
and swamps will be inundated.

Fifteen hundred men, about ' 400 of
whom are state convicts, are working
day and night to ‘tie” the ends of the
break, but despite their efforts, it is
slowly widening, the rushing water caus-
ing the ends of the levees to cave and
crumble. Major J. A. Woodruff, of the
United States Engineers, is superintend-
ing operations. He will meet Colonel
Townsend, president of the Mississippi
River Commission, Monday for a cons
| ference.

'There were many alarming reports to-
day concerning the. condition of the le-
vee at Fitler’'s Landing, where new work
| was damaged by recent heavy rains. Ma-
jor ' Woodruff has dispatched a steamer
to that. point. with Assistant; Engineer
Tollinger aboard, for an inspection. Up
to a late hour tonight no loss of human
lives or live stock had been reported. The
Yazoo and Mississippi Valley schedules
were not affected today.
