Washington, January 25.—In a prepared
statement today Senator Tiliman replied
to "the resolution.recently adopted Dby the
House of Representatives of ‘the South
Carolina legislature of his state calling
upon him to produce ovidence in support
of his charges of corruption in that body.
He also made reference to the assqrtinn
he had “insulted”’ the legislature. |

The Senator declared he had done noth-
ing except write a letter last August just
before the state primaries in answer to
Governor Blease in which he charged, that
the General Assembly had been influenced
by the railroad attorneys. This, he as-
serts, was a mere warning and could not
he construed as a reflection. on any but
the holdover state senators.

“This is not the first first time I have
criticised the legislature about rallroad
matters, nor is it the first time thHat state
senators have criticised me for my utter--
ances,” he said.. ‘It is not the first time
that Senator Tillman has ‘insulted’ the
legislature, mor .will it be the last if he
lives long enough and it keeps on doing
as it has done. The  people of South
Carolina will retire any man they have
selected for office when they come to be-
lieve that he is corrupt or corruptible. At
least that is my belief.

I have boasted in my lectures in the
North that there is not enough money in
Wall Street to buy South Carolina, and I
believed it to be true. I still believe it
to 'be true, but public morals in the state
have rapidly grown bad in the last 10
vears, and I am coming to doubt whether
my boast could now be made and ' sus-
tained, We will see the temper of the
General Assembly by its action in purify-
ing and protecting the primary. It has

‘the opportunity to lift the state out of the

slough of despond and disgrace in whicl)'l
it now wallows.”

Senator Tillman said that he would not
make official reply to the resolution unless

it were adopted by the state Senate.

Be Named' as the Core of the
Combine ‘With Country 'Wide

Ramifications.

Washington, January 25.—A ["Money
Trust” actually exists. J. Pierpont Mor-
gan, George F. Baker and James Stillman,
New York’s mightiest ‘money barons’’ are
its triumvirate. Its actual and potential
power is a national menace. |

These are the three salient conclusions .

of the Pujo ‘“Money Trust” investigafting
committee. These are the three striking
revelations of months of investigation,
which the committee will report probably
unanimously. _ '
On. the highest authority—the chairman,
Representative Pujo, of Louisiana, and its
attorney, ~Samuel ' Untermyer—it was
stated tonight that these are to be the
principal features of the committee’s “ver-
dict,” following the sworn testimony, for

the first time in the history of the coun-
try, of the natlon’s greatest financiers,

THE REAL RULERS.

Here is the Money Trust—its heart—
ag outlined by a committee member fto-
night : :

“J. P. Morgan & Co., the First National
Bank of New York and the National City
Bank of New York.”

J. Pierpoent Morgan is the head of the

firm bearring his name; George F. Baker °

is the ruler of the Firrst National and
James Stillman, of The National City.

That the domination of these men, and
immediate gssociate$, Tuns in to many
millions of dollars, and through their
m-ore distant associates, into billions, it
ig declared, will be the committee's de-
cree. °

Fifteen ‘‘lieutenants’ of the great army
of finance are named—with Morgan, Bak-
er and Stillman as the ‘‘generals.’’

These include mighty millionaries of
New York, Boston, Chicago and Philadel-
phia, with ramifications extending across
the continent and even across the "At
lantic.

That these 18 giant ‘organizations, wilh
subsidiary interests control $25,325,000,000
in resources, will be declared to D¢
proven. |
“The “private in the .ranks” of the
“trust’ are said to number 180, with con.
trol, or potential interest in practically
every large industry of the United
States. X

The Pujo committee’'s report is to be
denominated an ‘‘intermediate finding."”
This is because of the halting of the in-
quiry to submit a report before the pres.
ent Congress adjourns. It will be sub-
mitted within 30 days. Complete and
sweeping recommendations to curb the
“trust’” will also be made by the com-
mittee. It is learned positively that it
will report drastic change of the whole
national banking act.

PRINCIPAL FINDINGS.

As tentatively outlined, briefly,
will be the principal findings:

Control by J., P. Morgan & Co.,
banks, baving $1,406,000,000 resources and
£989,000,000 deposits; of the Equitable
l.ife Assurance Sopciety, with $1,249,000.-
000 assets; of 12 great railroads, with $4,-
379,000,000 capital and mileage of 48,000
miles; of innumerable industrial corpora-
tions with assets worth scores of billious
of dollars.

“M{:}Igan” directors on 39 corporations
with resources of $10,036,000,000. |

Directors = affiliated with George F.
Baker’'s First National Bank in 49 cor-
porations with $11,542,000,000 assets.

Directors affiliated with James Stili-
man’s National City Bank in 47 corpora-
tions with $13,205,000,000 assets.

That the concentration of wealth, con-
ceived a generation ago, has been perfect-
ed since the 1907 panic, and is still grow-
ing.

That “intdrlo¢king directorates,” lax
national bank examination, weak bank-
ing lawsg and passive public interest are
the principal causes.

That the more powerful financierg are
“partners” and not competitors.

That security issues are divided under
an agreement against “poaching’”, upon
competitors’ reserves, in finanecial terri-
tories established by unwritten laws of
financial ethics.

PROPOSED BANK REFORM.

The tentative plan of reform legisia-
tion to be suggested by the committee
includes:

Regulation, if possible, in absolute pro-
hibition of “interlocking directorates,” at
least as to national banks.

Federal or state incorporation of clea:-
ing houses, stock and other exchanges.

Prohibit bank directors and officers
from loaning to themselvegs from bank
funds.

Supervision of bank mergers.
Prohibit control of financial institutions
by “voting trustees.”

Limit size of bank directorates, pro-
hibit “dummy’” directors,6 and centralize
responsibility.

Publicity of bank assets and stock-
holders. |

Bar banks from owning sitock in other
financial institutions.

Prohibit insurance companies from
owning bank stock, or having representa-
tions on directorates and vice versa.

Publicity to stockholders of bank
loans. "
