Railroads #in all parts of the country
are preparing for the heavy travel to the

nation’s capital for the inauguration of

the first Democratic president in the last
20 vears, or the first since Grover Cleve-
land became the country’s executive for
the second time. Several railway com-
panies have filed their excursion rate tar-
iffs with the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission for approval, the first batch ar-
riving today.

These excursion rates usually are one-
way fares for the round trip, with tick-
ets good for &0 days. In some cases,
where the time limit for the return 1is
short the fare is ecven less. The first
rates wera approved today. ©They were
from New Orleans and Atlanta.
