There many important points to
consider the raising of poultry,
whether for faney or profit. First of all,
gelect some pure-bred fowl, according
to the particular branch of the business
you have chosen. When choosing for
the production of commercial eggs one
naturally looks to those birds
are classed as the egg breeds. In this
c¢lass are the Leghorns, Minorcas, Span-
Andalusians of
the Mediterranean class, and- the Houdan}
of the French class. Most persons en-
tering the Dbusiness raising chickens
with the idea of specializing on the pro-
duction of eggs adopt some one or more
of these breeds, and while many have,
of course, failed, there are also many
who have attained success. i

Then, too, there are the American or
general purpose fowls, such as Plymouth
Rocks, Wyandottes, Rhode Island Reds,
Buckeyes, .}'uva:-_; and the now rare Domi-
niques. These breeds are, it is claimed,
more profitable for farm use than are
the Mediterraneans smaller breeds.
While the writer does not desire ti:Ji
take away a' single merit from any of
these American breeds, for they are all:
good, yet it is his opinion that the man |
who desires to produce commercial egg
will do better with the smaller fowls
than with the American breeds: To
the person, however, who desires the
larger-hodied fowl it might be well to
gay that of the American or general pur-
pose breeds the Rhode Island Reds is
probably the best and safest proposition
of them all.

Secret number two is the placing at the
bead of the breeding pen a pure-bred
cock and as good a specimen as you ean
get. In puchasing a pure-bred fowl,
one does not have to buy show birds,
but only those that are uniform in size,

Here is a novel way for preventing
fence flying: Take good strong string,
and tie a knot about thre incheées from
the end; then take the end nearest the
knot and put it around the tip of one
wing, and tie a slip knot below the knot
in the string, so it cannot pull up too
tight on the wing.
end of the string under the other wing
and have it just loose enough so that
the chicken can Kkeep its wings folded
naturally, and 'tie the same as the other
end. After it has been on
weeks the string may be removed, and
your chicken will stay in just as though
it had never flown over a fence.

It is characteristic of the laying hen
to be quick in her movements. and meore
01 lessi of a nervous disposition. When
a hen is lazy. and moves about in a
carelss, indifferent manner, she is pretty
sure to be a poor layer.

The Hen Th,at Work-
Will Lay the Eggs

The hen is naturally industrious, and
she should not be compelled to remain
idle by being cooped up in dark, filthy
quarters, where drafts are prevalent, the
floor without some good  litter and sur-
roundings otherwise unhealtby. Rather
encourage her to work by providing her
with good- comfortable. quarters.

Construct a good scratch shed, but if
this be impossible then construct a drop-
ping board under .the roosts and place
the litter upon the ‘floor of the coop. Per-
mit all the light pessible.

The house, 14x24 feet in dimensions,
is built on a wall 6x8 inches above the
ground, which is filled in to the top, mak-
ing the floor dry at all times of the year.
The south or front side is 6 feet 8 inches
high, the back 4 feet 8 inches, while the
plate and sills are made of 2x4 inch ma-
terial, thus making the studding 6 feet
long in front and 4 feet In the back,
these being placed 2 feet apart, The com-
bination tight roof being comparatively
flat having 1 foot rise to every
3 feet horizontal run, is covered with a

a shed or single span roof could be used
to an equal advantage.

FRONT VIEW COLONY HOUBSE.

The front is of the muslin front type.
It consists of four windows, each having
for its upper sash a musHn frame 2 feet
4 inches by 1 foot 11 inches, which slides
up and down, while the lower sash is a
six-light 8x10 inch glass window. There
is approximately 16 square feet of muslin
to 336 square feet of floor space, or 1
square foot of muslin to every 21 square
feet of floor space, and also an equdl
amount of glass.

The muslin frameg are of a convenient
size for the control of ventilation, it
being possible to open as many as neces-
sary to supply the required fresh air,
varying the number with the nature of
the weatehr, and by placing the muslin
frame as the upper sash there is no
draft on the birds on the floor. During the
coldest weather one of the frames, and
often more, is kept open all day in order
to keep the birds in a healthy. condition.
The windows are placed as high as des
sirable for the most efficient lighting of
the house. The roosts, located on the back
side 3 feet 8 inches from the floor, are
made of 2x4 inch material placed on edge,
the upper corners being rounded off. They

are merely set in notched boards at each |

ennd and can be easily removed for clean-
ing purposes. About one foot beneath are
fhe dropping boards.

Contents of Eggs and
Their Value as Food

Many persons often ask what an egg'

When and What to Provide
For the Laying
Stock.

In continuing our article from last Sun-
day relative to the feeding for egg vield,
particularly during the winter months, it
iS necessary to touch upon the time for
feeding., On this point many differ, but
much success has attended the following
method :

is made of, but strange to say few ever
find out to their entire satisfaction. A
test at the Department of Agriculture

shows that the white of an egg is nearly |

seven-eighths wdter, the balance being
nearly pure albumen. The yolk is slightly
less than one-half water. This is true of
the eggs of chickens, turkeys, ducks and
geese. In comparing the eggs of these
various birds the Department of Agricul-
ture quotes the following figures:

Hen eggs, 50 per cent. water, 16 per
cent. protein, 36 per cent. fat.

Duck eggs, 46 per cent. water, 17 per
cent. protein, 36 per cent. fat.

- Goose eggs, 44 per cent. water, 19 per
cent. protein, 36 per cent. fat.

Turkey eggs, 48 per cent. water, 18
cent.. protein, 33 per cent., fat. S G A

Of course, farmers understand that pro-
tein goes to make muscle and -bloed,
while fat is fuel for running the ma-
chinery of the body. Thus it will' be seen
that eggs, though half or nearly half wa-
ter, are extremely nutrituous, containing
all the elements required for the building
and support of the body. There is no
truth, however, in the old saying that
an egg contains as much nutriment as a
pound of steak. It would be nearer cor-
rect to estimate a pound of eggs as be-
ing equal to a pound of lean steak in nu-
tritious value.

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Coop for Poultry.

The cheapest and best coop. for a hen
and chickens or fotr a brooder we have
been’ able to devise 1S made out of a dry
goods box and our nest boxes are made
out of this waste material. Much of the
material is given us for hauling away.
We store it till the stormy days of win-
ter when the men take it to the shop,
knock it to pieces and remodel it into
coops, nest boxes, feed hoppers, apple
boxes and crates. Our -apple boxes hold
one bushel and a half and are a con-
venient and cheap package in which to
store apples over winter.

Plant Food From Waste.

To utilize the now wasted sources of
plant food is the purpose of an increas-
ing number of patents—a most excellent
sign of the times. One of the latest
schemes i3 the garbage converter. This
process extracts the grease and some of
the other carbonaceous matter from city
garbage: the residue is burned for mak-
ing producer gas to be employed in gen-
erating electric power. The escaping
nitrogen is ecaught in the form: of:sul-

l

- Feed a mixed, grain ration as early in

lthe morning as the hen can see to pick

up the grains. A good balanced ration for
the morning meal will be found in a mix-

ture as follows: One-fourth wheat, one-
fourth hulled oats, one-fifth cracked corn
and the.balance of millet seed, barley and
buckwheat. Scatter this in the litter,
which has been  provided in a quantity
which they will clean up by noon. At
.the same time give them some form of
green food, such as ecabbage, turnips, beets
or mangels. The mangels contain a good
deal of water ‘and will not taint the eggs,
as do the oher vegetables if fed in too
large a quantity, ~

IT it is 1mpossible to feed either of the
vegetables mentioned, then sprout some
oats and. feed them. Indeed, it will ma-

terially help matters to feed the sprouted
oats in addition to the vegetables. They
are good and at the same time cheap. If
you cannot get either the vegetables or
sprout the oats, then the green food may
be supplied by the feeding of clover or
alfalfa leaves and these are, indeed, splen-
did substitutes.

After the hens clean up the grains scat-
tered  in the litter the noon day has ar-
rived and now is the time for the mash
feed. This is prepared by mixing equal
parts, by measure, of wheat bran, mid-

| dlings, cornmeal, ground oats and one-

fifth beef scrap. This is equally good if
fed dry or moist. If mixed moist, or what
1s. commonly called wet mash, it is well

| To use hot milk or water, but in no ecase

have it too -hot nor too wet. Wet mash
shauld be mixed to a crumbly . consistency
and only warm. If sour milk or butter-
| milk can be obtained it will add greatly
to the value of this feed. Place the mash

| in troughs prepared for the purpose and

under no circumstances throw it upon the
ground, as it ‘will become dirty and more
or less of it wasted. This same mixture

-may be fed dry. When given in this form
it should also be fed in troughs or in
hoppers prepared for the purpose.

The evening meal should eonsist of
grain food exclusively and in this feeding
the proportions of corn shotild be in-
creased to nearly one-half of the mixture.
Especially is this true when the weather
1§ extremely cold, as it serves to warm
the body while the heng are roosting over-
night. Never feed whole corn to the lay-
ing stoek; have it cracked. The whole
grain is all right when fattening, but
should not be given to the laying hens.
